Regulated 
Rate Option 
(RRO)

The RRO rate may increase or decrease from month to month as it is priced on the open market 
and subject to many factors relating to supply and demand. If you do not have a contract with an 
electricity retailer, then you receive the default RRO rate.
For November 2021, the RRO is priced at $0.12823 per kWh, which is reflected on your enclosed bill. 
For December 2021, the Battle River Power Coop monthly RRO billing rate for FENN REA members 
is $0.12500. The RRO rate is also listed on www.fennrea.com.

This is an ideal choice for locations where you 
might trip in the dark or for areas where you often forget 
to turn off the light and then waste electricity. The Feit 
Electric A19 Intellibulb is an ideal choice and available at 
most Canadian Tire stores for around $18.00. 

Light Bulb with Integrated Camera
This newcomer allows you to keep an eye on your inside 
and outside; essentially transforming a standard light 
fixture into a smart video surveillance system. 

For ease of research, some brands to check out might 
be the Sengled Snap HD Security Camera Light Bulb 
(can be found at Home Depot) or another option is the 
Wireless 360° Panoramic Bulb Full HD 1080P Smart 
Home Security Light Camera (available at Best Buy). 
Please note there are several other options as well.

Light Bulb with Integrated Speaker
Set the tone with a light bulb that allows you to play your 
favourite music. So how does it work? 

Simply install the chosen bulb (once again Sengled, 
available at Home Depot, has an option) like any other 
light bulb. Then wirelessly connect it from any Bluetooth-
enabled phone, tablet or PC, and immediately enjoy your 
favourite media apps in your kitchen, living room and 
patio, or wherever there is a light socket.
