-protecting agriculture – farming

Pig farming – the Planning Board can restrict agriculture – Planning Board identifies values and approve what it is used for 7.0.7

#3-#6 – If the Home Owners Association dissolves, etc..  the town can take it over

7.0.8- Bulk Requirements

200 foot lot – width and depth

Applicant has to demonstrate the placement of the sewer and well on their own properties.   Specify set backs – should say the front.

(Chart) Language needs to be added not numbers – remove the box and keep minimum lot size, coverage and yards.

7.0.10 – Sewer

Who is responsible for sewer plant?  Central Water?

We, the town, does not have suitable soils, or water bodies for an additional sewer district. 

Wording to require transportation corporations.  

What districts - 

The back of the comp land – density can't be succeeded

Make amendment to the language to comp plan- would have to abide by the Scenic Byway

Define on conservation plan – define where it can be built – currently every district

Multiple dwellings

Need affordable housing by providing a variety of apartments.    Exclusionary housing is 10% or 20% of affordable  unit.   1 unit handicapped accessible

Senior housing – revisit in the future.  More than 4 units for senior housing.  Senior housing is not defined – a permit for senior housing will only be senior housing.  This definition needs redefining.

Dwellings

4 units in one building.

Town house can be 6 lots – has been removed prohibited

New dwelling – definition – subdivision language out

Subdivision is 6 lots for a major subdivision

River Management Plan is a guide

Park Service has boundary line maps.  Stay within parcel lines.

ZBA Appeals – amended 11.6.2 – decisions of the Town Board and Planning Board could be challenged through an article 78 proceeding instead of an appeal to the ZBA.
