SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
Sept 23-St. Pio of Pietrelcina-Also known as  
Padre Pio, St. Pius of Pietrelcina was a friar, priest, 
alleged stigmatist and mystic.  He grew up in South-
ern Italy and joined the Capuchins at 15.  “In ex-
plaining his spiritual growth rules, Padre Pio com-
pared dusting a room, used or unused on a weekly 
basis, to weekly confession. He suggested two times 
of daily meditation and self-examination: in the 
morning to "prepare for battle" and in the evening 
to "purify your soul." Padre Pio’s motto, "Pray, 
Hope and Don’t Worry" is the synopsis of his appli-
cation of theology into daily life. A Christian should 
recognize God in everything, offering everything to 
Him saying, ‘Thy will be done.’ In addition, all 
should aspire to heaven and put their trust in Him 
and not worry about what he is doing, as long as it 
is done with a desire to please God.”-ewtn.com  
Sept 26-Sts. Cosmas and Damian-Twin Arab 
brothers, Sts. Cosmas and Damian were 
“unmercenary” physicians and early Christian mar-
tyrs.  Due to their well known good works and zeal 
for their faith, they were apprehended and behead-
ed during the Dioclesian Persecution. 
Sept 27-St. Vincent de Paul–Patron saint of all 
works of charity, St. Vincent de Paul was a French 
Roman Catholic Priest who dedicated his life to 
serving the poor.  He was renowned for his compas-
sion, humility and generosity. 
Sept 28-St. Wenceslaus-The patron saint of Bo-
hemia, St. Wenceslaus was a devout Christian and a 
gifted ruler and true friend of the Church.  After be-
ing overthrown by German King Heinrich I the 
Fowler, Wenceslaus was assassinated on the steps 
of the church by knights led by his brother. 
St. Lawrence Ruiz & Companions-The first 
canonized Filipino, St. Lawrence Ruiz suffered un-
speakable tortures and executed along with several 
companions in Japan .  “Pray, hope, and don't worry. Worry is use-

less. God is merciful and will hear your prayer. 
Have courage and do not fear the assaults of 
the Devil.”-Padre Pio

GOD IS ON THE SIDE OF THE POOR 
     Two of today’s readings make it quite clear that 
God is on the side of the poor. Amos describes in de-
tail the exploitation of the poor and needy. The psalm 
repeats that God acts to benefit the poor and lowly. 
But Luke turns things upside down, telling a tale of a 
conflicted steward, about to be fired, who demon-
strates his cleverness and is rewarded. Like the com-
munity to whom Paul writes in Timothy, these read-
ings are personal, directed to believers, members of 
the Jewish and Christian communities, who struggle 
to deal with personal choices about how to conduct 
their lives. They offer an outline for how God wishes 
us to live in a world as complicated and as confusing 
as our own.Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
     Although June is the month most associated with 
weddings in the United States, September has be-
come more popular in recent years. Wedding celebra-
tions always require some savvy planning, and people 
who have a talent for hospitality in the mix. At the 
wedding feast at Cana, the mother of Jesus was re-
cruited to deal with some of the details of the ban-
quet, and when a very understandable crisis arose, 
she did what she could to rescue the party. Anyone 
who has ever run out of ice, dessert, or table settings 
knows the stress! 
     Slowly, the memory of Jesus Christ’s blessing of 
this marriage feast led the Church to form a way to 
bless marriages. A thousand years ago weddings mi-
grated from the family home to the doors of the 
church, where the celebration was held in public view. 
From this practice came a prayer called the “Nuptial 
Blessing,” one of the most solemn prayers in our tra-
dition. It is very much like the prayers by which bap-
tismal water and chrism are consecrated, the ordina-
tion prayer over a priest, and the Eucharistic Prayers 
over bread and wine. Four hundred fifty years ago, 
weddings moved inside the church building. All of 
this gives married couples good reason to celebrate 
their anniversaries well, especially with the clinking 
of glasses filled with good wine.
