Also, if you are so inclined, to have pencil and paper (crayons, colored pencils) to 
write down thoughts, prayers, doodles or whatever that can be useful to you. 

Create your space to enter this worship. 

Simple, intentional acts such as setting aside your phone, making a cup of tea, may 
help center yourself in this moment.  

Pay attention to your body, what you are feeling, especially voices of judgement, 
cynicism and fear that may limit you from being open to what God is birthing new. 

Sit comfortably.  

Take several deep breaths to center yourself.  

Pay attention to your surroundings.  

Pay attention to your breath. 

CANDLE LIGHTING 
As we center ourselves this night, let us now light our candle of witness. This flame 
will light our way this night and bear witness to God’s love poured out on us. (light 
your candle) My the warmth and flicker of light be for you a sign of peace.
