Thet year marked the death ## &” fatthful curate
of Stoke-fiolding and DPadlincton - *1111&';1 Rrown.'- who had made the
entries since 1772. From 1800 to 1876 the book presents a slovenly
appearance - entries are recorded in an 1lliterate fashion, and
without mueh recard to sequence of dete. It is also much mutilated.
At the reverse end of the recister apvear Ranns end ¥arriages from
1754 to 1781. flere also aprear some Raptismal and Purial entries -
the former for 1804 ard 1807, and the latter for 1803, 1806 and 180%
Pook No.2 contains Raptisms from 1783 to 1800 (adéitional to

those in Book Yo.1); Farriages 1783-98; and Burlals 1784-93 (also

additional to Pook Ho.1l).
