1. Hand Sanitizer Station at Guard Table (provided by SCMG)
2. Disinfectant spray bottles on tables (set 10ft apart) for easy cleaning before and after your use.
3. Bring your own chairs to the pool this summer. 
4. No admittance of guests or individuals who live outside of our community. 
5. Tot wading pool is currently closed
6. Easy Registration and check-in process with your driver’s license or photo id showing proof of address
A Utility bill & photo id may be used for family or friends temporarily residing with you 

photo id and proof of address in Bell Creek is required to use the pool

7. Check-in process includes a sickness symptom questionnaire & acknowledgement waiver daily and in line with CDC guidelines and Virginia Governors Phase 3 pool opening guidelines.
8. Maximum occupancy of 75% -First come first serve (we have plenty of room)


2020 Bell Creek Pool Rules
Please observe the following rules for the duration of the summer swim season.  These rules will be strictly enforced by the lifeguards and the Bell Creek Pool Committee.  These rules are subject to change.  
 
Behavior:  
All residents are expected to be courteous of their neighbors while at the pool.  This is especially important for the young adults who can use the pool without adult supervision.  Any use of foul language or inappropriate behavior that is reported to the guards, will result in the offender being asked to leave for the remainder of the day.  Repeat offenders will be in jeopardy of having their pool privileges revoked for the summer.  
 The lifeguards are to be treated with kindness and respect.  In most cases, they are teenagers and should not be insulted or yelled at.  If you have an issue, please speak to the lifeguards on duty.  If your issue is not resolved, please call SCMG.  The number is posted on their sign at the pool, on the community website and on this page.

After hours trespassing:  
All reports of afterhours trespassing at the pool will be reported to the police.  No exceptions.

Administrative Rules: 
1.      Admittance to the pool and pool area will not be permitted unless the homeowner has completed the 2020 written Bell Creek Pool Registration form for their family. Required information includes name and age of each occupant of the home.  Because of liability issues, there can be no exceptions.  
2.     Adults must present a photo id with your address for pool admittance this summer. A photo Id that matches a utility bill for a Bell Creek residence may be used for friends and family who live in your home. Due to Covid 19 precautions we will not be allowing guests to swim in the Bell Creek community pool. 
No exceptions to the photo Id with proof of address for anyone 16years of age or older (school id /drivers permit is acceptable) 
3.     Homeowners with delinquent amounts will not be allowed access to the pool until their accounts are no longer delinquent. 
4.     All children who are not potty trained must be in swim diapers to be in the pool area. 
5.     Childcare providers who do not live in the community or do not have proof of residency will not be admitted into the pool. 
5.     A note to the guards must be provided if your child will be under the supervision of another Bell Creek member adult at the pool. The note must include your phone number for validation and emergencies. 
6.     Clubhouse rentals are not permitted to use the pool during their rental.  Pool patrons are not permitted in the clubhouse. 
7.     Children 12 and older are permitted to use the pool without adult supervision providing they can follow the rules at the pool and corrective direction given by the lifeguards on duty. Failure to do so may result in the loss of their privilege to access the pool without a parent and/or expulsion from the pool. 
8.      Pool guests must sign in with the on-duty lifeguard staff. 
9.      Please be courteous and respectful of other patrons using the pool.  
10.    All accidents must be reported. 
11.    Pool and pool deck will be cleared in the event of thunder or lightning for a minimum of 30 minutes after the last sighting of lightning by the lifeguards. The pool will also be cleared when rain is heavy enough to prevent the lifeguards from s eeing the bottom of the pool.
12.     Birthday parties or other parties at the pool must receive approval from the Pool Committee. 
13.     Failure to follow directions from the lifeguards will result in immediate expulsion from the pool for the remainder of the day.

Prohibited Behavior: 
1.    Horseplay:  e.g.: Wrestling, Chicken Fighting, Dunking people underwater
2.    Running on Pool deck
3.    Cursing
4.    Inappropriate or lewd behavior
5.    Smoking or vaping
6.    Glass or breakable items
7.    Alcoholic beverages
8.    Animals
9.    Hanging or playing on ladders or pool ropes
10.  Throwing persons in the air
11.  Riding on shoulders in or out of the pool
12.  Diving before previous diver is clear
13.  Swimming in diving well when diving board is in use
14.  Loitering around pool or on Clubhouse property when pool is closed
15.  Talking with lifeguards while on chair duty
16.  Unauthorized persons at gate, at check in area, in the guard chair, in the 
        pump room, in the shed, in the snack bar, or in the Clubhouse facility
17.  Harassing or treating the guards with disrespect

 Swimming Rules: 
1.      Children wearing "floaties", "water wings", etc. must always have an adult with them in the pool.  No ring-style floating devices allowed for non-swimmers.
2.      One approved floatation device per swimmer and one swimmer per approved floatation device.
3.      If you or your child is ill, please do not use the pool.
4.      Please take young children for frequent restroom breaks.
5.      Children who wish to swim in water deeper than their standing depth must be able to demonstrate that they can tread water and swim across the pool in a safe manner.
6.      Only appropriate swimwear is allowed in the pool.  No cut-offs, t-shirts, thongs, shorts or jean shorts.
7.      Noodles or small floats may be used, at the guards’ discretion.  If the guards deem the situation unsafe, patrons will be asked to refrain from using said pool toys.
 
Diving Board Rules: 
1.      One person on the board at a time
2.      One bounce per diver	
3.      Must jump or dive straight out from board
4.      Must go to nearest ladder or straight out under rope
 
Other Information: 
1.      All bikes and scooters must be placed in the bike rack provided, not on sidewalks or in the parking lot.  
2.      Bell Creek SF HOA is not responsible for stolen or damage property.
2.      All unclaimed items left in the lost and found at the end of each month will be thrown out or donated.
3.      Please note that we have recycling cans at the pool and make every effort to recycle materials that can be recycled. 
4.      Swim lessons are available from the lifeguards.  Please speak to a guard to receive information or make arrangements for lessons.
5.      Dive-in movie nights may be held over the summer. Movies will begin at dusk.  Information will follow. Look on bulletin board or on Nextdoor for planned evenings. 

Rule Infractions:
1.      First offense - guards will issue a warning
2.      Second offense - expel offender from pool for remainder of day
3.      Third offense - May result in pool privileges being temporarily or permanently revoked
4.      Obnoxious behavior may result in immediate expulsion and/or temporary or permanent revocation of pool privileges 
5.      Additional actions may be taken 
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
