
Championship Qualifying

Top 32 Advance to Championship

     The BowlTV Super Senior Shootout Championship (BTVSSS) consists of a 32-player Elimination Bracket beginning 
Tuesday, November 15 at 9:00 AM.  BTVSSS Championship finalists are determined by their Composite Qualifying 
Positions (CQP) in the two Challenge events.  All pinfall from the Challenge Qualifying Rounds is dropped.  The top 8 
seeds in the BTVSSS Championship earn two byes and are seeded into Round 3.  Seeds 9 through 16 earn one bye and 
are seeded into Round 2.  The Round 1 roll call for seeds 17 through 32 is at 8:45 AM.
     Rounds 1 through 3 are Best-of-Five single-game matches.  Round 4 is Best-of-Three.  The Semi-Finals and 
Championship matches are a single game.  On each pair in all rounds, the left lane will have the 44' pattern and the 
right lane will have the 36' pattern.  Warm-up pairs for seeds 1 through 16 and previous round winners will be available 
thirty (30) minutes prior to their scheduled start time.  Roll Call for all rounds is 15 minutes prior to the scheduled 
round start time.  South Point Hotel, Casino, and Bowling Plaza has generously added $1,750 to the BowlTV Super 
Senior Shootout Championship prize fund.
