ACTION ON ARRIVAL

When you arrive in Waiouru, turn down Hasslett Drive which is beside the museum.  We will be stationed in the Sports Complex / Rugby Clubrooms from 12noon Friday 21st for registrations.  At this point you will be issued with your ID card (lanyard), room keys, map of the Camp and other information.  

IMPORTANT:  You will not be admitted to the Camp without registering first and without wearing your ID lanyard.  This is your entry to the Camp and all other facilities and functions.  And it helps others recognise you and at least call you by name.

CAMPER VAN parking will be beside the Rugby Clubrooms where the ablutions will be open for your use at all times.

BARRACKS: Each bed space will be supplied with one towel.  Please do not expect these to be changed each day so bring extras if you require them.  Room keys are your responsibility and must be returned on leaving.  There is a cost to replace them.

LAUNDRY: Washers and dryers are available.  Please supply your own laundry powder.

CAFÉ: Hot Shots Café and Museum Cafe will be available for caffeine injections.

MUSEUM: A weekend pass has been arranged for us all.  It is also possible we may be able to arrange tours of the main vehicle store in the Military Camp for guided groups (ideally maximum of 20-30 at a time) to go through on Monday.  Please advise if this is of interest to you.
BASE SWIMMING POOL AND FITNESS CENTRE:  We have been granted access to the Base swimming pool, which is a covered, heated pool, open all year round.  Dependants under the age of 16 MUST be accompanied by an adult.
The Fitness Centre is located at the Swimming Pool complex and is fully equipped with weights and exercise equipment.

CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS:  For those who haven’t had the pleasure of being in Waiouru before, you are likely to see snow on the mountains which are not far away.  We are hoping for a long autumn and fine weather, but please be prepared for it to be cold, particularly in the mornings and particularly on Anzac Day with the early start.  If you have them, thermals are a good idea and easy to pack.  A warm jacket is essential.  It can also get hot so be prepared to strip off a bit during the day.

The only formal function is the company dinner when medals are to be worn please – jacket and tie is optional.
