e. Publications

f. Emergency Fund
i. There are three interpreters on the committee- Sandra, Toni and Christine.  The point of the emergency fund is if any of our members encounter a “disaster” or something that influences their ability to work, such as a car accident, or any emergency situation.  You can email us about the situation, and as a board we will discuss and see how we can help. We have not had to use the money this year, and hopefully we won’t, but it is available. Everything is kept completely confidential.  We have a $1000 fund.  It must be for a member of LIRID. 
CMP:
	To collect CEUs, it must be from an LIRID sponsored event. If you do workshops, you can apply for CEUs here. The independent study is another option for events that are not sponsored. Metro is a CMP sponsor, as well as Mill Neck. I will pass around the sheet so you can look at it.
Dani: CMP is a lot of work, so we just want to warn you to set up a PINRA or workshop last minute, please don’t. It’s a lot of work for Stacey, so if you want CEUs you have to follow the rules and submit on time. Thank you.
g. Elections
i. Lisa Denison has been running the elections for a while, and we thank her for her work. She could not come today, so we have Dani announcing the winners.
ii. Dani: For President, Sandra won, congratulations! For secretary, Nicole; for associate rep, Alana Miller-Engel. Congratulations all, we are excited for this upcoming year. Thank you Mike for your hard work, and thank you Sandra for you continued work this year.

3. Old Business
a. National Conference, July 20th-24th
i. Sandra: The conference in July has been very controversial. This week there was a regional presidential conference, which I could not go to, but I was reading the minutes and it seems that there are only half of the vacancies, so it’s all lottery now that is open. No LIRID members are going, but we will see what is happening with the conference. 
ii. The national conference is every two years, and on alternate years there is also a regional conference. Region 1 has not hosted a national conference, and it will be our turn in 2019. The Metro president was thinking about hosting a local workshop, and we are looking into some options for hotels. We have to see what happens this year with the conference first. Metro thinks we need to set it up now, so they are proposing that for region 1, we should host a conference in 2019, not 2018, and it may become a national conference, but we will see. Instead of being an alternating year, it will be the same year. 
iii. Stacey: The bylaws say that it has to be alternating, so I don’t see how it can happen the same year.
iv. Sandra: Right now, national RID focuses on the conference in the summer, but Metro is thinking we need to reserve spaces for our regional conference now, but we will see what happens after more discussion. We need to do more research first. 
4. New Business
a. Metro RID - MOU
i.  Memorandum of Understanding – it outlines our reciprocal relationship with Metro and us. Their new board membership has completely changed, so the reason for the MOU is if it happens again, we’ll be prepared on what to do. It has not been formalized, but we have been discussing that we may share our membership info with them and vice versa, we will see if people are interested in that, but I didn’t want to send that out until we had made a decision on it. 
· Question about posting on the LIRID website: Answer from Sandra: once we finalize it, we will post it on the website, but there are lot of changes that need to be made.
· Dani: One idea is we can post it on Facebook as well, if we keep updating it, it may be confusing for members.
· Sandra: we can also email it
· Dani: to good standing members
