June 11, 1908

Wedding guest falls to 
his death in Scranton

Tragedy marred a wedding cele-
bration at a North Scranton home 
June 9.

Joseph Promprenus was a guest 
at a wedding party at a home at 309 
Reese St. The young man had 
recently immigrated here from 
Poland and was known to have good 
habits and temperament.

At the party, a group of younger 
wedding guests were chatting with 
Promprenus and coaxed him into 
drinking a beer, then another and 
another and another.

Promprenus became very intoxi-
cated, and the group proceeded to 
get him dancing around the home 
for their amusement.

Promprenus finally stopped danc-
ing because he became ill. He went 
to a room on the home’s second floor 
and stuck his head out the window 
to get some fresh air. He then lost his 
balance and fell some 20 feet, land-
ing on his head.

His cries brought many of the 
guests outside. An ambulance was 
summoned and he was taken to the 
Scranton State General Hospital.

At the hospital, doctors found he 
had suffered serious injuries that 
included a broken back.

Promprenus died the afternoon of  
June 10 as result of the fall.

Lackawanna County Detective 
M.A. Rafter said an investigation 
had been launched into his death.

Rafter announced June 12 — after 
consulting with county Coroner J.F. 

Saltry — they were unable to pursue 
charges against those responsible 
for Promprenus’ death. Rafter said 
there was no law “that would permit 
for the prosecution of those who 
tempted the young man to take his 
first drink.”

Mob of parishioners 
damages rectory

Lithuanian parishioners of the 
Roman Catholic Church at the Ridge 
in Archbald attacked the rectory 
over their ongoing displeasure that 
a Polish priest was serving as pastor 
of the church.

The mob hurled rocks at the rec-
tory, smashing many of its windows. 
The church’s pastor, the Rev. 
Kasperski, was home at the time but 
was unharmed.

Days before the attack, someone 
tried to shoot Kasperski while he 
was walking to visit a sick parishio-
ner.

The Rt. Rev. Michael J. Hoban, 
bishop of Scranton, had been trying 
to solve the situation for some time. 
Hoban placed a second priest of  
Lithuanian heritage at the church, 
but he was later transferred to 
another because funds were too low 
to support two priests at the Arch-
bald church.

Archbald Police Chief McHalle 
said both incidents were under 
investigation and he hoped to make 
several arrests in the coming day.
