· Be sure that all stakes are visible-all tall grass should be mowed so sanitarian can find easily-if they are not and a re-visit is required a re-inspection fee of $75 will apply
· Call final in ONLY when finished (FINALS are inspected in a timely manner depending on weather, time, and availability of the sanitarian).

Property line adjacent to reserve area must also be clearly marked.


House or building site must be staked. Lot marked clearly with number.


Well location or proposed location must be marked clearly. Proposed well installation sites will be marked in originally approved locations.


Any changes to the system must be called in and reported before the sanitarian goes out.
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
