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I grew up as a child in the projects of South Central Los Angeles. My mother was a devout Christian and she prayed con-
stantly for her children o get to know who Jesus was and what He had done for humanity. That He died on the Cross for
our sins.

At the age of nine, | remember going 1o church on a Sunday night. It was intercessor prayer nighl. Everyone was praising
the Lord, jumping up and down and screaming, "There is an unction of the Holy Spinit up in herel® | didn't understand what
was going on 20 | said o mysell, "These people are going crazy!® Al that point | asked my mom, “VWhat is that all about?
She answered me, "Son you just don't understand.” Watching her as she praised the Lord with her eyes closed, | walked
out af tha church and want to the car, | was in the car for about twenty minutes before she came out and tried to gat me
out of the car. Bul every time she would put the key in to unlock the door | rushed to push it back down to relock it. AL that
point she said, "Boy if you don't unlack this door and come back in this church, I'm going o wihoop your buttl” So, | got out
of the car and went back in to the church house. And at that age | sure didn't know or understand what was going on.

MNow, at the age of twelve | started selling drugs. Then | got involved with gangs and started smoking marijuana so | was
barely going to school. Through the ages of 14 to 17, 1 was in and out of juvenile facilities for selling drugs and aggravated
assaults with weapons.

On January 11th, 2010, | came to jail for possession of narcotic drugs for sale and misconduct involving weapons., At that
point | was a devout Muslim. | praved five times a day and | couldn®t stand Christians or anybody that wasn't of African
descent or didnt believe in Islam, | hated ALL ethnic groups, especially white people and | hated them all with a passion, |
couldn't understand why white people hated us Muslims. Itwasn't all white people so | just want to make that clear.

The Quran is a book of hate that teaches Muslims 1o kil the Jews, infidels, Christians and unbelievers of the [slamic Ffaith.
I remember having a dream back in 1996, | was a Muslim at that time. | was in a black dark hole that didn't have a bottom.
In this dream | was looking down on myself trying to pull mysaif out of this black hole. | remember frying o wake up out of
my sleep, but | couldn't, and it scared me. | was Iving to open my eyes, but they wouldn't open. | tried to stay calm, for
gbout a minute, and as | did it seemed like my life came back into me and | was able o wake up, Just then the C.0,
knocked on my wall for Ramadan. As | got up out of bed the sweat was pouring down my face and the C.0. asked mea,
