ASSISTANT CHIEF CAMPBELL’'S REPORT

The 1994 International truck is still listed with B & P Apparatus for $5,500. The
Trustees agreed to list for one additional month with B & P for $5,500 or best offer.

The new ambulance will be delivered on January 12, 2018.
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Truck 92 (19-08) is at Chandler Services for a faulty head gasket. The faulty
head gasket caused pitting and damage to the cylinder head and engine block that will
need to be repaired for approximately $25,000.

Truck 92 has corrosion on the torque box and frame rails. The cost to descale
them and apply POR-15 3-step process is approximately $5000. A representative from
Global Emergency is scheduled to be at the February Trustee meeting to discuss the
corrosion on the frame rails and possible warranty. The Trustees would like these items
fixed as soon as possible to get the truck back in service.

Waterway tested and inspected all of our ground ladders and they all passed.

The Board reviewed the POC ride-along report for the month of December.

ASSISTANT CHIEF CIRELLI'S REPORT

Dispatching services were transferred from Lincoln-Way Dispatch to Laraway
Communications Center on December 18. The transfer went smooth, with no
interruption of service.

An open house/ribbon cutting ceremony of the Will County Public Safety
Complex will be held on January 16 at 11:00 AM.

It has been discovered that a couple businesses did not have their fire alarms
switched to radio; they are in the process of making the switch.

A/C Cirelli attended a meeting in Homer Glen where public safety and public
education was discussed.

The MFPD was a recipient of the Good Neighbor grant in the amount of $2,000
to be used for the purchase of portable radios.

The Trustees reviewed the December code enforcement reports and public
education surveys.

ASSISTANT CHIEF CAMPBELL'S REPORT

Pierce has been updating the MFPD weekly on the progress of the truck. The
frames are back together and the torque box has been completed. The expected
completion date is December 2018.

We have received a quote of $8,912.07 from Chandler Services to repair the
damage on Engine 92 (HME). This will be covered by insurance and will be repaired
once the truck is back from Pierce.

We have applied for a grant through Com Ed Air Care Plus program. This program
includes updating all thermostats, cleaning and checking the efficiency of the air
conditioners and determining if they qualify for early retirement. The report has not been
received to date.

Will County Well and Pump will need to service the well at Station 3 in order to
improve the water quality. The cost of this service is $2700 and is not a budgeted
expense. Robert Hennessy made a motion, seconded by Ken Lenz, to allow Will County
Well and Pump to service the well. Motion passed with all ayes.

The new extrication tools for Engine 93 have been received.
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Air One Equipment has inspected and tested the SCBA’s This is an annual
inspection and all have passed.

The Board reviewed the ride-along report for the month of September.

ASSISTANT CHIEF CIRELLI'S REPORT

There has not been a decision announced on a new Executive Director at Laraway
Dispatch. Efforts to formally dissolve Lincoln-Way Dispatch are underway and expected
to be completed in the next few months. There are some loose ends to be tied up by the
organization prior to dissolving.

A/C Cirelli recently attended the Homer Glen Public Services and Safety
committee meeting.

Chief Stephens, A/C Cirelli and A/C Campbell attended the ground breaking
ceremony for a new rehabilitation wing at Smith Crossing.

We currently have one employee out on a reported duty-related injury.

The Trustees reviewed the September code enforcement reports, public education
surveys and training calendar.

This ordinance also allows an Intergovernmental
Agreement to be passed for the ownership and maintaining of the radio system by
Mokena FPD, New Lenox FPD, East Joliet FPD, Manhattan FPD and Frankfort FPD.

2018-6, an ordinance approving an intergovernmental agreement by the Mokena Fire
Protection District. Motion passed with a roll call vote as follows: Ken Blank aye; Robert

REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF LINCOLN WAY FIRE DISPATCH AMENDMENTS

This ordinance also allows an
Intergovernmental Agreement to be passed to allow Mokena FPD to pay 25% of the
$330,000 IMRF unfunded liability and reserve balance of former Lincoln-Way Public
Safety Communications Center employees.

2018-7, an ordinance of the Mokena Fire Protection District to approve intergovemmental
agreement amending the intergovernmental agreement dissolving the Lincoln-Way
Public Safety Communications Center.

Zoll Medical will be out this month for the annual inspection on our cardiac
monitors.

Waterway was out to perform the annual testing and inspection on the ground
ladders. The ladders have all passed their inspections.

MFPD will be participating in the Mokena Christmas Fest that is scheduled for
Saturday, November 17t". In addition to the parade, we will also be participating in the
Community Photo on Front Street.

The Board reviewed the ride-along report for the month of October.

ASSISTANT CHIEF CIRELLI'S REPORT

Dissolution efforts for Lincoln-Way are underway. This process will take some
time. Laraway has hired a new director, who is expected to begin work on December
10,

Last Wednesday marked the four-year anniversary of the new CAD going live.
Another CAD upgrade (not as major) is anticipated to occur on December 11,

On the evening of October 13" the Wil County 9-1-1 computer network
experienced an external attack, causing disruption to mobile CAD clients, electronic
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patient care reports, fire station pre-alerts, and incident records. Services were not fully
restored until November 2". We are in the process of completing incident records from
the outage and verifying that old data has been restored. In response to the network
attack, we have updated our antivirus/malware defense software and are migrating to a
new email client.

