THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT: FAITH  
 
Faith: To believe, trust, or hope.  Faith is an attitude whereby a man abandons all reliance in his own efforts to obtain 
salvation.  It is complete trust in God, of reliance on Him alone for all that salvation means  Fidelity.  Faith is 
concerned with facts.  Holy faith must be profitable.  In the Book of James he tells us the devils believe “that there is 
one God”, but this faith does not profit them.  True faith has a firm foundation and that foundation is God.  It is not a 
passing phase, it is a continuing attitude.  Faith is continuous with a past act of belief.  (Bible Dictionary) faith 
manifests itself in being a trustworthy servant.

THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT: TEMPERANCE  
 
TEMPERANCE: Possessing power, strong, having mastery or possession of; self-control.  TEMPERANCE controls 
when self is out of control. Steady, balance. TEMPERANCE enables the saint of God to praise Him in discipline or 
testing, trials and the battles of life.  
  
In the Book of Nehemiah, the walls of Jerusalem were broken down and "a city, in ancient days, without walls, had lost 
its sense of identity and all its defenses. It was prey to every kind of enemy, natural, as well as human". (The Fruit of 
the Spirit; John w. Sanderson). A life that lacks self-control is similar to a city with broken down walls because it lacks 
defense and every conceivable evil seeks to enter in.  An uncontrolled body and an uncontrolled spirit is at risk for 
destruction and spiritual decay.  
  
How to cultivate the fruit of Temperance (Consider the athlete's self-discipline code): 1. Aim- run to win 2. Follow 
training rules - deny self of things that will hinder your winning. 3. Constant, sustained effort - have a well-defined goal: 
an intelligent manner of life and continue pressing toward the goal. 4. Remember, "You are not your own.  You are 
brought with a price" (I Corinthians 6:19,20) 5. Remember to call ever)' faculty' into obedience to Christ, to the glory of 
God. 6. Allow the Holy Spirit's leading in reminding you of who you are, who God is, where you came from, and where 
you are headed.  
  
How to Recognize Temperance   
Look for persons who: * have control over their bodies and do not indulge in harmful activities * have control over their 
spiritual life. * do not exhibit pride in less than godly goals * are not defenseless, but is fully dressed in the armor of 
God * is not angry, envious or covetous * shows spiritual growth and maturity  * has a passion to be Christ like.

EXALT! 
 
Invocation: Speak Lord so that we hear from heaven.  Speak 
through Your word, our teacher, and to each of us.  Center our 
thoughts on You.  During this lesson and in the week to follow, 
let the Holy Ghost energize our spirits for your purpose.  In 
Jesus’ Name, Amen. 
 
Declaration: Daniel 1:8-21 
 8

 But Daniel resolved that he would not defile himself with 
the royal rations of food and wine; so he asked the palace 
master to allow him not to defile himself.  

9 
Now God allowed 

Daniel to receive favor and compassion from the palace 
master.  

10
 The palace master said to Daniel, “I am afraid of 

my lord the king; he has appointed your food and drink.  If he 
should see you in poorer condition than the other young men 
of your own age, you would endanger my head with the king.”  
11

 Then Daniel asked the guard whom the palace master had 
appointed over Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah: 

12
 

“Please test your servant for ten days.  Let us be given 
vegetables to eat and water to drink.  

13
 You can then 

compare our appearance with the appearance of the young 
men who eat the royal rations, and deal with your servants 
according to what you observe.”  

14
 So he agreed to this 

proposal and tested them for ten days.  
15

 At the end of ten 
days it was observed that they appeared better and fatter than 
all the young men who had been eating the royal rations.  

16
 

So the guard continued to withdraw their royal rations and the 
wine they were to drink, and gave them vegetables.  

17
 To 

these four young men God gave knowledge and skill in every 
aspect of literature and wisdom; Daniel also had insight into all 
visions and dreams. 
 
 

18
 At the end of the time that the king had set for them to 

be brought in, the palace master brought them into the 
presence of Nebuchadnezzar, 

19
 and the king spoke with 

them.  And among them all, no one was found to compare 
with Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah; therefore they 
were stationed in the king’s court.  

20
 In every matter of 

wisdom and understanding concerning which the king inquired 

of them, he found them ten times better than all the magicians 
and enchanters in his whole kingdom.  

21
 And Daniel 

continued there until the first year of King Cyrus. 
 
Affirmation: I will always trust in the Lord and keep the faith! 
 
