Tuesday, Sept 27

Inside the Arts will start our season of autumn activities with an in-depth tour of the UCF College of Medicine at 6850 Lake
Nona Blvd. in Orlando on Tuesday, September 27, 2011. Members and guests are welcome to attend. Deadline to sign up is
Tuesday, September 20, 2011. Please assemble in the Atrium of the Medical Education Building (the half-circle-shaped build-
ing with the clock tower) at 9:45 a.m. after entering through the front center doors. The tour will depart promptly at 10 a.m.

Join us for an insider's look at how the UCF College of Medicine is transforming the education of physicians. Depending on
availability, tour highlights will include the college's auditorium, medical library, anatomy lab and clinical skills facilities. In addi-
tion, we will discuss what it means to be a medical student today, explore plans for the development of the Medical City at
Lake Nona, and examine the College of Medicine's impact on medical education across the country.

Parking: Free nearby parking in Lot P3 (not labeled) is available for all tour participants. However a parking pass is needed.
