Sunday Reflection: Twenty-fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time Readings for Next Sunday,

Who is Jesus for you - and what difference does he make in your life? Many in Israel ~ September 22,2024
recognized Jesus as a mighty man of God, even comparing him with the greatest of the Wisdom 2:12-20

prophets. Peter, always quick to respond whenever Jesus spoke, professed that Jesus was James 3:16-4:3

truly the "Christ of God" - "the Son of the living God". No mortal being could have revealed Maltikia:30:27

this to Peter, but only God. Through the "eyes of faith" Peter discovered who Jesus truly

was. Peter recognized that Jesus was much more than a great teacher, prophet, and miracle worker. Peter was the first
apostle to publicly declare that Jesus was the Anointed One, consecrated by the Father and sent into the world to
redeem a fallen human race enslaved to sin and cut off from eternal life with God. The word for “Christ" in Greek is a
translation of the Hebrew word for "Messiah" - both words literally mean the Anointed One.

Jesus told his disciples that it was necessary for the Messiah to suffer and die in order that God's work of redemption
might be accomplished. How startled the disciples were when they heard this word. How different are God's thoughts
and ways from our thoughts and ways! It was through humiliation, suffering, and death on the cross that Jesus broke the
powers of sin and death and won for us eternal life and freedom from the slavery of sin and from the oppression of our
enemy, Satan. If we want to share in the victory of the Lord Jesus, then we must also take up our cross and follow where
he leads us. What is the "cross" that you and | must take up each day? When my will crosses with God's will, then His will
must be done. The Holy Spirit gives us faith to know the Lord Jesus personally as our Redeemer, and the power to live
the Gospel faithfully, and the courage to witness to others the joy, truth, and freedom of the Gospel. Who do you say
that Jesus is?

Saintof the Week... St. Matthew the Apostte

Saint Matthew is the first-century tax collector turned apostle who chronicled the life and ministry of
Christ in his Gospel. Although relatively little is known about the life of St. Matthew, the account he
wrote of Christ's ministry — traditionally considered to be the first of the four Gospels - is of
immeasurable value, particularly in its verification of Jesus as the Messiah.

The Gospel accounts of Mark and Luke, like Matthew's own, describe the encounter between Jesus
and Matthew under the surprising circumstances of Matthew's tax-collecting duties. Jewish
publicans, who collected taxes on behalf of the Roman rulers of first-century Judea, were objects of
scorn and even hatred among their own communities, since they worked on behalf of the occupying
power and often earned their living by collecting more than the state's due. R A5

Jesus most likely first encountered Matthew near the house of Peter, in Capernaum near the Sea of Feast Day: Sept. 21
Galilee. The meeting of the two was dramatic, as Matthew's third-person account in his Gospel

captured: “As Jesus passed on, he saw a man named Matthew sitting at the customs post. He said to him, 'Follow me'.
And he got up and followed him.”

St. Matthew is thought to have died near present day Egypt as a martyr while preaching the Gospel. He is the patron
saint of bankers.
