TRIPs and related protocols through the establishment and development of the patent
compulsory licensing system, to promote international transfer of environmentally sound
technology, has been widely discussed theorists and practitioners. TRIPs has authorized
compulsory licensing and some flexibility may be required by the terms of strict conditions
to become a member of compulsory licensing of environmentally sound technology
basis. Meanwhile, in the implementation process there are insufficient funds, is difficult to
balance the interests of other obstacles. China should actively participate in the
negotiations, advocated amendments to some provisions, and advocated the development
of a comprehensive regulation of environmentally sound technology transfer agreement
when conditions are ripe.
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
