Heartstrings and Purse Strings 

Some church members prefer their pastors did not preach 
on giving and stewardship, but let’s look at that.  Consider 

that 2,350 Bible verses relate to stewardship.  Jesus taught 

a lot about money and stewardship - in fact, one third of 
His teachings were on those topics.   

 
Perhaps we do not want to be reminded that when God’s 

people avoid the tithe, God considers it robbery (Malachi 

3:8).  Perhaps we forget that Jesus affirmed tithing should 
not be neglected (Matthew 23:23). 

 
Bringing our tithes and offerings to church is an act of 

worship because it honors God.  If we bring nothing, what 

are we truly saying to God?  If we give money grudgingly, 
or only because we’re forced to do so, we’ve missed some-

thing, because 2 Corinthians 9:7 specifically instructs 

believers not to give grudgingly or under compulsion, “for 
God loves a cheerful giver.” 

 
In Corinthians, Paul did not order church members to give.  

Rather, he wrote that when Christians are considering how 

much to give, they should think of what Jesus did for them; 
how He gave up the riches of Heaven for death on a cross 

for us (2 Corinthians 8:8-9).  If we gave proportionately in 

relation to that, how much would we give? 
 

Paul told the Corinthians that their giving was a test of the 

sincerity of their love.  Bottom line?  As Christians, we 
must make sure our heartstrings stay very much entangled 

with our purse strings!

Open Road Community Church, Youngsville, NC 

 

Open Road Community Church launched Dec. 6, 2009, in 

Youngsville with a vision that it would “reach un-churched 
people with the Gospel of Jesus Christ,” “from the crack 

house to the penthouse…” 

 
Led by Pastor Lee Jefferys, the church quickly outgrew the 

small house it started in and moved to a larger building in 

nearby Franklinton.  After two years, the church was again 
seeking a larger building to handle its growing member-

ship. 

 
Open Road established the Franklin County Mission as 

members provided food and shelter to the homeless in 

Franklin County.  The church has also started a growing 
ministry to Hispanics. 

 

At the time of this article, members were seeking a perma-
nent location for the church.  Pray for the funding, the city, 

county, state officials, other churches, business and com-

mitted disciples that will help pave the way for this much 
needed resource in Franklin County.
