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Reminders
· It is your responsibility to read and understand all of the rules and regulations associated with participation in the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show.

· Entries must be complete with all required forms, information and signatures to participate.
· The Flagler County Fair & Youth Show strives to provide our exhibitors with a variety of opportunities to develop into responsible adults.  We reserve the right to make final decisions based on the best interests of our participants and the fair.
Exhibitor Requirements
2018 Flagler County Fair & Youth Show

These rules pertain to all Livestock divisions
1. Exhibitor must be a resident of Flagler County or attend a Flagler County School AND be a member of an appropriate Flagler County 4H Club or FFA Chapter. Exhibitor must meet minimum membership requirements of the respective club/chapter as accepted by the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show. (See attached 4H requirements)
2. ALL exhibitors are required to wear approved 4-H and FFA attire when showing and selling animals. Exhibitor will NOT be allowed to show or sell their animal if they are not properly attired. See guidelines in rules packet.
3.  “2 HOURS OF SERVICE RULE”- ALL exhibitors must complete 2 HOURS of service towards the Fair. The hours must be completed by Sunday April 3, 2018 If the hours are NOT completed the exhibitor will not be allowed to show or sell at the fair. The EXHIBITOR will be RESPONSIBLE for making sure the RECORD OF INDIVIDUAL EXHIBITOR SERVICE HOURS form is filled out completely and accurately. The EXHIBITOR will be responsible for obtaining signatures from the Livestock Committee person present at designated clinics, workshops and workdays. The MANDATORY MEETING does NOT count towards these hours. 
*This form MUST be presented to the Fair Board on Monday April 2, 2018 during fair check-in of the Dorothy Wright Bullard Requirements.
In order to help you complete these required hours, several workshops and clinics may be held. Workdays will be held. The dates of these events will be announced later. The purpose of the 2 HOURS of service rule – is to share some of the responsibilities associated with holding a fair with the youth that we hold this fair for. (NOTE: These hours do not count toward 4-H community service hours or projects.)    

4. EXHIBITOR EDUCATIONAL CONFERENCE: There will be a MANDATORY MEETING held this year on  Thursday, January 11, 2018 at 6:00- 8:00  P.M., at the Cattleman’s Hall PARENT(s) and/or GUARDIAN(s) MUST attend this meeting along with the exhibitor. If the Parent and/or guardian and exhibitor do not attend this meeting, the exhibitor will NOT be able to show or sell an animal at the fair. This meeting does NOT count towards the 2 HOURS of service.(Cloverbuds required to attend) 
5. EXHIBITOR ATTIRE.  Exhibitors will be REQUIRED to show and sell in appropriate 4H or FFA clothing. Exhibitors will NOT be allowed in the ring if not appropriately dressed.  The guidelines are included in the rules, for any additional questions see your 4H Agent or FFA Advisor. TENNIS SHOES ARE NOT PERMITTED.
6. PEN CLEANING: Each EXHIBITOR is responsible for maintaining a clean and attractive pen at all times. At the close of the fair, each exhibitor is responsible for the cleaning of his or her pen. The pen should be left in the same manner as it was found at the start of the Fair. There will be a $50.00 fee DEDUCTED from monies due to the exhibitor if the pen is NOT cleaned by 6 P.M. on Sunday, April 15th, 2018 Your pen must meet the approval of the Livestock Committee, or any member thereof. Please see Pen Cleaning Guidelines on page 12 for specific.rules.
7. RECORD BOOKS DEADLINE – 5 P.M. on Monday April 23. Record books must be completed, signed and turned in to the Extension Service office by the deadline. If the record book is not COMPLETED and TURNED IN by this deadline, date and time, the exhibitor will not be eligible for record book awards.  You must score a minimum of a Blue Ribbon to receive awards. 
8. The exhibitor and his or her guardian(s) agree to forfeit and relinquish any and all monies generated from the sale of the exhibitor’s animal and participation at the Flagler County Fair, to the Flagler County Fair & Youth Show for the failure of the exhibitor to submit a completed record book. Record Books not turned in by April 23rd , will not be eligible for awards.
9. NEW REQUIREMENT – THE DOROTHY WRIGHT BULLARD AWARD All Livestock Exhibitors (Including Chapter Animals) Must participate in three (3) or more of the Exhibitions in the Cattleman’s Hall. These will include the following: Horticulture, Home and Family Division (you can enter in numerous divisions within this department), Shoe Box Float, Skillathon or Country Critter. (See the next page for the requirements and points assessments for this Award and Requirement.
If you do not meet the required entries into the Dorothy Wright Bullard Award, you will not be eligible to show or sell your animal.

