STRENGTH, SWEETNESS AND SHARING

“Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and
send portions unto them for whom nothing is prepared: for
this day is holy unto our Lord: neither be ye sorry; for the
joy of the Lord is your strength.” Nehemiah 8:10.

In Ezra’s day revival was built around the Word of the
Lord. He read the word of the Lord in the street which was
before the water gate from the morning (in the margin of my
Bible it'reads from the light) until midday and all the people
were attentive. When he opened the book they all stood up
and Ezra blessed the Lord, the great God and all the people
said “Amen, Amen” and worshipped the Lord. The Word of
the Lord being read at the water gate is quite different from
the scandal connected with the word in our day. Without a
doubt if this had have been done the deceit and dishonesty
would have been greatly diminished, if not done away with
completely —according to how the individual hearers
received and practiced the Word. The Gospel is neither a
funeral or a frolic but a feast and our duty is three fold. We
are “To eat the fat”, feed on the solid and substantial
doctrine of the Book. We are to also “drink the sweet”. The
Word is not only strengthening, but sweetening, Psalms the
19th chapter says, “sweeter also than honey and the
honeycomb.” Some believers are strong but not sweet. It
takes both to bring about true revival. Then we are to “send
portions to them for whom nothing is prepared.” We are to
share—like Samson with his hands full of honey fresh from
the encounter with the lion. The Apostles said “How can we
but speak the things which we have seen and heard.” If
strength and sweetening have come to our hearts through
His Word then it must be shared. We overcome by the blood
of the Lamb and the word of our testimony. “We are
witnesses!”

So the Gospel means Strength, Sweetness and Sharing.
We do not fully experience what God has provided for us
until we participate in all three—God’s family are
participators not Spectators. There is no telling how far this
kingdom of God and His Gospel would have spread if only
those who claim to be one of His would share with those they
meet daily of the strength and sweetness His Word has
provided for all who will partake.

He also said “the joy of the Lord is our strength”. Oh,
what joy there is in feeding upon the Word of God; feasting
at the table of God that is full of all the spiritual food that our
souls ery out for. Undernourished children are cranky,
listless and weak. So are undernourished Christians. We
can’t blame all that on the teachers, the preachers and
others, for we all have access to the Word for ourselves. And
we cannot have the joy, and sweetness to share with others
without the strength of the Word. If you can't find it from
the pupits around you—dig into the Word for yourself.
However, I feel very strongly about the need of a church
home and Christian fellowship. Go to church regularly some-
where. If you feel it disagrees in some portions with the
true Word of God—still go “eat the fish and spit out the
bones”—"take the good and leave the bad”. Worship God
from your heart in the singing of the spiritual songs—feast
upon the Word of God that is given. You can't afford to
starve spiritually —You have to get your spiritual groceries
somewhere or you will die of malnutrition. There are no
perfect churches! Only a perfect Saviour, Jesus Christ the
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Lord! Keep your eyes upon Him. The end of all things is at
hand. We've come too far to turn back now.

So “eat the fat”, “drink the sweet”, “neither be ye
sorry; for the joy of the Lord is your strength” and then we
are ready to share, share, share and share again, by
“sending prtions unto them for whom nothing is prepared.”
The world needs our strong, sweet, joyful witnessing!

HE TOUCHED ME

When I was a child I accepted Christ into my heart and I
served the Lord during my youth. After going into the
armed forces I began to let my Christian experience slip
away, and before long I found myself deep in Sin. For
several years I lived in sin, but no matter what I did or
where I would go, I could never escape the committment I
had made to God. I became very selfish and tried to find
happiness in gaining material things but the more I would
get, the more I wanted. I was a man most miserable.

For the greater part of my life I had experienced back
trouble and in 1970 I suffered crushed discs which resulted
in deteriation of the spine. These conditions and God moving
upon my life brought about a great change of direction for
me.

In the course of my illness I underwent surgery on five
different occasions. The first three surgeries involved trans-
ferring bone from my hip to my spine and were extremely
painful. The last two operations involved the nerves and left
me partially paralyzed. Following these surgeries I still
lived in constant pain in spite of braces and electrodes to
help control the pain.

During this time I had decided to work for God and
serve him, in spite of the condition my body was in. He had
been doing a marvelous spiritual work in my life and I had
been able to spend a great deal of time in Bible study and
prayer.

