
THE BEAST SCRIPTURES 

Nebuchadnezzar’s Image: Daniel 2 27 Daniel answered in the presence of the king, and said, “The 

secret which the king has demanded, the wise men, the astrologers, the magicians, and the soothsayers cannot 

declare to the king. 28 But there is a God in heaven who reveals secrets, and He has made known to King 

Nebuchadnezzar what will be in the latter days. Your dream, and the visions of your head upon your bed, 

were these: 29 As for you, O king, thoughts came to your mind while on your bed, about what would come to 

pass after this; and He who reveals secrets has made known to you what will be. 30 But as for me, this secret 

has not been revealed to me because I have more wisdom than anyone living, but for our sakes who make 

known the interpretation to the king, and that you may 1know the thoughts of your heart.  31 “You, O king, 

were watching; and behold, a great image! This great image, whose splendor was excellent, stood before you; 

and its form was awesome. 32 This image’s head was of fine gold, its chest and arms of silver, its belly and 

thighs of bronze, 33 its legs of iron, its feet partly of iron and partly of clay. 34 You watched while a stone was 

cut out without hands, which struck the image on its feet of iron and clay, and broke them in pieces. 35 Then 

the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver, and the gold were crushed together, and became like chaff from the 

summer threshing floors; the wind carried them away so that no trace of them was found. And the stone that 

struck the image became a great mountain and filled the whole earth.  36 “This is the dream.  Now we will tell 

the interpretation of it before the king. 37 You, O king, are a king of kings. For the God of heaven has given 

you a kingdom, power, strength, and glory; 38 and wherever the children of men dwell, or the beasts of the 

field and the birds of the heaven, He has given them into your hand, and has made you ruler over them all—

you are this head of gold. 39 But after you shall arise another kingdom inferior to yours; then another, a third 

kingdom of bronze, which shall rule over all the earth. 40 And the fourth kingdom shall be as strong as iron, 

inasmuch as iron breaks in pieces and shatters everything; and like iron that crushes, that kingdom will break 

in pieces and crush all the others. 41 Whereas you saw the feet and toes, partly of potter’s clay and partly of 

iron, the kingdom shall be divided; yet the strength of the iron shall be in it, just as you saw the iron mixed 

with ceramic clay. 42 And as the toes of the feet were partly of iron and partly of clay, so the kingdom shall be 

partly strong and partly fragile. 43 As you saw iron mixed with ceramic clay, they will mingle with the seed of 

men; but they will not adhere to one another, just as iron does not mix with clay. 44 And in the days of these 

kings the God of heaven will set up a kingdom which shall never be destroyed; and the kingdom shall not be 

left to other people; it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever. 
45 Inasmuch as you saw that the stone was cut out of the mountain without hands, and that it broke in pieces 

the iron, the bronze, the clay, the silver, and the gold—the great God has made known to the king what will 

come to pass after this. The dream is certain, and its interpretation is sure.”  

Daniel’s 4 Beasts: Daniel 7:  1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon, Daniel had a dream and 

visions of his head while on his bed. Then he wrote down the dream, telling the main facts. 2 Daniel spoke, 

saying, “I saw in my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of heaven were stirring up the Great Sea. 
3 And four great beasts came up from the sea, each different from the other. 4 The first was like a lion, and 

had eagle’s wings. I watched till its wings were plucked off; and it was lifted up from the earth and made 

to stand on two feet like a man, and a man’s heart was given to it. 5“And suddenly another beast, a second, 

like a bear. It was raised up on one side, and had three ribs in its mouth between its teeth. And they said 

thus to it: ‘Arise, devour much flesh!’ 6 “After this I looked, and there was another, like a leopard, which 

had on its back four wings of a bird. The beast also had four heads, and dominion was given to it. 7 “After 

this I saw in the night visions, and behold, a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, exceedingly strong. It had 

huge iron teeth; it was devouring, breaking in pieces, and trampling the residue with its feet. It was 

different from all the beasts that were before it, and it had ten horns. 8 I was considering the horns, and 

there was another horn, a little one, coming up among them, before whom three of the first horns were 

plucked out by the roots. And there, in this horn, were eyes like the eyes of a man, land a mouth speaking 

pompous words.   
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Daniel’s 4 Beasts Interpreted: Daniel 7: 15 “I, Daniel, was grieved in my spirit within my 

body, and the visions of my head troubled me. 16 I came near to one of those who stood by, and asked him 

the truth of all this. So he told me and made known to me the interpretation of these things: 17 ‘Those great 

beasts, which are four, are four kings which arise out of the earth. 18 But the saints of the Most High shall 

receive the kingdom, and possess the kingdom forever, even forever and ever.’  
19 “Then I wished to know the truth about the fourth beast, which was different from all the others, 

exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its nails of bronze, which devoured, broke in pieces, and 

trampled the residue with its feet; 20 and the ten horns that were on its head, and the other horn which came 

up, before which three fell, namely, that horn which had eyes and a mouth which spoke 9pompous words, 

whose appearance was greater than his fellows.  
21 “I was watching; and the same horn was making war against the saints, and prevailing against them, 

