
Protect your investment  
with proper cleaning 

 
 Hose fabric off on a monthly basis with clear water. This practice will help prevent dirt from becoming 
deeply imbedded in the fabrics. A more thorough cleaning will be needed every two to three years. Always re-
member to allow the fabrics to air dry after hosing it down.   
 Do not put cushions or shells in the washing machine. This will cause the fabric to tear 
and shrink. Spot cleaning with a gentle soap or cleanser such as Ivory Snow, Dreft or Woolite 
are recommended. Do not use a dryer to dry your fabric. This will often overheat and shrink 
the fabric.  
 It's also important to know that Sunbrella fabrics are treated with a fluorocarbon finish, which en-
hances water repellency. This finish requires replenishment after vigorous cleaning. We suggest that after 
Sunbrella fabrics are cleaned, and if they remain exposed to the elements constantly, that you re-treat your 
Sunbrella fabrics with a water-repellent treatment such as 303 High Tech Fabric Guard™.  

Stubborn stains  
For those stains that are beyond our normal care and cleaning instructions such as bird droppings, roof run-
off, acid rain, pollution, rust, tree sap, insect stains, etc., we suggest the following products: An off-the-shelf 
product such as Goo Gone Grease Cutter (hand cleaner) or Greased Lightning. Rub the product into the fabric 
to allow penetration. Brush the fabric with a soft brush, rinse THOROUGHLY and repeat if necessary.  

 

 Spread the fabric out on a flat surface. Dampen the fabric with clean water. Spray on a diluted solution 
of gentle liquid soap. Leave for 2 or 3 minutes according to degree of dirt. Use a natural bristle brush to brush 
out to the edges.  Rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove all traces of the soapy solution. If the product 
comes in contact with other materials, rinse immediately. In case of severe dirt and grime, repeat the cleaning 
process.  Repeat steps on the reverse side of the fabric. Hang up the Stamoid® Marine textile and leave until 
completely dry.  As soon as the textile is completely dry, you can put it back in place to protect your boat.  

 
 Herculite Riviera Marine Fabric is a polyester reinforced PVC fabric that will provide many years of 
satisfactory service. It is waterproof, mildew, stain and dirt resistant. Occasional hosing with clear water will 
prevent dirt accumulation. Most dirt accumulation can be removed by mild soap, water and a soft scrub 
brush. Rinse thoroughly. In extreme cases, most dirt can be removed by applying half strength bleach and 
brushing softly to cover thoroughly the necessary area. Allow solution to remain for two or three minutes, 
then thoroughly rinse with clear water, protecting surrounding materials or plant growth that might be dam-
aged by the bleach.  In areas particularly conductive to mildew, brush away any visible accumulation of dirt

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 WeatherMax™ fabrics may be spot washed by using a soapy solution of a mild detergent and luke-
warm water. Rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove the soap and allow to air dry. For mildew stains, 
prepare a solution of one (1) cup of bleach plus half (1/2) cup of mild detergent per gallon of water. Spray on 
the entire area and allow soaking. Rinse with clean water and allow to air dry.  

 
 
 

 

 Clean Ultraleather fabrics by spot cleaning with mild soap and water.  Air dry or dry quickly with warm 
setting of a hair dryer. For stubborn stains, use mild solvent (ie. Fantastic or Formula 409).  Disinfect with a 
5:1 bleach solution.  Dry cleanable by conventional methods using commercial dry cleaning solvents.  This 
material cannot be machine-washed. 

Stain Removal: 
 Use mild detergent for coffee, tea, red wine, liquor, soft drinks, milk, ketchup, steak sauce, soy sauce, 
mayonnaise, butter, salad oil, chocolate, cosmetic foundation, lipstick, face cream, suntan oil/lotion, shoe 
polish and urine.  Use a mild cleaning fluid (Woolite) on stains like machine oil and on more stubborn stains 
when mild detergent is not enough.  

