I recognize that some of us play at the same time, so maybe the random matching could come from players that have similar tee times (within an hour), or with some who may be open to play at a different time. Matchings would be made a week in advance to ensure we can both be at the tee times that work for us.
Yes a senior's section to the men's league with an age requirement of 60 and over and playing from the red tees in the Seniors Leaque.
Offer a Tuesday and Wednesday option on mens night. A few more scrambles. Allow members to hand in scorecards for any rounds and the men's committee updates the handicap. There could be a fee charged for this service to the members that want It. Maybe a few juniors would do this for some free food? It would be nice to have a net near the 1st tee so that you could hit a few balls before teeing off.
At the end of the year banquet if anyone has a problem with another members play he should approach that player personally. What happened last year was terrible and it has caused a number of members to leave the men's league for this year.

Food and beverage service more consistent. 
Need a combination of best scoring and best net scoring to both have a chance of success! Might be accomplished partly with the inclusion of different flights for the Wednesday league because net quota point from last year will not work for the low handicaps because people were winning with 37 quota points for 9 holes which is better than a person having 9 straight birdies (9 x 4=36). I will guarantee that no low handicapper got 37 quota points. The person had to have 1 boggy = 1 point, 6 birdies (6 x 4=24 points) and 2 eagles (2 x 6= 12 points) which adds up to 37 total points and the person shot net 9 under par. Tough to compete with!
Scoring system is lopsided and favours too heavily players with higher handicaps. Needs to be revisited and ammended so it is more equitable.
Improbable reporting of scores into the handicap system should be monitored and audited if the player places in the money in tournaments. For example..... a player can not be capable of shooting a round in the 70's in a tournament yet submit a score in the high 90's for handicap purposes. It is an insult to anyone's golf intelligence. Someone capable of shooting that low just simply cannot shoot a score that high. This is an example of very unscrupulous behaviour (sandbagging) and shows very little respect for the game as it is meant to be played. A player like that should be called and told that they are being monitored. Maybe they don't understand how to calculate a proper handicapped score. A sort of handicap police should begin this year. Encourage other players to report any irregularities they notice to the Men's Committee. Make it clear to the player that the Men's Committee is just doing their job on behalf of all the honest golfers in the league
