An engineering firm from 
Philadelphia and the Scranton 
Department of  Public Works 
were working together to raise 
the Farr Building out of  the mud.

The Farr Building, a three-
story brick and stone building 
located at 141 Adams Ave., had 
been gradually sinking into the 
swampy ground underneath it 
for the past 10 years.

J.C. Walters, of  Eichleay En-
gineering of  Philadelphia, and 
local structural engineer Tudor 
Williams, were in charge of  the 
project. They said the work of  
raising the building should have 
been completed by May 15 with 
no disruption to the building’s 
tenants.

The building would be manu-
ally raised using 15-ton jacks.

Walters worked on another 
large-scale operation in Scranton 
back in 1922. Walters and his 
firm moved the Bowman Build-
ing at Jefferson Avenue and 
Linden Street to Madison Avenue 
and Linden Street.

Methodist to fight 
gambling, lotteries

At a Scranton meeting of  the 
Wyoming Conference of  the 
Methodist Church, the Rev. Dr. 
L.W. William declared “gambling 
is a vice, no matter how disguised 
or how popular its practice.”
