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Shippensburg Area EMS Gratefully Receives $63,000 from FEMA for Continued Support of Advanced Life Support (ALS) Services
On January 6, 2014, Medic 73 went in service and is celebrating over four years of successful service this year. On July 13, 2018 the management team of Shippensburg Area EMS was notified that they were approved and were going to receive $63,000 dollars from the AFG (Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program) FEMA grant to support the advanced life support program and the equipment required. 
The grant money awarded will be allotted to purchase a cardiac monitor, an additional LUCAS (automated chest compression system) device, and an additional ventilator system for advanced airway support. This equipment is critical for the advanced life support service to be successful, remain licensed, and to provide the highest level of emergency care to the Shippensburg community.

This will allow Shippensburg EMS to use this capital money to ensure the replacement of our fleet and to continue to fund the other critical and important projects that the department undertakes to support our community on many different levels.
