The

Compensation proposed for the Mayor is $7,617 and $5,855 per 
year for each Trustee.  All persons wishing to be heard on

the question of adoption of the tentative budget will be

provided an opportunity to speak, as time permits.
The budget was presented as follows:
GENERAL FUND

The proposed General Fund budget for 2019/2020 is $4,185,255         with a tax levy of $3,094,444 and revenues of $893,164. An appropriated fund balance of $197,647 will be used. The proposed tax rate will be $22.86 per thousand of assessed valuation, which represents a .84% increase from the previous year.
WATER FUND
The Water Fund is looking at a budget of $1,087,310.  The water rates will be $7.30/inside and $12.95 outside, which represents a zero percent increase for inside users and a 7.9% increase for outside users.

SEWER FUND

The Sewer Fund is looking at a budget of $1,137,187. The sewer rate will be $8.22 inside and $12.84 outside, which reflects a 3.5%/11.65% increase from last year.

DEBT SERVICE

The debt service budget for 2019/2020 is $387,053.76.
SANITATION FUND

The Sanitation Fund is looking at a budget of $994,675.   This fund will derive its revenue thru Village wide sanitation billing, which will see a 5% increase in the 2019-20 budget.
