W. B. Wooster was born April

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A Parental Dilemma

I have no desire to be a calam-
ity howler or even to be pessimis-
tic concerning the state of the
moral fiber of ‘“we the people of
the TUnited States”. However,
it seems to me, it is time for us
to make a fight against the ob-
vious eroding effects our modern
way of life is having on our moral
standards. I frequently see ar-
ticles in magazines and other pub-
lications, written by leading doc-
tors, psychologists, lawyers and
law enforcement officers, calling
our attention to what is happening
and prescribing what we should
do to remedy it. I appreciate the
interest these learned and ex-
perienced people have shown and
I am sure their suggestions are all
good but so far I see no real pro-
gress being made toward recti-
fying the situation.

It appears to me that we par-
ents are the ones who are going
to have to insist on changing the
direction of things. We are per-
mitting, by negligence and, or,
lack of discipline, our children %o
drift with any convenient current.
We are not giving them the firm
leadership they need in their for-
mative years, we let too many
outside forces influence them and
we don’t examine these outside
forces closely enough. Our child-
ren are under the influence of
people and things other than the
parent far more than we realize.
We, the parents, are responsible
for the formation of their charac-
ters, we are responsible for the
formation of their moral code.
If I am thus responsible for my
child, I want to know what he or
she is doing and I want to elim-
inate as many known hazards as
possible along the way.

I wonder if there are as many
things wrong with our world to-
day as I sometime imagine or
am I just becomine over sencitive
to the moral code I have adopted
to live and guide myself by? Am
I justified in getting all upset
when I see things becoming com-
monplace that would have been
unthinkable to the average teen-
ager when I was a bov? T feel
like I grew up in an atmosphere

that had thrown off the Victor-
ian code of morals and had estab-
lished itself on a moderate, easy
to live with, pattern of life. A way
of life that would prove to be a
firm foundation for new genera-
tions to build on and to pass on
to their children.

I look around me and I feel
that I need to protect my three
daughters from the wide open in-
vitations to observe or even par-
ticipate in activities which are
morally wrong according to my
code. Now this is not the simple
decision to teach them that it is
always better to do right than
wrong along the “Frank Merri-
well” theme of things. TUntil a
few years ago it seemed that
there was no question as to whe-
ther a particular act or activity
was right or wrong. It was eith-
er good or bad, black or white,
acceptable behavior or not ac-
ceptable behavior. Society has
always had a certain percentage
of deviants from the accepted
moral code but until recent years
they were clearly identified as
deviants and were not to be
emulated. Somewhere along the
line in the past few years we
have started making heroes and
heroines out of the most blatant
of these deviants, we made their
movies the most successful, their
records the most popular and
their books the best sellers. Our
children have grown up in this
atmosphere and have observed
this condition since childhood so
it is no wonder that they do not
recognize it as “out of the ordi-
rary.” It is part of their way of
life and no matter how distaste-
ful it may be to we parents to
think of it this way, it is and will
become, part of the “way that
they were brought up.”

I find myself with the problem
of trving to encourage my teen-
age daughter to do right and then
having to define right and wrong
and spelling out what is right and
what is wrong. This is no easy
task but it must be undertaken.
Let me give you a few examples
of my dilemma. A lady does not
smoke, it is a foul habit, detri-

mental to the health and a sin.
A few years ago the facts stated
above were not questioned, we
were taught this by our ministers,
our teachers and our elders. Just
16 years ago I turned from a
planned teaching profession be-
cause I smoked and where I was
raised teachers did not smoke
other than in strict privacy or far
from the sight of their students.
Then a few years ago with the
introduction of mass advertising
and the realization that a pretty
girl helps sell any product, we
were started on a process of re-
education. First the pretty girl
admired the man’s taste in brands,
later the lady lit the man’s cig-
arette for him and before long
she had discovered the joys of
smoking for herself.

