Several hurt in collapse 
at Tech-Central game

There was action on and off  the 
field at the annual Tech-Central foot-
ball game at Athletic Park.

During the first quarter, several 
spectators were injured when the 
roof  of  a shed collapsed at the field. 
The people were standing on the 
roof  at the time of  the collapse.

A large squad of  Scranton police 
officers worked to free the specta-
tors from the debris.

Only two people injured in the 
collapse required a hospital visit.

Robert Hoffman of  Wyoming Ave-
nue was the only one who needed to 
be hospitalized. He was believed to 
have suffered a skull fracture and a 
concussion.

Marjorie Surdovel of  Linden 
Street was treated for cuts to her left 
knee.

Hoffman’s son, Martin, who was 
also on the roof, grabbed onto a cor-
ner of  the shed and hung there until 
police helped him get down.

Prior to the start of  the game, 
police reported that they told specta-
tors to get down from the shed’s 
roof.

The shed was used for storage by 
the Scranton School District and the 

Farmers’ Market.
On the field, Tech beat Central by 

a score of  12-6.

Local bus lines and the Lackawa-
nna Railroad reported that their 
coaches and passenger cars were 
filled with holiday travelers.

Close to 900 patients at the area’s 
hospitals were treated to a special 
turkey dinner. The State General 
Hospital in Scranton prepared 247 
turkey dinners for its patients and 
extended visiting hours so families 
could spend the holiday with their 
loved ones.

Lackawanna County Prison War-
den Patrick Manley reported that 58 
inmates were served a traditional 
Thanksgiving dinner.
