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Regular Meeting                                          

Nameoki Town Trustees

July 24, 2017
Supervisor Randy Presswood called the regular meeting of the town Trustees to order.  Clerk Hawkins led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk, Helen Hawkins to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Foster and Trustee Nemsky.  Absent were Trustee Abel who had a house fire and Trustee Edwards who was out of town.  A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Foster, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:

Clerk Hawkins stated that she gave a copy of a news report concerning Granite City Water Treatment Plant receives National Award.
BILLS:

A motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Nemsky to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Nemsky then made a motion second by Trustee Foster to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT: 

Trustee Foster read the Treasurers Report dated July 24. 2017.  A motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Trustee Nemsky read the Health Report from June 19 thru July 14, 2017.  A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Foster to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Presswood gave a report about the progress on the $75,000 loan for the Shirlene Drive holding pond project.  He said it is moving along.
NEW BUSINESS:

Supervisor Presswood informed those present about the leaking roof in our foyer.  He then asked Highway Commissioner Luehmann if his crew could do the work or if they could find someone to fix the roof and pay for such under prevailing wages.  Commissioner Luehmann answered that he would see how he could help with the problem.  Also we talked about getting some bids on the Highway Equipment and Erbs has a three year lease program which is 35 G Compact Excavator and we get to buy it at a reduced cost at the end of a three year lease program for a $1.00.  Trustee Nemsky made a motion, second by Trustee Foster to approve cost of $37,500 for the equipment.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried. 
TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS:

Town Assessor Hanfelder requested some help for the Town Clerks Office in that a better recorder should be bought since the old outdated recorder will hardly pick up.  Clerk Hawkins thanked Assessor Hanfelder and Supervisor Presswood stated that a new recorder will be purchased for the Clerks Office.
PUBLIC INPUT:

Town resident Linda Knogl asked why the Deputy Clerk was not at the meeting with her recorder.  Supervisor Presswood answered that Clerk Hawkins had previously fired the Deputy Clerk.  Clerk Hawkins answered no that she was simply not hired for a full time position at the June 23, 2017 meeting.  Linda also asked about the Auditors General Assistance Forensic Report.  She was advised that she would have to file a Freedom of Information request for such and that we cannot discuss personnel at an open meeting.
There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Nemsky to adjourn the meeting until August 14, 2017 at 7:00 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