A/C Cirelli recently attended the Homer Glen Public Services and Safety
committee meeting.

We currently have two employees out on reported duty-related injuries.

The Trustees reviewed the October code enforcement reports, public education
surveys and training calendar.

Efforts are underway for the implementation of the Brycer Compliance Engine, the
fire detection and suppression inspection tracking system. We anticipate to go live with
the system in January.

Throughout the month of October, Lt. Sickles and shift personnel visited each of
the educational institutions within our District to provide life safety education. Thank you
to all who helped throughout the fire prevention season, especially Lt. Sickles, the shift
personnel and Kathy for coordinating the schedules.

CHIEF'S REPORT

The FY2018 ambulance billing data was reviewed.

The Mokena Fire Protection District has been informed that one of it's members
will be on an extended sick leave due to an off-duty injury. The employee will be utilizing
his sick time on October 23, 2018 and will remain on sick leave for approximately three-
and-a-half (3 %2) months. In efforts to maintain the highest level of professional services
for the taxpayers of the MFPD and to remain within the financial constraints of our current
fiscal year budget, the MFPD requested a variance from the current agreement between
the Mokena Fire Protection District and the Mokena Professional Fire Fighters, |.A.F.F.
Local 4270 for the term June 1, 2017 through May 31, 2022. The variance letter was
rejected by Local 4270.

On November 1 Chief Stephens, Assistant Chief Cirelli and a representative from
Mokena Public School District 159 attended the Property Tax Board of Review hearing
for the Seventh Day Advent Church application for tax exemption. The purpose of our
attendance at this hearing was to oppose the property tax exemption.
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The 2018 District Awards are scheduled for Tuesday, December 11, 2018, prior to
the Trustee Meeting, at 6:00 p.m. at Station #1.

Due to the cutbacks on staff with the Marines for Toys for Tots, the Trustees have
agreed to collect toys during the holiday season for local organizations.

Chief Stephens informed the Trustees on a posting error that occurred at FNBC
Bank. FNBC Bank has corrected the error.

Attorney Tom Gilbert reviewed the Mokena Fire Protection District's current Sexual
Harassment Policy with the Board. This Policy was adopted by the Board at the January
9, 2018 Board of Trustee Meeting.

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HEALTH AND DENTAL INSURANCE RENEWAL

Blue Cross/Blue Shield Health Insurance renewal rate has a proposed increase of
7.2% and Principal Dental Insurance renewal has a proposed increase of 4.9%.

Ken Lenz made a motion, seconded by Craig Warning, to approve the renewal of
Blue Cross/Blue Shield Health Insurance and Principal Dental Insurance as presented.
Motion passed with a roll call vote as follows: Ken Blank aye; Ken Lenz aye; Craig

DESIGNATION OF PSEA HEALTH PLAN

The District needs to designate a health plan for an employee who may fall under
the Public Safety Employee Benefits Act (PSEBA). The Mokena Fire Protection District
would propose the same Blue Cross/Blue Shield Health Insurance along with the Principal
Dental Insurance that is in currently in place for our employees.

Cross/Blue Shield Health Insurance and Principal Dental Insurance for the Public Safety

Larry Polas from Global Emergencies was present to discuss the corrosion issue
with the Pierce truck (truck 92) torque box and frame rails. He explained that the
chemicals used to treat the ice and snow on the roads stick like glue to the
undercarriage of vehicles. This combined with the water based paint that is now being
used on vehicles is causing the corrosion. The truck came with a lifetime warranty on
the frame rail; however, the warranty does not cover corrosion. Larry will see if Pierce
would be willing to help with the cost of repairs. He suggested two options to treat the
corrosion: needling (de-scaling) versus sandblasting. After Larry left the meeting the
Trustees discussed the options further. The sandblasting is a 3-step process: primer,
epoxy and paint; however this is the more costly option at $84,840.00 due to the
removal of the torque box. A/C Campbell feels this price could increase greatly as other
parts will most likely be damaged in the process. The needling process (de-scaling and
applying POR-15) would be $5,000.00. A/C Campbell has also been in contact with
Chandler Services who would fix the rust at a cost of $9690.00. They would not remove
the torque box. The Trustees agreed to wait and see how much Pierce would be willing
to help with the cost of repairs; if less than 50%, they would like Chandler Services to
repair the rust.

The 1994 International was sold on January 14 for $4,000.00. Thank you to
Engineer Mike Dreger for posting this on social media.
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The new Freightliner ambulance was picked up from Alexis Fire on January 12.
It will be placed in service soon.

The engine repairs on the Pierce truck are scheduled to be completed by
Chandler Services by February 16.

The 2014 Freightliner ambulance was out of service for approximately one week
due to a check engine light.

Congratulations to the Orland Park FPD for becoming an accredited agency with
the Commission on Fire Accreditation International.

Silver Cross Hospital is in the beginning stages of implementing a Mobile
Integrated Healthcare (MIH) program for its service area. This is an emerging model of
healthcare that utilizes paramedics as part of the continuum of treatment for select
patient populations. Silver Cross has proposed utilizing the fire districts as partners in
providing the service. We have requested a fee structure, business agreement, and
policies/procedure/standing medical orders relating to the operation of the MiH program
in order for us to evaluate our ability to participate in the program.