 
ENGAGE 
 Today we begin Unit II, “A Living Faith in God, “ which has 
four lessons exploring faith in action from the Book of Daniel.  
These lessons provide models for ways to actively engage in 
behaviors that demonstrate sincerity, obedience, boldness, 
and strength of faith. 
 
 What has been your experience with selections of foods 
and dietary practices?  Do you follow healthy choices of food 
consumption?  If so, what is the basis of your selection and 
practice?  Did you come to such practice at an early or late 
stage in your life?  Are you a vegetarian?  Are you a vegan?  
What is the value of being either of these?  What do you 
consider to be the relationship between religion and dietary 
practice? 
 
 People find themselves confronted by contradictory 
requirements from differ sources of authority.  How do we 
resolve such conflicts?  Daniel’s active faith, combined with 
tact, helped him resolve his conflict and remain obedient to 
God in terms of dietary requirements. 
 
 Can you identify situations you have faced that called for 
the exercise of faith as Daniel and his companions exercised 
theirs?  Do you know of anyone who has displayed such faith 
as Daniel when confronted with contradictory directives from 
different sources of authority? 
 
 
EDUCATE 
 This passage implicitly presents readers with a contest 
between the God of Israel and the gods of a foreign power (cf. 
Kings 18).  The author demonstrates that the God of Israel is 
active and all-powerful, even in Babylon.  The question at the 
heart of this passage-Can a person remain true to his or her 
faith in a hostile or secular environment? -would have been 
particularly relevant for Jewish people who had been 
scattered.  Daniel’s sctive faith combined with tact helped him 
resolve his conflict and remain obedient to God in terms of 
dietary requirements.  He and his friends’ choice to maintain 
dietary purity illustrates their wisdom.

Epiphany 
Epiphany or The Season After Epiphany (4-9 Sunday, 
January 6 – February 13) is a time for remembering the various 
times and ways Jesus was revealed to humans, particularly to 
the Gentiles (non-Jews) through the Magi (Wise Men) who 
represented other nationalities.  It is a reminder of the 
universality of Jesus, the Savior of persons in every land. 
 
The first Sunday after Epiphany Day is known as Baptism of the 
Lord referring to Matthew 3:13-17, Mark 1:9-11, Luke 3:21-22, 
and John 1:29-34.  This is an excellent time for baptism and 

renewal of the baptismal covenant.  Appropriate symbols are 
water, the baptismal shell or font, a descending dove, and a 
cross standing in water.  The emphasis for the remainder of the 
season is on the beginning of Jesus ministry, the miracles 
performed, and Jesus’ works and teachings. 
 
Color: Green is the liturgical color for Kingdomtide.  Green is 
symbolic of the freshness of nature, hope, life, and growth.  It is 
used during The Season After Epiphany and Kingdomtide. 

Lent 
 
Lent is the period of time to reflect on the events that led Jesus to Calvary (February 13 - March 31).  It begins with Ash 
Wednesday (February 14) and covers a period of forty days (excluding Sundays) culminating with Holy Week (March 25-31),
(including Passion/Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday).  For some persons, Lent is a time of 
fasting, sacrifice, and preparation.   
 
Color: Purple is the appropriate color for Lent symbolizing royalty and penitence. 
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Black History Month 
Excerpts from About.com 
 
Black History Month is a month set aside to learn, honor, and 
celebrate the achievements of black men and women 
throughout history. Since its inception, Black History Month has 
always been celebrated in February. Find out how Black History 
Month originated, why February was chosen, and what the 
annual theme for Black History Month is for this year. 
 
Origins of Black History Month 
The origins of Black History Month can be traced back to a man 
named Carter G. Woodson (1875-1950). Woodson, the son of 
former slaves, was an amazing man in his own right. Since his 
family was too poor to send him to school as a child, he taught 
himself the basics of a school education. At age 20, Woodson 
was finally able to attend high school, which he completed in 
just two years. 
 
He then went on to earn a bachelor's and master's degree from 
the University of Chicago. In 1912, Woodson became only the 
second African American to earn a doctorate from Harvard 
University (W.E.B. Du Bois was the first). Woodson used his 
hard-earned education to teach. He taught both in public 
schools and at Howard University. 
 
Three years after earning his doctorate, Woodson made a trip 
that had a great impact on him. In 1915, he traveled to Chicago 
to participate in a three-week celebration of the 50th 
anniversary of the end of slavery. The excitement and 
enthusiasm generated by the events inspired Woodson to 
continue the study of black history year-round. Before leaving 
Chicago, Woodson and four others created the Association for 
the Study of Negro Life and History (ASNLH) on September 9, 
1915. 