The service hour form is your documentation that you have met your service requirements.  While we will make every effort to record your participation, your properly completed log sheet is your insurance that you will be receiving full credit for your participation.
 Dorothy Wright Bullard Award

The purpose of this award is to:

· Encourage more youth participation and increase entries in the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show’s other divisions.

· Encourage currently participating youth to explore other divisions

All livestock exhibitors are required to participate.

Requirements:

1. Must be a resident of Flagler County or attend a Flagler County School AND be a member of an appropriate Flagler County 4H Club or FFA Chapter. Exhibitor must meet minimum membership requirements of the respective club/chapter as accepted by the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show.
2. Age Requirements AS OF SEPTEMBER 1, 2017
Junior 8 to 10 years     Intermediate 11 to 13 years    Senior 14 to 18 years

3. Any youth participating in any livestock exhibition (including rabbits and chickens) must participate in at least 3 or more of the following programs:

a. Horticulture

b. Home and family Division (a list will be provided of each division within this division - you can enter this division numerous times)

c. Shoe Box Float – 
d. Country Critter

e. Skillathon

4. All entries must be turned in by the end of the day on April 2nd from 10 am to 8 pm at the cattleman’s hall. (Please see the rules for each division you are entering in.) If you have not met this requirement, you will not be permitted to show or sell your animal.
5. All entries must be picked up on Sunday April 8th after 6 pm 
6. Points awarded based on placing in each division

General Livestock Rules and Regulations

These rules pertain to all Livestock divisions
(Also see exhibitor requirements on page 3)
1. Tampering with an animal entered, such as filling with a foreign substance, etc. is prohibited. The use of tranquilizers or any type of calming agent on show animals will be considered as a form of tampering and will disqualify the entry.

2. ALL animals will be divided into classes. The Modified Danish System will be used.

3. A Showmanship contest will be held and awards given for each division.

4. EACH exhibitor will furnish feed and care for their animal on a daily basis. This will include care up to the time the animals are removed from the Fairgrounds, which will be on Sunday.
5. Animals will not be allowed to roam freely on the fairgrounds; they are restricted to designated areas of the fairgrounds and must not be taken from these areas.  

6. There will be no weight shrink on animals for sale purposes.

7. ADD-ON money will be accepted by the Flagler County Fair & Youth Show.
8. The Flagler County Fair & Youth Show will DEDUCT three percent (3%) of each exhibitor’s sale price for a “Thank You”  photo and plaque that is presented to your buyer. 
9. Market animals will be scheduled for removal by the Flagler County Fair Board. 
10. Record books must be completed and turned in to the Flagler County Extension Office by Monday April 23rd, 2018, no later than 5:00 P.M.  Record books received after 5:00PM will not be eligible for awards. The exhibitor and his or her guardian(s) agree to forfeit and relinquish any and all monies generated from the sale of the exhibitor’s animal and participation in the Flagler County Fair if record books not turned in on this day and time.
11. In market classes the sale order will be as follows: 
i. Grand Champion

ii. Reserve Grand Champion*

iii. Showmanship: Junior, Intermediate & Senior (Order determined by class placing)
iv. Danish System Ribbons – 1st, 2nd and 3rd will be recognized in each class
12. All sheep and goats must have Official Veterinary Health Certificates as outlined in each division and required by the Florida Department of Agriculture.(Swine are exempt since all will be sold for slaughter.) Certificate must be dated after January 4th 2018, which is 90 days prior to fair.
Appropriate Attire

IMPORTANT!  All exhibitors must follow the guidelines below to participate in the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show.  This policy was adopted to promote a positive image for the participants, their projects and the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show.

1. For all shows and the sale, all exhibitors are required to wear appropriate attire for the organization under which they are exhibiting. 
a. 4-H 
i. Long-sleeved, collar type, white shirt or blouse 

ii. Dark black jeans or slacks

iii. Prominent 4-H emblem or accessory

b. FFA 
i. White Shirt with a white collar

ii. Dark Black jeans or slacks

iii. FFA Jacket

iv. Appropriate tie/scarf (as described in State FFA Guidelines)

2. No Hats or Caps.

3. Closed-toed shoes or boots required (dark in color). TENNIS SHOES ARE NOT PERMITTED.
4.    Clothes should be well fitted, with pants worn at the waist.  No baggy, gaudy or otherwise inappropriate clothing will be allowed in the show/sale ring.