During the 1975 Baxter Springs, Kansas Youth Camp I
began to feel the symptoms of a recurrance of the disc
problem. The condition worsened quickly and I hardly was
able to get around at all.

I had been prayed for at the camp, but on Wednesday
evening I felt a special need to get to the meeting and pray
at the altar service. While I was praying one of the brethren
who had a special burden for me came over and began
praying and weeping. I felt the tears fall on the back of my
neck, though at the time I didn’t know what it was. At the
moment I felt this, the pain began to leave my body.

By the next morning I could climb up and down hills and
even walked among the rocks along the river. (I do want to
mention that the devil attempted to bring the pain back, but
I began to pray in The Spirit and satan was repulsed.) At
this writing I am still well and enjoying God's blessing of
health. I have not worn the braces or the electrodes and
have felt no need for them.

In addition to the obvious work God has done, I now
have the use of organs which were partially incapacitated by
my condition. My legs even became sore because I have the
use of muscles that have been in disuse for some time.

I praise God that His Word has proven true. We had
decided to rely on God's Word instead of the disheartening
opinions of the doctor, even before the healing work took
place. I am confident that we will not be disappointed as we
stand on the Word and eive the glory to God.

GROWTH

DECISION magazine has just brought to a close its
extended report on “Great Churches of Today,” which
involved a survey of 18 outstanding local churches on three
continents over a period of several years. It has been an
enlightening and heartening assignment. We found that
certain characteristics were common to all of these
churches:

PRAYER. All the churches studied placed so much
emphasis on prayer that it could be said that nothing of
importance took place in the church life without prayer.
Half-nights of prayer, prayer breakfasts, staff prayers,
prayer retreats, daily regular prayer sessions, healing
services, laying-on-of-hands, were ali part of the pattern,
depending on the church. I Thes. 5:17.

WITNESSING. A good proportion of the congregation
was actively engaged in sharing a personal knowledge of
Jesus Christ with others. This was done by individual
activity, through small groups, visitation and penetration
teams, or in the body life of the church. Acts 1:8

CONVERSIONS. People were actually being saved in
these churches, weekly and even daily (Acts 2:47). In many
of them a holy expectation was present whenever the
congregation gathered. People wondered, “Who will be
next?” Teams of laymen and young people were leading
others to Christ not just in the neighborhoood, but as far
away as Hawaii, Korea, and Japan.

JOY. The people liked to walk through the church doors;
it was a good place to be. But it was more than a clubby
atmosphere; people were talking about the Lord, telling of
answers to prayer, praising God. Nehenniah 8:10

PREACHING. Messages delivered from the pulpit were
well prepared, Bible-based, with good outlines and effective
use of illustrations. The preacher did his homework.

OUTREACH. Each church was investing heavily in
national and international mission activity. Some were
involved in inner-city work, some in special ministries to the
deaf, the retarded, senior citizens, vacationers on the
beaches. All were budgeting up to and even beyond 50 per
cent for missionary causes.

FAMILY LIFE. Each of the congregations cultivated a
warm church family atmosphere. Even though the
membership was growing by leaps and bounds, the pastoral
team managed to convey the impression of ministering to a
small, intimate family.

LEADERSHIP. The prima donna complex was absent
from the church’s leadership. A gracious reciprocal spirit
permeated staff relationships filtered through the congrega-
tion.

LOVE. The most important quality common to all the
churches was the spirit of love that embraced everyone who
walked through the church doors, regardless of background,
status, skin color, or life-style. There were no walls or false
faces people seemed eager to bear each other’s burdens. The
pastors’ love for the people was expressed, accepted, and
returned. I Cor. 13
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SCRIPTURE. The entire educational program of the
church was built around the Bible. Not only did the pastors
preach from Scripture, the people were learning to use it
through discipleship training. The absolute authority of
Scripture was accepted in every one of the churches. 2 Tim.
2:15.

No doubt other factors (e.g., music, stewardship) were
also responsible for the astonishing growth of the 18
churches studied by DECISION. These ten points, however,
compel our attention. We believe further that if any church
seeks to pursue them with determination, it will find God
blessing its own congregational life with solid, Spirit-filled
growth.