 
 (KJV Matt 5:19) Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called 

the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of 

heaven & (REV 14:12) Here is the patience of the saints:here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus)   

 & (Matt.7) Not everyone who says to Me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father 

who is in heaven will enter. "Many will say to Me on that day, 'Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your 

name cast out demons, and in Your name perform many miracles?' "And then I will declare to them, 'I never knew you; depart 

from Me you who practice lawlessness.' 

 

22 until the Ancient of Days came, and a judgment was made in favor of the saints of the Most High, and 

the time came for the saints to possess the kingdom.  
23 “Thus he said:  

‘The fourth beast shall be  

A fourth kingdom on earth,  

Which shall be different from all other kingdoms,  

And shall devour the whole earth,  

Trample it and break it in pieces.  
24 The ten horns are ten kings  

Who shall arise from this kingdom.  

And another shall rise after them;  

 

He shall be different from the first ones,  

And shall subdue three kings.  
25 He shall speak pompous words against the Most High,  

Shall persecute the saints of the Most High,  

And shall intend to change times and law.  

Then the saints shall be given into his hand  

For a time and times and half a time.  

 
26 ‘But the court shall be seated,  

And they shall take away his dominion,  

To consume and destroy it forever.  
27 Then the kingdom and dominion,  

And the greatness of the kingdoms under the whole heaven,  

Shall be given to the people, the saints of the Most High.  

His kingdom is an everlasting kingdom,  

And all dominions shall serve and obey Him.’  

The Beast from the Sea REV 13:  1 Then I stood on the sand of the sea. And I saw a beast rising 

up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and on his horns ten crowns, and on his heads a 

blasphemous name. 2 Now the beast which I saw was like a leopard, his feet were like the feet of a bear, 
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and his mouth like the mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his power, his throne, and great authority. 
3 And I saw one of his heads as if it had been mortally wounded, and his deadly wound was healed. 

And all the world marveled and followed the beast. 4 So they worshiped the dragon who gave 

authority to the beast; and they worshiped the beast, saying, “Who is like the beast? Who is able to 

make war with him?” 5 And he was given a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies, and he 

was given authority to continue for forty-two months. 6 Then he opened his mouth in blasphemy against 

God, to blaspheme His name, His tabernacle, and those who dwell in heaven. 7 It was granted to him to 

make war with the saints and to overcome them. And authority was given him over every tribe, tongue, 

and nation. 8 All who dwell on the earth will worship him, whose names have not been written in the Book 

of Life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world. 9 If anyone has an ear, let him hear. 10 He who 

leads into captivity shall go into captivity; he who kills with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here 

is the patience and the faith of the saints.  

The Beast from the Earth: REV 13 11 Then I saw another beast coming up out of the earth, and he 

had two horns like a lamb and spoke like a dragon. 12 And he exercises all the authority of the first beast 

in his presence, and causes the earth and those who dwell in it to worship the first beast, whose deadly 

wound was healed. 13 He performs great signs, so that he even makes fire come down from heaven on the 

earth in the sight of men. 14 And he deceives those who dwell on the earth—by those signs which he was 

granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to the beast 

who was wounded by the sword and lived. 15 He was granted power to give breath to the image of the 

beast, that the image of the beast should both speak and cause as many as would not worship the image of 

the beast to be killed. 16 He causes all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and slave, to receive a mark 

on their right hand or on their foreheads, 17 and that no one may buy or sell except one who has 7the mark 

or the name of the beast, or the number of his name. 18 Here is wisdom. Let him who has understanding 

calculate the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man: His number is 666.  

Mark & Image: REV 14  9Then a third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, “If anyone 

worships the beast and his image, and receives his mark on his forehead or on his hand, 10 he himself shall also 

drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out full strength into the cup of His indignation. He 

shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the Lamb. 
11 And the smoke of their torment ascends forever and ever; and they have no rest day or night, who worship 

the beast and his image, and whoever receives the mark of his name.” 12 Here is the 7patience of the saints; 

here are those who keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus.  

First Plague: REV 16 2So the first went and poured out his bowl upon the earth, and a foul and loathsome 

sore came upon the men who had the mark of the beast and those who worshiped his image. 