 
 Prompt cleaning is always recommended. For regular cleaning and maintenance use mild soap and 
water, then rinse with fresh water and wipe dry with a clean lint free cloth.  To remove oils (Organic & Petro-
leum based), wipe affected area with a soft cloth or soft bristle brush using a non-abrasive cleaner, for exam-
ple:  Formula 409 or Fantastik. Rinse with fresh water and wipe dry.  For more difficult stains, use 10% solu-
tion of household bleach and water. Rinse with fresh water and wipe dry. 
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 To clean all Textilene brand fabric, sponge with a solution of one cup mild detergent with one cup of 
household bleach in three gallons of water, and rinse thoroughly with clean water.  Refrain from using suntan 
lotions and oils on Textilene products.  To successfully remove stains from Textilene fabric, treat the stain as 
soon as possible to prevent it from setting.  
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 Rinse thoroughly to wash away environmental abrasives. Wash with gentle and high quality soap. Do 
not use Simple Green, or PineSol or any other harsh cleaners as they will dull the surface.  Apply the soapy 
water to the clear vinyl section of the curtain with special purpose washing mitt or soft cotton cloths. Thor-
oughly rinse the soapy solution with fresh water and completely dry the curtains with a high quality chamois. 
Your clear vinyl curtains should be washed whenever your boat is washed. After washing the curtains, apply 
IMAR Strataglass Protective Polish or 210 Cleaner & Polish with small, light circular motions using a soft cot-
ton cloth. Insure the clear vinyl panels are free of abrasives.  
Warning  
* Use of RAINEX on Strataglass or O’Sea appears to work for a short time but then dulls the surface and pre-
sents an "Orange Peel" effect. Do not use RAINEX. 
* Use of cleaners, polishes, scratch removers, or any other product made for regular, uncoated vinyl will dam-
age your glass. Do not use these products 
* DO NOT HANDLE WITH SUNSCREEN ON YOUR HANDS! This will permanently cloud the vinyl 
where handled.  

 
 The following techniques for cleaning Makrolon polycarbonate 
sheet are based on standard industry practice. Rinse the sheet with warm water prior to cleaning process. 
Donôt use abrasives or high alkaline cleaners. Donôt leave cleaners on sheet for long periods, wash immedi-
ately. Donôt apply cleaners in direct sunlight or at elevated temperatures. Donôt use scrapers, squeegees or 
razors. Donôt clean with gasoline. 
Do follow the application with a lukewarm water rinse. 
Compatible Cleaners and Detergents: 
Formula 4091, Joy2, Windex with Ammonia D3, Palmolive4, Naphtha VM&P Grade, Isopropyl Alcohol 
Suggested Polishes: 
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 Regular cleaning of the snap studs on your boat will keep them operating efficiently and reduce repairs  

and replacements. Dust and dirt can accumulate between the cap (the part installed in the canvas) and the  

stud (the part installed on the boat) causing burrs on the stud that make the snaps difficult to fasten and  

release. The additional stress will cause the caps to loosen and tear out of the fabric, usually requiring the  

fabric to be patched before a new cap can be installed.  Use #00 steel wool and silicone spray (DO NOT USE 

WD40 as the oil base will attract dirt and worsen the problem).  Using a small piece of steel wood, clean the 

stud as you would a battery terminal, taking care to rub only the stud, not the deck surface. Rinse, wipe or 

blow off any dust or residue from both the stud and the  cap. Canned air is excellent for this. Spray a small 

spritz of silicone into the CAP. Do not spray silicone onto the studs.  
 
 Fasteners should be lubricated with a silicone spray or dry lubricant such as McLube SailKote. 

 Over time, salt water and UV rays can begin to deteriorate zippers. The best way to keep zippers  

functioning properly longer is to use them and keep them clean.  When cleaning your canvas wash zip-

pers as well with a mild soap and warm water and rinse thoroughly.  Lubricate the zippers as they begin 

to wear with EZSnap Snap & Zipper Lubricant or a dry lubricant such as McLube SailKote works well 

also.  Avoid using any petroleum-based products. In a pinch, ChapStick works well also.  
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