We have brought this atmos-
phere into our homes via news-
papers, magazines, radio and now
we can observe, every 15 min-
utes, in color or black and white,
in a scene of elegance and fault-
less decor a lady of obvious good
breeding unqualifiedly recom-
mending the brand of her choice.
Now who can be so naive and
prudish as to stand up against
such wide acceptance of this hab-
it? We have been educated or
“brainwashed” right out of the
lesson we adults learned as
children. Actually we adults have
not been ‘“brainwashed”, we
know both sides of the story and
we feel that we are smart enough
to make our own decisions. We
have made these decisions based
on a more or less educated ap-
praisal of the situation, weighed
heavily, of course, by our own
desires. Our children are not so
fortunate as we, they have not
had the “thou shalt not” part of
their education in regard to smok-
ing, until just recently they did
not even have the benefit of the
government reports to point out
the adverse side of smoking. Un-
der these conditions we not only
have to tell them that it is detri-
mental to them to smoke but we
have to tell them why. This ar-
gument must be forceful enough
to overcome the impressions
gained from many hours of
watching prime television de-
voted to creating a desire and an
atmosphere of acceptability for
the smoking habit.

After smoking, the subject of
drinking becomes the most nat-
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ural, no doubt because 25 years
ago ‘“smoking and drinking” was
the most popular sign that a per-

son was headed for eternal des-
truction. There was no defending
such behavior on the part of any-
one; people who indulged in these
habits openly were either admit-
ted failures or had no respect for
public opinion. The picture that
brewing industry now presents to
our children and to all of us is
one of indescribable pleasure and
luxury. Beer has been raised
from a common unsophisticated
status to the point of being a sign
of culture just to serve it to your
guests. We have been led to the
belief that beer is no longer the
alcoholic beverage that it used to
be. Doesn’t beer still make
people drunk after consumption
has meached a certain level?
Isn’t beer the same beverage that
contributes directly to a large
percentage of our traffic fatal-
ities and isn’t it the same drink
that has taken food from the ta-
bles of families whose breadwin-
ner did not have sufficient will
power or sense of responsibility
to overcome the brain-addling
effects of this or any alcoholic
beverage? I am fully aware of
the fact that moderation changes
the worst effects of this indul-
gence into inoffensive diversions
which are no worse than dozens
of completely acceptable activi-
ties which we all participate in
and enjoy with no sense of wrong
doing. The part of this that beats
me is how am I going to convince
my children that it is just a lit-
tle bit wrong? How do I define
moderation, “go ahead and enjoy
yourself and partake of all the
popular pastimes but don’t go
too far,” “be sure and quit before
you cross that line that changes
right to wrong?” Youth is not,
and never has been, an age of
moderation and I can only come
to the conclusion that the only
honest way I can meet this prob-
lem is to tell my children that
they should refrain from any use
whatsoever of alcoholic bever-
ages.

In my book, this is an area
where we must keep a clear-cut
definition of what is permissible
and what is not. This teaching
should at least give them the ad-
verse side of the picture to bal-
ance the appealing side present-

ed by advertisers and give them
something sound to base their
own decisions on.

One of the most frightening as-
pects, of what we are exposing
our teenage morals to, is in the
realm of popular movies. We
read about teenage sex parties
and the constant increase of pre-
marital and extra-marital sex ac-
tivity and wonder what is hap-
pening to the old ideas of chas-
tity and virtue. I had an hour to
spare a few days ago, it was on
Saturday afternoon and a theatre
was in the immediate area of my
business appointment. I noticed
that the feature was Texas and
the stars included Frank Sinatra
and Dean Martin (two vocalists
of merit) so I chose to spend this
time seeing what I could of this
movie. I waded through the mob
of children who were spending
the afternoon there to be picked
up by their mothers when the
movie was over. It appeared to
me that almost all of the audience
was composed of children under
15 years old. I never did get a
clear picture of what the plot
of the movie was, but I saw more
raw suggestiveness and sex in the
next 30 minutes than I saw in
some of San Francisco’s burles-
gue houses during the 2nd World
War. It was frankly embarass-
ing to me and from the giggles
and laughter of the teenage mem-
bers of the audience there was
no question but what they knew
just what was intended and im-
plied. Just stop and consider for
a minute now, would you like to
think of your teenage child sit-
ting through this movie with his
or her date and having their
minds and emotions stirred by
the suggestive, sex-laden picture
of life as portrayed by the movie
industry?