 
The following year, the ASNLH began publication of the Journal 
of Negro History.  Woodson realized that most textbooks at the 
time ignored the history and achievements of blacks. Thus, in 
addition to the journal, he wanted to find a way to encourage 
interest and study of black history. In 1926, Woodson promoted 
the idea of a "Negro History Week," which was to be held 
during the second week of February. The idea caught on 
quickly and Negro History Week was soon celebrated around 
the United States. With a high demand for study materials, the 
ASNLH began to produce pictures, posters, and lesson plans to 
help teachers bring Negro History Week into schools. 
 
In 1937, the ASNLH also began producing the Negro History 
Bulletin, which focused on an annual theme for Negro History 
Week. 
In 1976, the 50th anniversary of the beginning of Negro History 
Week and the bicentennial of the United States' independence, 
lack History Week was expanded to Black History Month. Ever 
since then, Black History Month has been celebrated in 
February around the country. 
 
When Is Black History Month? 
Woodson chose the second week of February to celebrate 
Negro History Week because that week included the birthdays 
of two important men: President Abraham Lincoln (February 12) 
and Frederick Douglass (February 14). When Negro History 
Week turned into Black History Month in 1976, the celebrations 
during the second week of February expanded to the entire 
month of February.

They balance the 
stresses of ministry while they are researching and writing the 
sermons, managing the affairs of the church, going to countless 
meetings and counseling others significant problems.  They 
wear many hats as the pastor, priest, counselor, preacher, 
teacher, manager, organizer, visionary, administrator and 
janitor all rolled into one with little to no free time.  As well as 
dealing with the stresses of modern life with their family all 
under personal attack and usually doing life with a lower salary 
and an ungrateful congregation who expects them to be 
perfect.  They need your help, they need your prayer!  When 
we commit ourselves to pray for our pastors and church 
leaders, we will have no need to bicker, gossip, slander, 
withdraw, place blame, or seek to usurp our will as God’s 
(Romans 8:28, 8:33-34, 37-39).  For our confidence in the fact 
Christ is our Sovereign Shepherd and He is in complete control 
of our church and staff, we are in His Hands and all will work 
out.  Our pastors and leaders are here to serve, but they need 
our prayers and support to make this work!  When we pray and 
come together tighter, we will have no need to fear or stress or 
remain in our hurts.  We can come together triumphantly as a 
caring, loving community powerfully for His glory impacting our 
community (Isaiah 6:1-12; Galatians 5:22-23; 1 Peter 3:12)! 
 
 Praying for your church is like filling a balloon with helium, 
the more it is filled, the more it will soar and not sore!  For us to 
grow not just numerically, but in what is much more important, 
spiritually and in community to one another, requires our 
discipline and passion to pursue Christ more and ourselves 
less.  We have to grow in Christ in a cherished, intimate 
growing relationship with Him as LORD overall and LORD over 
us.  We are called to become purpose driven with His purpose 
at our helm of leadership and lives so that our trust and 
intimacy is rooted in Him and not in our personal ideas or 
distractions (1 Chronicles 16:11; John 3:30; Ephesians 6:16; 
Colossians 2:6-8). 
 
 Use this prayer guide to pray daily for your church.  Take 
one point each day of every month, and as you grow more in 
your discipline of prayer, double up by taking two or more. 
 
 First, praise God and thank Him for His blessings and 
goodness in all He has bestowed, even if you do not feel or see 
them.  Remember your walk with Christ is all about Him 
working in and through us so your faith and love flourishes! 
 

Prayer Guide 
 
Day 1 Pray that we realize that our inheritance and hope as 

a church family is in God’s incomparable and 
incredible great power which is available to us 
(Galatians 1:12; Ephesians 1:18-19; Philippians 
3:10). 

 
Day 2 Pray that our Church, Leadership and Pastoral Staff 

becomes more surrendered and poured out to Christ, 
so they can have spiritual breakthroughs by seeking 
the fear of God and the mind of Christ and the Spirit’s 
leading (1 Corinthians 2:16; Galatians 2:20-21). 

 
Day 3 Pray that your Church and Pastor have and continue 

to take hold a growing, consistent walk with Christ 
with a devotional life and prayer that is steadfast.  
Pray that they realize and allow Christ to work and 
use them as they grow closer in their faith, spiritual 

formation, maturity and love (Psalm 16:8-11; 
73:28;Romans 8:31; 2 Peter 1:5-7). 

 
Day 4 Pray that all of the leadership exhibit good Christian 

character and integrity with all of their relationships 
and dealings in like (Micah 6:8). 