5. EXHIBITORS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SHOW OR THE SALE IF NOT IN DESIGNATED ATTIRE FOR THEIR ORGANIZATION.
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Sportsmanship Award

Throughout your fair experience, take note of fellow fair exhibitors who demonstrate good sportsmanship.  On Friday afternoon all exhibitors will be asked to vote for the one fellow exhibitor that has best demonstrated sportsmanship.  As you vote consider exhibitors that have been especially helpful, not only to you but to others.  Think about exhibitors that demonstrate a positive, cheerful and encouraging manner.  Also, consider exhibitors that have done exemplified good animal handling skills and a knowledge of their project.
Buyers Letters
· Exhibitors are expected to distribute individual letters to prospective buyers in order to encourage their participation in the Flagler County Fair and Youth Show Livestock Sale.

· The Flagler County Fair provides each prospective buyer with an information packet and two admission passes.

· The exhibitor is responsible for developing their own list of potential buyers along with their correct addresses by Friday February 9, 2018.  (The Flagler County Fair or its representatives will not provide any exhibitor with a list of potential buyers.)

2018 Flagler County Fair & Youth Show

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. First OFFICIAL Weigh-In and Entry Deadline: 3 to 6 P.M., Thursday, November 2nd, 2017 at Anderson’s cow Pens on Lake Disston Road. Minimum weight 550 pounds. ALL paperwork must be turned in to the Livestock Superintendent by 6 P.M. on this date. PROOF of ownership must be submitted with the steer entry form.  An exhibitor may enter two steers, but may only show/sell one at the fair.

2. All steers must be dehorned by the first initial weigh in and weigh a  minimum weight of 550 pounds.  Steers will also be ear tagged, de-loused, de-wormed and implanted at this time.

3. Fair Check-In: Tuesday, April 3RD, 2018 from 3 to 6 P.M. at the Flagler County Fairgrounds. Minimum weight 900 pounds.

4. Steer Show: Wednesday, April 4, 2017, immediately following the Lamb and Wether show. Sale will take place on Friday, April 6, 2018 starting at 7 P.M. (6 PM Exhibitor Meeting)
5. Eligibility to enter: ALL entrants must be a resident of Flagler County or attend a Flagler County School AND be a member of an appropriate Flagler County 4-H or FFA Chapter. (See General Livestock Rules) Exhibitors may show as either 4-H or FFA. Junior participants must be 8 to 10 years old as of September 1, 2017. Intermediates must be 11 to 13 years old as of September 1, 2017.  Seniors must be 14 years old or older by September 1, 2017. 

6. Only steers born to and bought from a Flagler County Rancher can be entered.

7. All steers that don’t meet minimum quality and weight requirements at the Fair weigh-in on April 3rd   will be removed from the fairgrounds and are not eligible to participate in any further activities. All steers older than 24 months at the time of the Fair will be ineligible for the contest.

8. Animals must be in acceptable condition and trained to be handled. Animals that cannot be properly handled by the exhibitor will not be accepted. No nose tongs or other restraining devices will be allowed at the show.

9. Animals will be sifted; any animal portraying undesirable traits will be disqualified from participation. 
10. Steers will be divided into classes by weight. There must be a minimum of 3 entries per class.
11. At the initial weigh-in, steers will be ear tagged, de-loused, de-wormed and implanted. 