From these scriptures we can readily understand that to
have “perfect love” we must have the REAL LOVE of God in
our hearts...to have the mind of God in us. We must be
tenderhearted and forgiving in spirit. Can we look at
someone we think is repulsive...unloveable...full of the
devil...sinful...and then honestly and sincerely pray for God
to bless them and help them? If we can’t, then the mind of
God is NOT in us and we're in the midst of a spiritual storm.
And this storm saps our spiritual victory.

Recently I read a book which portrayed the real love of
God. It's a true story. In all the accounts written, the most
vital to me was how God can enable us as humans to really
have HIS LOVE...His Forgiving Love.

In THE HIDING PLACE, Corrie ten Boom clearly
opens for all to see that Christ forgave us...hidious in our
sins as we were to Him...and will then through us give that
torgiveness to others. 1 wish to tell one striking example of
this in her book.

Miss ten Boom tells how at prison camp Ravensbruck in
Germany, each woman as she was being processed into
camp, upon reaching one desk had to lay her blanket,
pillowcase, and whatever else she carried onto a growing
pile of such things. A few desks further along, she had to
strip off every scrap of clothes, throw them onto a second
pile, and walk naked past the scrutiny of a dozen S.S. men
into the shower room. They came out of the room wearing
only a thin prison dress and a pair of shoes. Nothing more.

This process had humiliated Corrie but was far worse
ordeal on her older sister, Betsie. This angered Corrie and in
the deep recesses of her mind had lingered for a number of
years. Following her release from prison, Corrie had worked
helping people to learn again how to live among free people.

She was often called to speak at different places. One such
speech was made in Munich, Germany. Here she saw for the
first time one of the actual men where the heaps of clothing
had been stashed and she saw again Betsie's pain-blanched
face.

This man went to Corrie following the service...beaming
and bowing,...saying how grateful he was for her message.
“To think that, as you say, He has washed my sins away.”

His hand was thrust out to shake Corrie’s. She was the
one who had preached so often to the people of Bloemendaal
the need to forgive, yet now her hand remained at her side.
She states how even as the angry, vengeful thoughts boiled
through her, she knew they were sinful. Jesus had died for
this man...was she going to ask for more? So she prayed
(Silently) for Jesus to forgive her and to help her forgive
him. Smiling she struggled to raise her hand but could
not...and felt not the least spark of warmth or charity.

So again Corrie prayed silently...telling Jesus she could
not forgive him...so please give to her Jesus’' forgiveness.
And as she then took his hand, through her, from her
shoulder through her arm and through her hand a current
seemed to pass and into her heart sprang a love for the
stranger that seemed to overwhelm her. Miss ten Boom then
states that it is NOT on our forgiveness any more than on
our goodness that the world's healing hinges...but on Christ.
When he tells us to love our enemies, He GIVES, along with
the command, the love itself.

,Real Christian Victory comes only then as we FORGIVE
FREELY. And this forgiveness comes only through Christ.
The disciples were taught by Christ that the world would
only see His love for sinners as they saw the love of Christ
working through the disciples. In other words...as you show
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my love...one to another...will the world know my (Jesus)
love. John 13:35, “By this shall all men know that ye are my
disciples, If ye have love one to another.”

We can't have this love...this forgiving love...within our
hearts(and so could not really be clear before God) if we have
strife or malice in our hearts, I Cor. 3:3 states, “For ye are
yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and
strife, and divisions, are yet not carnal, and walk as men?”

Philippians 2:2, “Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded,
having the same love, being of one accord, or of one mind.”
John 14:15, “If ye love me, keep my commandments.”

Therefore, we find to have the “perfect love” of God in our
hearts, we're to keep God’s commandments, and part of
those commandments include that we NOT allow strife,
malice, bitterness, or hatred to dwell in our lives. Satan may
put such thoughts in our minds or hearts...but Christ will
take them away if we ask Him to do so for us just as He did
for Corrie ten Boom.

Eph. 4:31 gives us this command, “Let all bitterness, and
wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put
away from you, with all malice.” Another such command is
recorded in Col. 3:8. But now ye also put off all these; anger,
wrath, malice, blasphemy, filtry communication out of your
mouth. (10) And have put on the new man, which is renewed
in knowledge after the image of him that created him.”