The Scarlet Woman and the Scarlet Beast REV. 17:  1 Then one of the seven angels who 

had the seven bowls came and talked with me, saying to me, “Come, I will show you the judgment of the 

great harlot who sits on many waters, 2 with whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, and the 

inhabitants of the earth were made drunk with the wine of her fornication.” 3 So he carried me away in the 

Spirit into the wilderness. And I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast which was full of names of 

blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 4 The woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned 

with gold and precious stones and pearls, having in her hand a golden cup full of abominations and the 

filthiness of her fornication. 5 And on her forehead a name was written:  
MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT,  

THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH  
6 I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. And when 

I saw her, I marveled with great amazement.

The Meaning of the Woman and the Beast: 7 But the angel said to me, “Why did you marvel? I 

will tell you the mystery of the woman and of the beast that carries her, which has the seven heads and the 

ten horns. 8 The beast that you saw was, and is not, and will ascend out of the bottomless pit and go 

to perdition. And those who dwell on the earth will marvel, whose names are not written in the Book 

of Life from the foundation of the world, when they see the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. 
9 “Here is the mind which has wisdom: The seven heads are seven mountains on which the woman 

sits. 10 There are also seven kings. Five have fallen, one is, and the other has not yet come. And when 

he comes, he must continue a short time. 11 The beast that was, and is not, is himself also the eighth, 

and is of the seven, and is going to perdition.  12 “The ten horns which you saw are ten kings who have 

received no kingdom as yet, but they receive authority for one hour as kings with the beast. 13 These are of 

one mind, and they will give their power and authority to the beast. 14 These will make war with the Lamb, 

and the Lamb will overcome them, for He is Lord of lords and King of kings; and those who are with Him 

are called, chosen, and faithful.” 15 Then he said to me, “The waters which you saw, where the harlot sits, 

are peoples, multitudes, nations, and tongues. 16 And the ten horns which you saw on the beast, these will 

hate the harlot, make her desolate and naked, eat her flesh and burn her with fire. 17 For God has put it into 

their hearts to fulfill His purpose, to be of one mind, and to give their kingdom to the beast, until the words 

of God are fulfilled. 18 And the woman whom you saw is that great city which reigns over the kings of the 

earth.”  
 

The Fall of Babylon REV 8: 1 After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, 

having great authority, and the earth was illuminated with his glory. 2 And he cried 1mightily with a loud 

voice, saying, “Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and has become a dwelling place of demons, a prison 

for every foul spirit, and a cage for every unclean and hated bird! 3 For all the nations have drunk of the 

wine of the wrath of her fornication, the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the 

merchants of the earth have become rich through the abundance of her luxury.” 4 And I heard another voice 

from heaven saying, “Come out of her, my people, lest you share in her sins, and lest you receive of her 

plagues. 5 For her sins have reached to heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities. 6 Render to her just 

as she rendered to you, and repay her double according to her works; in the cup which she has mixed, mix 

double for her. 7 In the measure that she glorified herself and lived luxuriously, in the same measure give 

her torment and sorrow; for she says in her heart, ‘I sit as queen, and am no widow, and will not see 

sorrow.’ 8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day—death and mourning and famine. And she will be 

utterly burned with fire, for strong is the Lord God who judges her.  

The World Mourns Babylon’s Fall 9 “The kings of the earth who committed fornication and lived 

luxuriously with her will weep and lament for her, when they see the smoke of her burning, 10 standing at 

a distance for fear of her torment, saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city Babylon, that mighty city! For in one 

hour your judgment has come.’ 11 “And the merchants of the earth will weep and mourn over her, for no 

one buys their merchandise anymore: 12 merchandise of gold and silver, precious stones and pearls, fine 

linen and purple, silk and scarlet, every kind of citron wood, every kind of object of ivory, every kind of 

object of most precious wood, bronze, iron, and marble; 13 and cinnamon and incense, fragrant oil and 

frankincense, wine and oil, fine flour and wheat, cattle and sheep, horses and chariots, and bodies and 

souls of men. 14 The fruit that your soul longed for has gone from you, and all the things which are rich 

and splendid have gone from you, and you shall find them no more at all. 15 The merchants of these things, 

who became rich by her, will stand at a distance for fear of her torment, weeping and wailing, 16 and saying, 