The picture of sexual promis-
cuity that the movie producers
have presented is so enticing that
it would take a real hard-shelled
moralist to watech it and not be
sensually aroused by it. This
movie and others of the same
type are being produced for the
general consumption of the movie
goers and a large portion of these
are our teenage and younger
children.

Now I ask you, should I per-
mit my children to attend movies
without having screened them

first to find out if they are rela-
tively free of erotic influence, or
should I take the attitude that

since everyone else is letting their
children go maybe I should too,
rather than take a chance on be-
ing considered radical or unrea-
sonable. The way I see it is that
until something is done to control
the content of movies shown to
the general public, I will limit
my children to Disney movies
and any others that I have a def-
inite knowledge of the contents.
Perhaps the thing we should all
do is get a good book and stay
home and read. That was the
suggestion I used to get when I
was a youngster and it was con-
sidered a sure way to spend a
boring few hours by most boys
and girls, except of course, the
few we referred to as “book .
worms.”” Things are different
now, in case you haven’t noticed.
I personally do a lot of reading
and always have, fiction, histori-
cal writings, anything I could get
my hands on I would read. I feel
that this makes me a fair judge
of the current crop of reading
material. My advice to you fel-
low-parents is to forget any il-
lusions you might have had about
reading being a perfectly safe
pastime for your child. This is
an area we need to carefully ex-
amine anything we are not fully
acquainted with. You may think
that you can safely let your boys
and girls read anything that they
check out of the public or school
libraries. These are the libraries
where our children check out
their books and where contests
are held for them to see who can
read the most books. Let me re.
late one little incident which oc-
curred just last year. I noticed
in the mail a card addressed to
my 13 year old daughter from
one of our major publishing
houses. It offered her a member-
ship in a new book club which
was being formed exclusively
for men. The offer read that for
one nickle they would send her
the first of monthly selections of
books guaranteed to be highly in-
teresting to all males. The book
clubs service would eliminate the
necessity of reading many books
to find the really interesting ones,
these were to be selected by the
staff of the club and only the best

would be included. They. were
also careful to point out they
would be a little too racy for
your old maid aunt to read. Now
my daughter’s name is strictly
feminine and could not possibly
be mistaken for a male name 50
I sent them a nickle and my bus-
iness address and sure enough a
couple of weeks later I received
the first selection, in my daugh-
ter’s name. It was an attractive-
ly bound book and had the ap-
pearance of a perfectly respect-
able addition to the family Ii-
brary. I read this book and it
made me almost ill to think that
my 13 year old child could have
been exposed to this almost
pornographic literature, if I had
not accepted this offer. She loves
to send things and she might
have received this book without
my being aware of its contents
and she would have been exposed
to the vivid accounts of adult sex
activities portrayed within its
covers.

You will, of course, agree that
soemething should be done to pre-

vent this sort of thing from hap-
pening and that nothing would be
too harsh to restrain such irres-
sponsibilities. This is deplorable,
but you can imagine my feeling
of helplessness when I walked
into the local public library
where my children and the rest
of the local school children get
most of their reading material
and found one of these “select
books” on the shelf right along
side of some of their “required
reading” books. Since then I
have read several selections from
this library and I find that prac-
tically all of the more recent
publications have passages which
are very suggestive if not com-
pletely lewd. I have come to the
conclusion that until we find a
solution to this problem, I will
have to review every book that
my children bring home wunless
I am certain of the contents.
These examples are just a few of
the fearsome horns of the dilem-
ma that modern American parents
are facing today. This nation
needs healthy-minded, Christian
principled citizens for the years
ahead but what chance will our
children have to fulfill this need
unless we give them a strong
moral Dbackground to draw
strength from. I don’t sound the
praises of the “good old days”,
they had their problems too and
fortunately for us, they found the
answers. Now it is our turn to
meet these challenges for the sake
of our children and grandchild-
ren. We must do something to
arrest this apparent degeneration
of our moral codes. It is a task
that cannot be postponed any
longer.