 
Day 5 Pray that your Church leaders and Pastors families 

will be cared for and respected and receive good 
consideration, so they can to grow too, as they are 
usually misunderstood, under-appreciated, and 
ignored or overworked.  Pray that all the staff be 
committed to their families with authentic love and 
care, that they will be strong and learn in the midst of 
trials, their homes a refuge and haven of rest and not 
be condescending or withdrawing from their own 
families (Psalm 91:9-15; Philippians 4:19; 1 Peter 
2:23). 

 
Day 6 Pray for discernment in exposing any plans of the 

enemy against our Church or attacking our pastors 
and staff.  Ask Christ to protect us as we wage 
spiritual warfare against the enemy on behalf of our 
Church (Ephesians 6:11-12, 16; Colossians 2:6-8; 1 
Peter 3:12). 

 
Day 7 Pray for an increase of vitality, renewal and vision 

that is from God for the pastors and leaders 
personally and collectively so that the church can be 
galvanized then take a hold of, and then be 
revitalized as a caring committed community for His 
Kingdom and purpose Isaiah 61:3; Romans 12). 

 
Day 8 Pray for willingness and ability to authentically 

confess and repent of any wrong doing, false 
dependencies, misplaced ideas and loss of spiritual 
passion (Luke 13:1-3; Acts 2:38-39; Revelation 2:5-
6). 

 
Day 9 Pray that you and your church commits to follow the 

biblical mandate to support and encourage the 
leadership of the church (Ephesians 4:11-13; 1 
Timothy 5:17-18; 1 Peter 5:1-2). 

 
Day 10 Pray against gossip, negative criticism, false 

expectations, unhealthy burdens, strife and

Isaiah 61:3; Mark 11:22-24, 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; 
Ephesians 4:32-5:1; Philippians 4:19). 

 
Day 15 Pray that your church would receive God’s direction 

and vision.  That the congregation gets nourished 
from the substance of His Word and the needs of the 
congregation are met (Psalm 119:9-12; 
Matthew18:20). 

 
Day 16 Pray that our church becomes real authentic disciples 

of Christ who are learning, growing and making Fruit 
and in turn making more disciples (Proverbs 19:23; 
Malachi 3:11; Matthew 28:18-20; John15:16; 
Galatians 5:22-23). 

 
Day 17 Pray that the spirit and practice of Humility is utilized

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 Daniel 1:8-17: Daniel risked death by choosing to reject the 
king’s food and drink, but he determined to be true to God and 
obey the dietary requirements set out in God’s law.  (See 
Leviticus 11; 17:12; Deuteronomy 14:3-21.)  Daniel also knew 
that the royal diet would not be good for his health.  Instead of 
“choice food,” Daniel asked for pulse-plant foods such as grains, 
fruits, and vegetables--and instead of wine, he asked for plain 
water. 
 
 The ten-day test showed that Daniel and his friends were 
noticeably healthier than those who ate the king’s rich foods.  
Modern science has shown that the best diet for optimal health 
is a plant-based, high fiber, and low cholesterol diet.  People 
who choose these foods tend to live longer, have more energy, 
and be more mentally alert.  The key word is “defile,” which in 
Hebrew means just that, to “pollute, defile.”  Thus, for these 
young men, the issue was not just healthful living or a mere 
personal preference; it was a moral issue as well.  (See 
www.amazingdiscoveries.com, Daniel 1 commentary, accessed 
8/15/2017.) 
 
 Daniel 1:18-21.  the young men had great acceptance with 
the king.  After “three years” (Daniel 1:5) spent in their education 
(they being of some maturity, it is likely, when they came, 
perhaps about twenty years old), they were presented to the 
king with the rest that were of their standings (1:18).  The king 
examined them and “communed with them himself” (1:19).  He 
could do it, being a man of parts and learning himself, or else he 
would not have come to be so great.  He would also do it, for it 
is the wisdom of princes, in the choice of the persons they 
employ, to see with their own eyes, to exercise their own 
judgment, and not trust too much the representation by others. 
 
 The king examined them, not so much in the languages, in 
the rules of oratory or poetry, as “in all matters of wisdom and 
understanding,” the rules of prudence and true politics; and their 
judgment about the due conduct of human life and public affairs.  
It was not a question of “Were they wits?” but, “Were they 
wise?”  The king not only found them to excel the young 
candidates for preferment that were of their own standing, but 
found that they had “more understanding than the ancients, than 
all their teachers,”  Psalms 119:99, Psalms 119:100. 
 