12. All judged market steers are required to be sold and slaughtered.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Pig Pool Program. All pigs will be provided to each exhibitor at cost. The fair will purchase a “POOL” of pigs from the same breeder. These pigs will all be approximately the same age and weight at time of purchase. Pigs from outside of this pool will not be eligible for show. 
2. Purchase price of pigs will be $150.00 for the 2018 Flagler County Fair.
3. Arrival and Distribution of Swine – December 3, 2017
4. Upon arrival, a fair and equitable method of distributing the pigs will be organized by the fair board and will include a preview program on animal selection, a preview period for exhibitors and adults and a lottery type of selection process.
5. Registration form and deposit in the amount of $75.00 will be due by October 6th  by 4:00. Please deliver to the Extension Office. If you are unable to make this time, please make arrangements with a fair board member to turn in at a different time. Balance is due when you pick up your pig.
6. An educational workshop (required) will be at 1:00 pm on December 3, 2017 at the County Extension Office selection process will begin at 11:00 at the FFA Ag barn. Exhibitors will select their animals in the order drawn (pigs will be tagged prior to this time). In the event an exhibitor cannot be present, an alternate day, at a later time, will be scheduled. (THERE WILL BE NO EARLY SELECTIONS). Any balance due will be payable at this time. 
7. Fair Check-In: Tuesday, April 3rd, 2018 from 3 to 6 P.M. at the Flagler County Fairgrounds. Minimum weight 240 pounds.  Swine weighing more than 300 pounds will be sold at a maximum weight of 300 pounds.
8. Swine Show: Thursday, April 5, 2018 at 7 P.M. Sale will take place on Friday, April 6, 2018 starting at 7 P.M. (6 PM Exhibitor Meeting)
9. Eligibility to enter: ALL entrants must be a resident of Flagler County or attend a Flagler County School AND be a member of an appropriate Flagler County 4-H or FFA Chapter. (See General Livestock Rules) Exhibitors may show as either 4-H or FFA. Junior participants must be 8 to 10 years old as of September 1, 2017. Intermediates must be 11 to 13 years old as of September 1, 2017.  Seniors must be 14 years old or older by September 1, 2017. 

10. If exhibitor is unable to attend the selection process, they can select an alternate person to make that selection for them. This person will not be included in the lottery number selection; they will be placed at the end of the selection process and will pick from the left over pigs.
11. All swine that don’t meet minimum quality and weight requirements at the Fair weigh-in on April 3rd  will be removed from the fairgrounds and are not eligible to participate in any further activities. Animals must be in acceptable condition and be able to be directed into the show ring.

12. Swine will be divided into classes by weight. There must be three (3) acceptable swine to make a class. All animals are judged on the Modified Danish System.

13. Market swine are required to be sold for slaughter.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Entry Deadline: 4 P.M., December 4, 2017. ALL paperwork must be turned in to the Extension Service by 4 P.M.. PROOF of ownership or lease contract must be submitted with the wether entry form. An exhibitor may enter two wethers, but may only show/sell one at the fair.

2. Fair Check-In: Tuesday, April 3, 2018  from 3 to 6 P.M. at the Flagler County Fairgrounds.  Minimum weight 65 pounds and maximum age 12 months (must be carrying milk teeth).

3. Market Wether Show: Wednesday,  April 4th 2018 at 7 P.M. (6 PM Exhibitor Meeting)
4. Eligibility to enter: ALL entrants must be a resident of Flagler County or attend a Flagler County School AND be a member of an appropriate Flagler County 4-H or FFA Chapter. (See General Livestock Rules) Exhibitors may show as either 4-H or FFA. Junior participants must be 8 to 10 years old as of September 1, 2017. Intermediates must be 11 to 13 years old as of September 1, 2017.   Seniors must be 14 years old or older by September 1, 2017. 

5. LIMIT one wether per exhibitor. 

6. Animals must be no older than 12 months and must weigh a minimum of 65 lbs.. Animals will be placed in classes based upon weight only and judged on the Modified Danish System.  Minimum weight 65 pounds.
7. Animals must be in acceptable condition and trained to be handled. Animals that cannot be handled properly by the exhibitor will not be accepted.

8. Health: ALL goats consigned for public exhibition in Florida must be covered by an official health certificate issued by an accredited veterinarian certifying the animal to be free from scrapiess and all other infections and communicable diseases or known exposure thereto. 

9. Market wethers are required to be sold for slaughter.  

10. OCVI (Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection) must be presented before unloading wether at check-in on April 3, 2018  and be dated no earlier than 90 days prior check-in date which would be January 4, 2018 National Sheep and Goat Scrapie Eradication Program:  All wethers must be identified through the USDA program including premise ID and Individual Animal Identification.

Show Pen Cleaning Guidelines

No foreign material such as hay, straw, sawdust, or plywood

Will be allowed in pens.

Final Pen Cleaning Requirements

All feed, manure, and any other material must be removed from the pens. All pens must be kept clean at all times.
All nametags, signs and ribbons must be removed and neatly disposed of.