To be eligible for heaven we must walk in righteousness,
obey - God's command, even if it means turning HIS
searchlight into OUR OWN hearts (not our neighbor’s) and
making restitutions to those we've harbored ill feelings
against. Maybe we're not in the wrong but Christ says if we
KNOW that our brother has ought against us...for us to go
to him.

James 3:16, “For where envying and strife is, there is
confusion, and every evil work. (17) But the wisdom that is
from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to
be entreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partialty
(wrangling) and without hypocrisy. (18) And the fruit of
righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace.

Does a spiritual storm rage now within us? It is raging
there if there are such feelings within. These destsroy our
spiritual lives and will send us to damnation if Jesus’' love is
NOT applied. The return of Christ is TOO NEAR for us to
allow such little things to stand between us and God. As
Betsie told Corrie..."“they took his (Jesus) clothes too when
he hung on the cross.”

It is Satan's business to make you feel that you're
mistreated or being abused in some way. But it is GOD'S
BUSINESS to shower upon you the victory to overcome as
Romans 8:37, “Nay, in all these things we are more than
conquerors through him that loved us.” Christ’s strength is
sufficient no matter how hard the test may seem.

I Cor. 10:13, “There hath no temptation taken you but
such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not
suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will
with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may
be able to bear it.”

While in prison Betsie was always praying for her jailers
as well as the other prisoners. This love spilled over to those
around her and soon changed their attitudes and outlook.
But is was not within herself that Betsie found this true
love...it was given to her by God. We're not worthy...yet
through prayer, we can find we've conquerored Satan. “Be
ve not hearers of the Word only, but doers also.”

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I Saw Myself Walking

My story begins in January 1965—at that time I had
been married for seven years, and we had a little girl
(Cheryl) five years old. When I became ill my first symptoms
included double vision and intense tremors. For awhile I had
partial sight in first one eye and then the other.

When I entered St. Anthony’s Hospital in Oklahoma
City, the entire left side of my body was semi-numb. A
neurologist, who gave me a thorough examination including
X-Rays and finally a spinal tap, told me I had multiple
sclerosis. A team of doctors gave me more tests. They told
me that I could expect to be in and out of bed and hospitals
the rest of my life. They also told me that for three to five
years the symptoms would come and go, giving me times
when I would think I was fine. An experimental medication,
a Cortisone derivative, worked for me. Two years after I
was diagnosed as having multiple sclerosis, I had no feeling
in the left side of my body but I did have the use of it. For
the past eight years I have had no feeling in the left side of
my body.

Different things have happened over the years. It was
like the doctors had told me, except that each time they
came up with a new medicine for me I was able to be on my
feet for longer periods of time. There is no cure for multiple
sclerosis. So when I felt better after a lengthy period, I
began to hope I was in a remission; but repeated spinal taps
never showed a remission.

In the past five to six years I have been on and off
crutches. By the last of April of this year I was rapidly
getting worse, and most of the time my legs were just dead
weight. It seemed I was doomed to a wheelchair, and that
was a fate I could never accept.

My husband, Glenn, after spending 19 years in the
funeral business in Lamont, Oklahoma, decided in late 1973,
to quit that work and go into business for himself on a farm
near Tonkawa, Oklahoma. So on April 1, 1974, we moved to
the farm. My husband believes now that this was part of
God’s plan. I now wholeheartedly agree with him.

We transferred our membership to the First Christian
Church in Tonkawa, the church in which we were married 17
years ago. Sometimes after the evening church services, we
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have what we call Afterglow Fellowship where we discuss
the sermon, have refreshments and fellowship. On May
26th, 1974, at Afterglow the minister, Rev. Joe Wilson, was
just ready to say the closing prayer when my husband stood
up and started to tell the people that we were happy to be
back in our home church and that we appreciated the
welcome they had given us. Instead of saying what he had
intended to say, he said, “Witnessing is all new to me, but
within the past two weeks Kay and I feel we have enough
faith to believe she will be healed.”

I just sat there stunned, as he and I had never discussed
healing at any time. We had never even talked about
miracles. Then I raised my hand and asked, “Those who
have been praying for me please pray for me to have more
faith; because I guess I lack the faith I need.”