‘Alas, alas, that great city that was clothed in fine linen, purple, and scarlet, and adorned with gold and 

precious stones and pearls! 17 For in one hour such great riches came to nothing.’ Every shipmaster, all who travel 

by ship, sailors, and as many as trade on the sea, stood at a distance 18 and cried out when they saw the smoke of her 

burning, saying, ‘What is like this great city?’ 19“They threw dust on their heads and cried out, weeping and 

wailing, and saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city, in which all who had ships on the sea became rich by her 

wealth! For in one hour she is made desolate.’ 20“Rejoice over her, O heaven, and you holy apostles and 

prophets, for God has avenged you on her!”  
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Finality of Babylon’s Fall 21 Then a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it 

into the sea, saying, “Thus with violence the great city Babylon shall be thrown down, and shall not be 

found anymore. 22 The sound of harpists, musicians, flutists, and trumpeters shall not be heard in you 

anymore. No craftsman of any craft shall be found in you anymore, and the sound of a millstone shall not 

be heard in you anymore. 23 The light of a lamp shall not shine in you anymore, and the voice of bridegroom 

and bride shall not be heard in you anymore. For your merchants were the great men of the earth, for by 

your sorcery all the nations were deceived. 24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and saints, and 

of all who were slain on the earth.”  

 

Ram & Goat Prophecy DANIEL 8: 1In the third year of the reign of King Belshazzar a vision 

appeared unto me, even unto me Daniel, after that which appeared unto me at the first. 2 And I saw in a 

vision; and it came to pass, when I saw, that I was at Shushan in the palace, which is in the province of 

Elam; and I saw in a vision, and I was by the river of Ulai. 3 Then I lifted up mine eyes, and saw, and, 

behold, there stood before the river a ram which had two horns: and the two horns were high; but one was 

higher than the other, and the higher came up last.  4 I saw the ram pushing westward, and northward, and 

southward; so that no beasts might stand before him, neither was there any that could deliver out of his 

hand; but he did according to his will, and became great. 5 And as I was considering, behold, an he goat 

came from the west on the face of the whole earth, and touched not the ground: and the goat had a notable 

horn between his eyes. 6 And he came to the ram that had two horns, which I had seen standing before the 

river, and ran unto him in the fury of his power. 7 And I saw him come close unto the ram, and he was 

moved with choler against him, and smote the ram, and brake his two horns: and there was no power in 

the ram to stand before him, but he cast him down to the ground, and stamped upon him: and there was 

none that could deliver the ram out of his hand. 8 Therefore the he goat waxed very great: and when he 

was strong, the great horn was broken; and for it came up four notable ones toward the four winds of 

heaven. 9 And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which waxed exceeding great, toward the south, 

and toward the east, and toward the pleasant land. 10 And it waxed great, even to the host of heaven; and 

it cast down some of the host and of the stars to the ground, and stamped upon them. 11 Yea, he magnified 

himself even to the prince of the host, and by him the daily sacrifice was taken away, and the place of the 

sanctuary was cast down. 12 And an host was given him against the daily sacrifice by reason of 

transgression, and it cast down the truth to the ground; and it practiced, and prospered. 13 Then I heard one 

saint speaking, and another saint said unto that certain saint which spake, How long shall be the vision 

concerning the daily sacrifice, and the transgression of desolation, to give both the sanctuary and the host 

to be trodden under foot? 14 And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall 

the sanctuary be cleansed. 15 And it came to pass, when I, even I Daniel, had seen the vision, and sought 

for the meaning, then, behold, there stood before me as the appearance of a man. 16 And I heard a man's 

voice between the banks of Ulai, which called, and said, Gabriel, make this man to understand the vision. 
17 So he came near where I stood: and when he came, I was afraid, and fell upon my face: but he said unto 

me, Understand, O son of man: for at the time of the end shall be the vision. 18 Now as he was speaking 

with me, I was in a deep sleep on my face toward the ground: but he touched me, and set me upright. 
19 And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall be in the last end of the indignation: for at the 

time appointed the end shall be. 20 The ram which thou sawest having two horns are the kings of Media 

and Persia. 21 And the rough goat is the king of Grecia: and the great horn that is between his eyes is the 

first king. 22 Now that being broken, whereas four stood up for it, four kingdoms shall stand up out of the 

nation, but not in his power. 23 And in the latter time of their kingdom, when the transgressors are come 

to the full, a king of fierce countenance, and understanding dark sentences, shall stand up. 24 And his power 

shall be mighty, but not by his own power: and he shall destroy wonderfully, and shall prosper, and 

practise, and shall destroy the mighty and the holy people. 25 And through his policy also he shall cause 

craft to prosper in his hand; and he shall magnify himself in his heart, and by peace shall destroy many: 

he shall also stand up against the Prince of princes; but he shall be broken without hand. 26 And the vision 

of the evening and the morning which was told is true: wherefore shut thou up the vision; for it shall be 



for many days. 27 And I Daniel fainted, and was sick certain days; afterward I rose up, and did the king's 

business; and I was astonished at the vision, but none understood it.