 So far was the king from being partial to his own 
countrymen, to seniors, to those of his own religion and of an 
established reputation, that he freely owned that, upon trial, he 
found those poor young captive Jews ten times wiser and 
“better than all magicians that were in all his realm” (1:20).  He 
was soon aware of something extraordinary in these young 
men, which gave him a surprising satisfaction.  He believed that 
a little of their true divinity was preferable to a great deal of the 
divination he had been used to. (See Matthew Henry’s 
Commentary, “Daniel 1,” Internet, accessed 8/15/2017.) 
 
 
ELEVATE 
 Your faith claim will always require you to make choices, 
sometimes unpopular choices.  You may be inspired or 
discouraged depending on the choices you make.  People of 
faith seek to imitate the choice that Daniel and his companions 
made when their own convictions are challenged.  When faced 
with contradictory directives, would you be inspired to sick by 
your faith as did Daniel?  People of faith strive to choose God’s 
way, even when it is at odds with the expectations of society’s 
most powerful people.  This takes courage!  Have you 
developed such courage ? The lesson implies that prayer for 

guidance in such matters will enhance one’s faith to act in 
accordance with God’s wishes. 
 
1. Relate Daniel’s situation to circumstances believers face 

today.  Volunteer to share examples from your own life 
involving yourself or other friends, family, or acquaintances. 

 
2. Choose others to join with you in role-playing scenarios 

involving choosing the right path when different sources of 
authority offer contradictory directives.  Consider from the 
standpoint of being in a college classroom, on the job, in a 
sorority or fraternity, even with parents and other authority 
figures.  What situations can you dramatize where holding 
to one’s faith in the face of contradictory authority has come 
into play? 

 
3. Defying authority involves consequences , sometimes 

severe ones.  Are you willing to accept the consequences 
when you do so, based on your faith?  Explain how one may 
find the strength and endurance to do so. 

 
 
I THINK: 
1. Identify situations that call for the exercise of faith as Daniel 

and his companions exercised theirs.  You might consider, 
for example, being in a social group, such as a sorority or 
fraternity, whose practices might go against your beliefs and 
principles. 

 
2. Compare the pressures Daniel faced in Daniel 1 to those we 

face in our lives.  Discuss: How can those pressures distort 
our decision-making process?  How can we avoid such 
distortion? 

 
3. Identify the feelings and motivations that might have been at 

play among the various characters in Daniel. 
 
4. What might have been behind the king’s orders?  What was 

Ashpenaz of?  Why do you think he agreed to Daniel’s 
request?  How might Daniel and his companions have been 
feeling at various points in this account? 

 
5. Discuss how Daniel and his companions made their 
decision in Daniel 1.  How does Daniel display tact while 
remaining true to his principles?  What can we learn from these 
men’s example?

1. Helps Christians become more sensitive to the Holy Spirit;

9. Fosters personal discipline;  
10. Focuses you on the source, God, the Supply, and Supplier 
of your benefits and  blessings;  
11. Demonstrates (to yourself) an act of scriptural obedience  
  
C. Who should fast? 
Prayerfully, each member will participate in the Church Family 
Fast. Please consult your physician about your fasting if you: 
1. Are on prescribe medication;  
2. Pregnant;  
3. You are under a doctor’s care;  
4. You have experienced illness on a previous fast;  
5. Or you do not normally eat anyway. 
  
Your physician’s order take precedence over this fast!   Follow 
your physicians orders!!! 
        
D. What are we praying about during the fast? 
Prayer Petitions: 
· Spiritual growth (healing and wholeness) 
· Physical Healing & Prosperity blessings  
· Numerical church growth (souls for the kingdom) 
· Financial growth (tithes & offerings) 
  
E. Two  types of  fasting Proclaimed & Personal 
1. Proclaimed fast 
 1 Chronicles 20. Jehoshaphat proclaimed a fast in fear of  an 
attack on Judah. 
  
A proclaimed fast will put you in position to hear from God to 
receive guidance for a specific situation. 
  
2. Personal fast 
Is not conspicuous. Purpose of fasting is to shut-off the 
influence of our flesh in order to be in tune with the Spirit. 
  
Fasting helps us to receive from God - but does not necessary 
push God to action - for the problem is not with God - the 
problem is with us.

10 Practical Guidelines on Fasting 

By Charles Ng of Singapore 
  
1.  Enter into fasting with a positive faith.  If you are determined 
to seek God diligently by fasting, you have a Scriptural right to 
expect that God will reward you.  In Matthew 6:18, Jesus 
promises to every believer who fasts correctly: “your father who 
sees what is done in secret will reward you.” 
  