All pens must be neatly raked and leveled out.

All feed buckets, brushes, shampoo bottles, etc must be removed from the pens and bathing areas.

If these criteria are not met by 6 p.m. Sunday, April 15, 2018 you will be charged $50.00 which will be taken out of your fair check.

2018 Exhibitor Agreement

FLAGLER COUNTY FAIR AND YOUTH SHOW
“2 hours of service rule”: In order for each exhibitor to show an animal, they must have completed at least two (2) hours of service towards the fair.  These hours must be completed by Monday April 2, 2018  If these hours are not completed by the deadline, the exhibitor will not be allowed to show or sell their animal(s).  These hours will consist of such things as beautifying the Fairgrounds, painting signs, making copies, cleaning pens, clinics, etc.  All exhibitors must check in and out at the Livestock Barn upon start and completion of their hours.  The purpose of this is to share some of the responsibilities of the fair with you, the youth that the fair is held for. There will be a workday at the fairgrounds on Saturday March 24th   from 9 – 11 and Sunday April 1st.  2 pm to 6 pm    Exhibitors that are unable to attend the workday MUST make alternative arrangements at least 2 WEEKS in advance. These times and dates may change.
Mandatory Meeting. Each exhibitor and a parent will be required to attend a mandatory Exhibitor meeting.  This meeting is on January 11, 2018 from 6 to 8 at the Cattlemans Hall.
Pen Cleaning.  Each exhibitor is required to maintain clean an attractive quarters at all times.  At the close of the Fair exhibitors are responsible for the cleaning of their pen(s).  The pen(s) should be left in the same condition that it was in at the start of the fair (or better).  There will be a $50.00 fee deducted from the exhibitor’s sale or premium money if the pen is not cleaned properly by 6 p.m. Sunday, April 15, 2018.  Your pen must meet approval by any member of the livestock committee.  See “Pen Cleaning Guidelines” for specific requirements.

Record Book The exhibitor and his or her guardian(s) agree to forfeit and relinquish any and all monies generated from the sale of the exhibitor’s animal and participation in the Flagler County Fair, to the Flagler County Fair & Youth Show for the failure of the exhibitor to submit a completed record book by 4PM on Monday April 23rd  at 5:00 p.m. 
MANDATORY DOROTHY WRIGHT BULLARD AWARD – All livestock exhibitors are required to participate in this award. You are required to enter into at least 3 or more of the exhibits in the Cattleman’s Hall (Horticulture, Home and Family, Shoe Box Float, Skillathon or Country Critter, Chapters showing animals are required to meet this requirement as well).  If you do not meet this requirement you will not be permitted to show or sell your animal at the fair.

Exhibitor Requirement Record
As of September 1, 2008 all Flagler County 4-H members will adhere to the following policies:

The Flagler County Fair Board states that in order to show an animal in the Flagler County Fair & Youth Show, you must be enrolled in the Flagler County 4-H Youth Development Program by October 1st and be a member in good standing as related to the policies stated below. 

In order to show a market animal in the Flagler County Fair & Youth Show, 4-H members must attend at least 5 club meetings. In the event that a 4-H member needs a make up opportunity, an alternate activity may be assigned to you by the Fair Board.  This may include: a community service activity, an extra club responsibility, or a public speaking event. You are allowed one makeup. It is your responsibility to communicate in a timely manner (within one week) with the Fair Board if you miss a meeting to discuss how you can make it up. And it is each member’s responsibility to ensure they have met these requirements.

If 4-H members are enrolled as an independent member, they must meet with the 4-H Agent 5 times before the fair. In the absence of a 4-H Agent, independent members must meet with the Livestock Agent. Clubs meet monthly and so independent members must also meet monthly. If you are enrolled as an independent member, you will need to meet with the agent at least once per month at the Extension Office beginning September and ending in March. Independent members must obtain the 4-H Project Book that relates to their chosen project. The project books available are: Beef, Cattle, Meat Goat, Poultry,  and Swine. You must obtain your books from the 4-H office in September, complete one activity per month and discuss what you have learned during your monthly agent meeting. You must also have the agent sign off on your progress using this sheet. Independent members do not have the opportunity for alternate activities as make ups.

If you fail to meet these requirements, you will be denied the opportunity to show your animal in the fair. This form is due to the Fair Board by April 3, 2018