At that time a woman in the group asked if I could be
put in the prayer chair. Brother Joe Said, “If she wishes.” I
did not reply but attempted to raise myself upon my
crutches so I might go to the prayer chair. My husband and
others helped me, because I had become so bad that I
literally dragged myself along on my crutches. When I made
it to the chair, someone took my crutches and I dropped like
dead weight into the chair. On my way to the chair I had said
to God, “If you don’t desire to heal me, please help me accept
the fact I am an invalid.” I did not say this out loud, only to
God.

Brother Joe had never had anyone in the prayer chair
for the purpose of physical healing, but he followed the
admonition of the book of James as nearly as he could.
Brother Joe placed his hands on the back of my neck and
asked all of the elders and past elders to gather about me
and touch me. The congregation of more than 100 people
were asked to gather around the elders, with every hand
touching someone else. There were numerous short prayers
for my healing. At the end of the first prayer, I felt intense
heat from the minister’s hands and from the hands of others.
Ido not know who all the others were, and I had never heard
of heat like that; therefore I didn’t know what to think. The
heat continued throughout the entire prayers and stopped
when Brother Joe closed with a prayer. When the prayers
stopped, I COULD SEE MYSELF WALKING IN GREEN
GRASS. I didn’t understand it but I felt the presence of God,
and I began to cry.

The minister touched my elbow and asked me if I could
move my legs. I kicked out first one leg then the other; but I
just sat there as I said, “I saw myself walking, but in grass.”
I took this to mean that my healing would take place on the
farm where there is grass, but Brother Joe said, “Kay, I
believe you can walk here, now. Take it easy and get up.
Let’s see.” He took my elbow and I stood and began to walk.
As soon as I had taken a few steps he let go and said, “Now
walk to Glenn.” I felt as tho I ran but was told later I just
walked. Brother Joe then asked me to walk the full length of
the fellowship hall and back. As I turned around to start
back I saw Cheryl, my daughter. The minister’s wife had
summoned her from outside. I shall never forget the look on
her face, she was crying with happiness as she said,
“Mother, you are walking and you are not limping.” You see,
she could not remember having ever seen me walk without
limping or the aid of crutches. I feel sure she will never
forget God's wonderful works that night.

About that time I became excited and wanted to tell my
parents; I believe I said, “I have to go tell my Mother.” We
made many stops that night on our way home and made
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many telephone calls after we were home. Even though it
was very late we could not wait to tell the people what God
had done for us.

" Since then I have talked at great length to Brother Joe
and he told me “The service itself was spontaneous. This is
all a new experience for me. It really did not come as a
surprise—because we all, as a church body in Christ,
expected something to happen.”

The week before my healing I had taken a terrible fall in
Brother Joe's home. He said he had felt such deep
compassion for me that he had studied and spent much of the
week in prayer and scripture reading.

James 5:14 “Is any sick among you? Let him call for the
elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing
him with oil in the name of the Lord:” stood out in his mind;
and if he had had oil the night of my healing, he probably
would have poured it on me.

When asked how he felt about the healing, Brother Joe
said, “We feel that the result was miraculous and not out of
line. I believe gifts of the Holy Spirit are gifts to the church.
They are meant to edify Christ and make believers. When
miracles were performed at the time of Christ and by Christ
and the apostles, they brought great strength and joy to the
followers. Kay’s healing has given us a tremendous amount
of strength, joy and elation. I can't explain about the
service. I do think the matter of touch was involved along
with concern and prayer. I did not heal Kay. Basically, in the
Christian Church I am no more than an elder. We have used
the prayer chair only one other time when we prayed for a
newly elected representative. She sat in the prayer chair so
that we might be able to gather around her.” He also
commented, “People ask me if it frightens me. No, it
doesn’t. It awes me. I saw the visible power of God. They
ask me if I am prepared for a failure. I am. I didn’t count that
I had anything to do with Kay's healing. It is God’s work.
We don’t know why some are healed and some are not. I
don’t think God wills anyone to be sick. I am very impressed
with the book, “Prison to Praise,” by Merlin Carothers, an
army chaplain. I agree with him that we must learn to live
with and accept the condition we're in and thank God for
that condition before he can do anything for us. I think Kay's
complete surrender to God was a part of her healing.”