2. Do not wait for an emergency to drive you to fast.  It is better 
to begin fasting when you are spiritually up than down.  The law 
of progress in God’s Kingdom is from “strength to strength” (Ps. 
84:7), “from faith to faith” (Rom. 1:17), and from “glory to 
glory” (2Cor. 3:18). 
  
3.  Do not set for yourself too long a period of fasting.  If you 
are fasting for the first time, begin by omitting one or two meals.  
Then, move on to longer periods such as a day or two.  It is 
better to begin with a short period and achieving it than to do a 
long period of fasting and not achieving it. 
  
4.  During your period of fasting, feed on God’s Word, the 
Bible.  Where possible, read a portion of Scripture before each 
period of prayer.  The Psalms are especially helpful. 
  
5.  Avoid boastfulness—apart from special periods of prayer, 

your life should be as normal as possible. 
  
6.  Check on your motives each time you fast.  Take time to 
read Isaiah 58. 
  
7.  If you are on regular medication or suffer from diabetes or 

TB, it is wise to obtain medical advice before entering into 
any fast. 

  
8.  As you enter fast, you might suffer discomfort, unpleasant 
physical symptoms such as dizziness or nausea.  Do not be 
deterred.  Go through with the fast as planned.  After the first 
day or two, these unpleasant physical reactions usually subside. 
  
10.  Remember that hunger is purely a matter of habit.  If you 
hold out, the sensation of hunger will go away.  Sometimes you 
can fool your stomach by drinking a glass of water instead of 
snacking. 
  
10.  Guard against constipation.  Before and after fasting, 
choose meals that will help you in this respect such as fresh 
fruits, fruit juices, dried figs, prunes, apricots, or oatmeal. 
  
Total Fast: Abstaining from solid foods for 24 hours.  Taking 
only water. 
  
Partial fast: Abstaining from solid foods for an extended part of 
the day, e.g. from 7:00 am until 7:00 PM. Taking only water. 
  
1 Meal Fast: Sacrificing one full meal a day, eg. Abstaining 
from lunch. 
  
Daniel Fast: Abstaining from meals and other delicacies.  
Taking only small portions of fresh vegetables, fruit and juices.

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The Daniel Fast:  

  
1. The Daniel Fast involves a spiritual commitment to God. 
"Daniel proposed in his heart that he would not defile himself 
with the portion of the Kings delicacies, nor with the wine which 
he drank." (Daniel 1: 8) 

  
2. Faith is foundational to the Daniel Fast. 
"Then I set my face toward my God to make request by prayer 
and supplications, with fasting" ( Daniel. 9:30 "However, this 
kind does not go out except by prayer and fasting" (Matthew 17: 
21) 
  
3. Fast and yield yourself to God as a servant. 
Daniel said, "as you see fit, deal with your servants" (Daniel 
1:13) 
  
4. Schedule your prayer / And end with thanksgiving 
Daniel "kneeled upon his knees three times a day, and prayed, 
and gave thanks" (Daniel 6: 10) 
  
5. Begin with confession, (repentance), dedication, and prayer 
"Search me, O God, and know my heart; Try me, and know my 
anxieties; And see if there is any wicked way in me, And lead 
me in the way of everlasting" (Psalm 39: 23-24) 
  
Remember: The Daniel Fast will lead to spiritual insight. "... 
to these young men God gave knowledge" (Daniel 1: 17) 
  
  
Praying and fasting for Gods Divine Plan for Greater 
Works in the kingdom - salvation. healing, deliverance, 
and prosperity.

 Our body is designed to heal itself. When a disease 
enters our body from bad dietary habits or from the outside. 
our bodies begin to fight it. Doctors. surgery, or medicines 
are most often designed to remove the source of the 
problem, but the healing is done by the body itself. Many 
common diseases are easily prevented with basic good 
nutrition and exercise habits. 
  
STEP ONE: BE SPECIFIC 
 Daniel was not vague in his objection to the Babylonian 
diet. He defined the problem immediately. 
  
1. The king's food was against dietary laws. 
  
2. Daniel and his friends had vowed against wine. 
  
3. The king's food had been offered up to idols/demons. 
  
STEP TWO: FAST AS A SPIRITUAL COMMITMENT 
 The Daniel Fast involves a spiritual commitment to God. 
"Daniel proposed in his heart that lie \Mould not defile 
himself' (Dan. 1:8). 
  