I'had no idea when I went to the prayer chair that God’s
healing would be instant. I expected any healing that might
take place would be a long slow process. I never thought
myself of God’s healing hand; and I guess we never really
are worthy.

When my doctor in Oklahoma City, examined me, [
asked if I could get some definite proof of my healing for the
sake of the non-believers. He said that he could put me
through all kinds of tests that would neither prove nor
disprove anything. The he said, “God only knows.”

I know I was healed that night. I felt God's mighty
power when he restored my health. I have all the feeling
back in my left side, the feeling that had been absent for
eight long years. I no longer have any tremors and not even
one symptom of multiple sclerosis. I know what God can do if
you'll just let go and let him have his way. I just cannot say
PRAISE GOD!and THANK YOU GOD! enough.

MISSIONS

On one occasion, Jesus came to a village of the
Samaritans and sought accommodation there.

Now, most people who study the Scripture know that
there was enmity between the Jews and the Samaritans, but
not evervbody knows why the enmity existed. It had, as
many of these racial enmities have, its roots in history. It
went back to the year 722 B.C. when Sargon, the King of
Assyria, over ran Samaria and carried away the ten tribes of
Israel into captivity. The wholesale deportations of ancient
times were never absolutely complete, for always, when a
people were carried away, a remnant of the population was

left upon the soil. And so it was in Samaria. When Sargon
sowed that devastated area with his Assyrian settlers, they
found a remnant of the Israelites and the Assyrians
intermarried and made one people who were called
“Namaritans”.

The Jews said, “They are not of the pure stock of
Israel”™. Nor did the Samaritans improve their position in the
eves of the Jews when they developed a religion which was
closely akin to Judaism. They took the Pentateuch and said,
“This is our holy blood as well” and because they were
excluded from Mount Zion (from Jerusalem) they said, “We

(an vou imagine various church meetings in kurope,
partictilarly in England, Scotland, Germany and in the
Scandinavian countries about 1700 through 1900? They held
meetings discussing what to do about North America and
the people who had come to the United States to make a new
way of life. Some no doubt were saying, “We must help
these people by sending missionaries”. Others had the
attitude, "Well, they went over there, let them worry about
themselves.” Fortunately, for you and me, the missionaries
were sent to North America. Even those who came to Old
Mexico brought a priest on the ship with them, and yet,
bringing a priest was not enough because these people came
seeking gold. Gold was their primary concern. Those who
came seeking material possessions have not increased their
wealth as those who came seeking the freedom of religion
and a better life through Jesus Christ.

The religion of the United States, as we know it today in
our churches, is much different from the religion in the
churches from which they came because they were looking
for & new way of life. They were not looking for a church
patterned by men but were looking for a place they could
seek Jesus Christ as the Lord of their lives. Christ is a
personal Christ: Salvation is a personal salvation. Anything
lessis just another form of religion. It is not Christianity.
Therefore, we must take Christ as a personal friend and a
personal Christ. I discuss these happenings because I
BELIEVE IN MISSIONS.

I BELIEVE IN MISSIONS because Jesus commanded
it. The heavenly body rejoices over the repentance of one
sinner. The stories of the lost sheep and the lost coin as told
in Luke 15:3-10 emphatically portrays Christ’s concern for
the one who is lost. “I say unto you, that likewise, joy shall
be in heaven over one sinner that repenteth, more than over
ninety and nine just persons who need no repentance.”
(Luke 17:7); “Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the
presence of the angels of God over one sinner that
repenteth.” (Luke 15:10). These parables of the lost sheep
and the lost coin teach that Christ is interested in all people.
Every individual is important to God. Just as the shepherd
seeks the lost sheep and the woman seeks the lost coin, so
Jesus is secking all people throughout the world that they
may come to know Him as their Saviour and Lord.

Consider the last words that Jesus spoke in Matt.
28:19-20. Jesus said “Go ye therefore and teach all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Ghost: and, lo, I am with you always, even
unto the end of the world.” Jesus told His disciples to be
witnesses by the power of the Holy Ghost in Jerusalem, in
all Judaea, in Samaria and unto the uttermost parts of the
carth. This is a fair command that as they received power
from the Lord, they were to witness in Jerusalem, in
Judaea, and also in Samaria.
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will have a holy mount of our own” and they fixed it at
Mount Gerizim in Samaria.