STEP THREE: REFLECT INNER DESIRE BY OUTER 

DISCIPLINE 
 Many people have an inner desire for better health, but 
they can't discipline themselves to avoid junk food, and other 
foods that were not good for health. The physical health you 
seek from God may be more than an answer to prayer. Your 
physical health may be linked to any of the following factors: 
  
a. Your food choices. 
  
b. The level of your spiritual commitment as reflected in 
constant prayer during the fast.  
  
c. Your time commitment. If you determine to fast for a 
certain time, keep it. For example. if you determine to fast 10 
days. don't stop on Day 9. 
  
d. Your testimony commitment. Your fast is a statement of 
faith to God that you want Him to heal your body.

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 What ever happen to the birth of the Saviour?  Should it 
even be mentioned?  Was it a significant event?  Has it been a 
giant mistake that our calendars mark His birth as the starting 
point, and that His birth divides all of this world’s history into 
B.C. (before Christ) and A.D. (anno Domni, in the year of the 
Lord)? 
 
 In the past we were concerned about the secularization of 
the Christmas holiday and we urged people to keep Christ in 
Christmas.  Now it seems we have even lost Christmas!  Look 
at the decorations people put up on their lawns: blown up snow-
men, beautifully lighted reindeer, Santa Claus in all kinds of 
shapes and sizes, etc.  Would children understand the true 
meaning of Christmas if their knowledge of this day came only 
from observing the holiday decorations and all the Santa para-
phernalia? 
 
 We observe a holiday at the beginning of every year and 
people are not ashamed of it.  They say, “Happy New Year!”  
They don’t say, “Happy Holiday!”  They understand exactly what 
the holiday is all about and they have no problem celebrating 
the coming of a new year.  Why are we embarrassed to cele-
brate the coming of the Saviour into the world?  “This is a faith-
ful saying and worthy of all acceptation that Christ Jesus came 
into the world to save sinners” (1 Timothy 1:15). 
 
 One might object: “If we make too much of Christmas we 
might offend our Jewish friends and we might offend the Mus-
lims and we might offend the atheists.”  When our Jewish 
friends celebrate Hanukkah, for example, they are celebrating 
their deliverance from a brutal tyrant, King Antiochus 
Epiphanes, in 164 B.C.  They have every right to celebrate this 
remarkable event and the courage of Judas Maccabeus and 
other heroes of that day.  Indeed, most of the Jewish holy days 
(Passover, Day of Atonement, etc.) have their basis in the Bible 
and are highly instructive. 
 
 Muslims observe their holy days and are neither ashamed 
of them nor embarrassed by them.  In our country they have a 
right to do so, and that right should be respected (even though 
in nearly all Muslim countries religious freedom is unheard of 
and such rights are rarely if ever given to Christians).  Do not 
Christians have a right to celebrate the birth of the Saviour, the 
time when God became a man?  Or should we only do so se-
cretly, behind closed doors without anyone finding out what it is 
or Who it is we are celebrating? 
 
 Atheists don’t have any holidays to celebrate their unbelief.  
There is little motivation to hold festivities in honor of a world 
view in which man finds himself in the middle of a meaningless 
universe which originated by blind chance, and where there is 
no hope or future destiny beyond the grave. 
 
 Should we give up Christmas and abandon it as a holy 
day?  After all, no one wants to mention it anymore, and it 
seems to have evolved into a meaningless, festive, gift-giving 
occasion apart from any spiritual significance. 
 
 If the God of the entire universe, the Maker of heaven and 
earth, decided to pay a visit to this earth, then that event is high-
ly significant and worthy of at least a yearly remembrance and 
thankful celebration!  “And we have seen and do testify that the 
Father sent the Son to be Saviour of the world” (1 John 4:14). 
 

 Here is the Christmas story according to John, a man who 
knew Jesus Christ very well: “In the beginning was the Word, 
and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  The same 
was in the beginning with God.  All things were made by Him; 
and without Him was not any thing made that was made….And 
the Word was made [became] flesh and dwelt among us” (John 
1:1-3, 14). 
 
 John also makes very clear the reason God came to earth 
as a man.  He came on a saving mission: “For God so loved the 
world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever be-
lieveth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.  For 
God sent not His Son into the world to condemn the world; but 
that the world through Him might be saved” (John 3:16-17). 
 