Both national and religious sentiment nourished in the
Jew a resentful bitter contempt for his cousin, the
Samaritan. It was not unlike the feeling which the pure bred
Greek entertained for the Macedonian. Jewish legislation
reflected many marks of this hatred. If a Samaritan, for any
reason, wanted to offer a sacrifice in the temple at
Jerusalem, he had to come in on the same level as a slave or
a heathen. If a Samaritan witnessed a Jewish bill of divorce-
ment, that simple fact alone invalidated the bill.

Among the Jews, the word “Samaritan” was about the
nastiest term that could be used. It meant “dog”; It meant
“devil: It meant “illegitimate”.

Among the Samaritans, the term “Jew” meant “snob”,
“stiffnecked”, and “haughty”.

When Jesus asked the Samaritan woman at Jacob’s well
for a drink, she was astonished. She said, “How is it that
thou, being a Jew, asketh drink of me, a Samaritan
Woman?”

Before Jesus was caught up into heaven, He said, “Be a
witness in Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost
parts of the earth”. So, wherever there is a place to witness
for the Lord, wherever doors have been opened by the Lord,
there we shall be witness for the Lord. Be a witness, be a
true witness.

Another parable is found in Luke 14:15-24. Jesus uses
this parable of the great supper to show that the kingdom of
(od demands real purpose, not casual approval.

According to custom, the invitation was issued some
days or weeks in advance, but courtesy required that when
the time came, a personal invitation should be extended by
the call of a messenger. To refuse an invitation at the last
moment was an unpardonable breach of etiquette. The
master of the house being angry at the refusal of the invited
guests sent the messenger to invite beggars and still there
was room. Oriental etiquette required that the feast should
not begin until all places were filled. The servants were
commanded to invite even the travelers in the bypaths of the
surrounding country.

The application of this parable centers on the rejection
of Jesus by His nation. When the chosen guests for the
kingdom of God refused to heed the call of the Messiah, He
turned to others who normally would not have been invited.
“He came unto his own, and His own received Him not.”
“But as many as received Him, to them gave He power to
become the sons of God, even to them that believe on His
name.” (John 1:11-12). Jesus came to the nation of Israel and
was not accepted. Because of His crucifixion, the Gospel was
extended to all people that “whosoever will, may come and
take of the waters of life freely”, and come under the wing of
His protection. The grace dispensation began when Christ
made the sacrifice on the cross. Jesus Christ seeks to reach
all people everywhere—out of the city, into the lanes, into
the hedges, into the highways, that all men may hear and
know of the Lord Jesus Christ.

As we consider these things, we become aware that the
idea of missions is inherent in all that Jesus said and did.
When all we have is poured inwardly we become stagnant.
We need to be flowing like the River Jordan. As the River
Jordan takes in, it gives out. The Dead Sea takes in and
keeps everything that it receives. The sun shines brightly
upon it and dries out the water. So it is with a Christian who

takes in what the Lord has given unto him yet never gives
out.

A story has been told about a church that had quite a bit
of property. They were a thriving church and the people
were making sacrifices to see the work of the Lord
increased. Oil was struck on the property. The oil wells
created so much wealth that church members felt they no
longer needed to contribute money. The end of the story is
not so beautiful because the church attendance declined.
People quit coming because they were not asked to help.
Today the church is still there and there are oil wells on the
propeyty but nobody goes through the doors to worship the
L.ord Jesus Christ.

You see, it's important that we become givers of what
God has given unto us; That we tell others what we have
been told as we share what others have shared with us.

I BELIEVE IN MISSIONS because of the spiritual
benefits received from mission work. What then is the value
of Christian religion? In Matt. 13:45-46, the kingdom of
heaven is likened to a pearl of great price. We regard the
merchant man as Christ who came seeking men and women
(goodly pearls) who would respond to Him and His message.
Eventually, He gave His life (all that He had) to purchase
one pearl of great price (I Cor. 6:20). The one pearl depicts
that other great company of men and women who are made
one in the Church (I Cor. 10:17-12:12-13).