 Why did God have to become a man?  In order to save sin-
ful men, someone holy and sinless would have to die for them.  
But there is no one holy except God, and God cannot die.  
Therefore God would have to become a man in order to be able 
to save mankind.  This was made possible through the miracle 
of the virgin birth.  Although God could not die, the God-man 
(the Lord Jesus Christ) could die and did die for our sins: “All we 
like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his 
own way; and the LORD hath laid on Him [the Messiah] the in-
iquity of us all” (Isaiah 53:6).  “But God commendeth His love 
toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for 
us” (Romans 5:8). 
 
 On that first Christmas night, the angel announced the good 
news which summarizes the true meaning of Christmas: “And 
the angel said unto them, fear not: for, behold, I bring you good 
tiding of great joy, which shall be to all people.  For unto you is 
born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the 
Lord” (Luke 2:10-11). 
 
 God has good news for all men!  The Saviour has been 
born!  He died as the sinner’s Substitute and He rose again to 
provide eternal life for all who believe in Him.  Do you know Him 
as your personal Saviour?  “But as many as received Him, to 
them gave He power to become the sons of God, even to them 
that believe on His name” (John 1:12).  Have you realized your 
condition as a needy sinner and come to Him, the only Saviour?  
Jesus said, “Him that cometh to Me I will in no wise cast 
out” (John 6:37).  --George Zeller

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of. Put it on the list. No, not YOUR list. Put it on MY to-do-list. 
Let ME be the one to take care of the problem. I can't help you 
until you turn it over to Me. And although My to-do-list is long, I 
am after all ... God. I can take care of anything you put into My 
hands. In fact, if the truth were ever really known, I take care of 
a lot of things for you that you never even realize. 
 
3. TRUST ME 
Once you've given your burdens to Me, quit trying to take them 
back. Trust in Me. Have the faith that I will take care of all your 
needs, your problems and your trials. Problems with the kids? 
Put them on My list. Problem with finances? Put it in My list. 
Problems with your emotional roller coaster? 
For My sake, put it on My list. I want to help you. All you have to 
do is ask. 
 
4. LEAVE IT ALONE 
Don't wake up one morning and say, "Well, I'm feeling much 
stronger now, I think I can handle it from here." Why do you 
think you are feeling stronger now? It's simple. You gave Me 
your burdens and I'm taking care of them. I also renew your 
strength and cover you in my peace. Don't you know that if I 
give you these problems back, you will be right back where you 
started? Leave them with Me and forget about them. Just let 
Me do my job. 
 
5. TALK TO ME 
I want you to forget a lot of things. Forget what was making you 
crazy. Forget the worry and the fretting because you know I'm 
in control. But there's one thing I pray you never forget. Please, 
don't forget to talk to Me - OFTEN! I love YOU! I want to hear 
your voice. I want you to include Me in on the things going on in 
your life. I want to hear you talk about your friends and family. 
Prayer is simply you having a conversation with Me. I want to 
be your dearest friend. 
 
6. HAVE FAITH 
I see a lot of things from up here that you can't see from where 
you are. Have faith in Me that I know what I'm doing. Trust Me; 
you wouldn't want the view from My eyes. I will continue to care 
for you, watch over you, and meet your needs. You only have 
to trust Me. Although I have a much bigger task than you, it 
seems as if you have so much trouble just doing your simple 
part. How hard can trust be? 

 
7. SHARE 
You were taught to share when you were only two years old. 
When did you forget? That rule still applies. Share with those 
who are less fortunate than you. Share your joy with those who 
need encouragement. Share your laughter with those who 
haven't heard any in such a long time. Share your tears with 
those who have forgotten how to cry. Share your faith with 
those who have none. 
 
8. BE PATIENT 
I managed to fix it so in just one lifetime you could have so 
many diverse experiences. You grow from a child to an adult, 
have children, change jobs many times, learn many trades, 
travel to so many places, meet thousands of people, and 
experience so much. How can you be so impatient then when it 
takes Me a little longer than you expect to handle something on 
My to-do-list? Trust in My timing, for My timing is perfect. Just 
because I created the entire universe in only six days, everyone 
thinks I should always rush, rush, rush. 
 
9. BE KIND 
Be kind to others, for I love them just as much as I love you. 
They may not dress like you, or talk like you, or live the same 
way you do, but I still love you all. Please try to get along, for 
My sake. I created each of you different in some way. It would 
be too boring if you were all identical. Please, know I love each 
of your differences. 
 
10. LOVE YOURSELF As much as I love me for one reason of 
Love. Love Me. heart ache when I are very precious 
you, how can you not love yourself? You were only ... to be 
loved, and to love in return. Love your neighbors. But also love 
yourself. see you so angry with yourself when things go to me. 
Don't ever forget that!