The kingdom of Heaven is the greatest of all things. The
Psalmist describes the things of the Lord with their value in
this way: “The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the
soul: The testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the
simple. The Statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing the
heart: The commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening
the eves. The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever:
The judgments of the Lord are true and righteous altogether
(Ps. 19:7a-9).

Our attitude toward our neighbor is important to our
salvation. The more we are able to do for others, the more
we will receive. It has been promised that “we shall prosper
even as our soul prospers”. It is important to our Christian
fellowship with Christ that we have a genuine Christian
concern for our neighbor. “And, behold, a certain lawyer
stood up, and tempted Him, saying, Master, what shall I do
to inherit eternal life?” He said unto him, “What is written in
the law? How readest thou?” And he answering said, “Thou
shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all
thy soul, and with all they strength and with all thy mind;
And thy neighbor as thyself. And He said unto him, “Thou
hast answered right: This do and thou shalt love.”

Even the Samaritan changes his status when Jesus told
a story one day about a robber infested road, a bleeding
victim, a callous priest and Levite, a despised Samaritan, a
wondering innkeeper, a receipted bill. If you were to call me
a Samaritan today it would be one of the highest
compliments you could pay me! I would be flattered. You
could only mean that I was full of the milk of human kindness
and bursting with practical zeal. No longer is the Samaritan
a despised outcast but he has become a symbol of
benevolence and love. Just to think that the entire
connotation of the word changed when a Samaritan showed
love for a neighbor!

We're often too critical. We see missionaries and say, “I
don’t know just exactly what they’re doing. If we knew a
little bit more about this we might be concerned”. It is

important that we learn about missions and the things that
are happening in various places at different times. Never be
the one that sits in the seat of the scornful, judging those
willing to give of their time and talent and sacrificing means.
A missionary once went to a missionary field and was there
for a long time. Someone from the headquarters wrote back
and said, “How are you doing?” He replied, “Zero”. Their
reply to him was that you never do zero when you are
working for the Lord. A time came soon when many people
were brought to Christ through his ministry.

Sometimes our missionaries have to gain the confidence
of the people in order to show the people that there is a
better way. I heard of one man who felt the Lord had called
him to be a preacher in Old Mexico. He didn't know how to
begin but reasoned that the Bible says Jesus heals so he
decided to go to the drugstore and watch and see when
people get a preseription. He did this and as they came out of
the drug store, he asked the people if they would like for him
to bring the very best physician to see the person who was
ill: They agreed. When asked who the physician was, he said
the Lord Jesus Christ and said Jesus heals those who are
sick. Would you like me to pray to Him? Today many
churhces are established in Mexico because of the ministry
of this man. There are many ways we can reach into the lives
of people. With the power of God and prayer, much can be
done.

I BELIEVE IN MISSIONS because of material benefits
received from mission work. People have been educated in
special ways. Their culture has been enlightened and
changed. There has been a wide understanding of various
languages. Some have been taught agricultural methods.
Some have contributed to the peace between countries.
Honesty, sincereity, and sharing have been taught.
Missionaries are doing many things to teach the people as
well as spreading the message of Christ. When they do these
things, they are coming into a better way of life.

All people everywhere have a soul that is seeking after
something. The only thing that will fill the vacuum in their
lives is Christ. What the Lord has given us freely we should,
in return, give freely. Our financial giving and prayer for
others are credited to our account in Heaven.

As we approach the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ we
need to be alert to the fact that there is a harvest field to be
reaped. We must spend time in prayer, in study, in carrying
out the work of the Lord, and in becoming acquainted with
missionary work. Too many just live on the edge of
Christianity. Reach out from the edge and come into the
center where Christ is the hub: Become deepened in your
spiritual life. The gift of money may seem to be the obvious
thing that we can give yet that is not all that is required:
Praver, fasting, giving of ourselves and giving of our sons
and daughters into the mission field.

And He said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and
preach the gospel to every creature. He that believeth and is
baptized shall be saved: But he that believeth not shall be
damned. (Mark 16:15-16).

Have I any pleasure at all that the wicked should die?
saith the Lord God: and not that he should return from his
ways, and live? Ez. 18:23.

“And I sought for a man among them, that should make
up the hedge, and stand in the gap before me for the land
that 1 should not destroy it: But I found none.” (Ezekiel
22:30). Could it be that you are the man to fill the gap?
