MARCH 4 & 5, 2023
SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT
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Today, the Second Sunday of Lent, as we continue on the penitential
journey, the liturgy invites us, after presenting the Gospel of Jesus'
temptations in the desert last week, to reflect on the extraordinary
event of the Transfiguration on the mountain. Considered together,
these episodes anticipate the Paschal Mystery: Jesus' struggle with
the tempter preludes the great final duel of the Passion, while the
light of his transfigured Body anticipates the glory of the Resurrection.
On the one hand, we see Jesus, fully man, sharing with us even
temptation; on the other, we contemplate him as the Son of God who
divinizes our humanity. Thus, we could say that these two Sundays
serve as pillars on which to build the entire structure of Lent until
Easter, and indeed, the entire structure of Christian life, which
consists essentially in paschal dynamism: from death to life.

The mountain - Mount Tabor, like Sinai - is the place of nearness
to God. Compared with daily life it is the lofty space in which to breathe
the pure air of creation. It is the place of prayer in which to stand in
the Lord's presence like Moses and Elijah, who appeared beside the
transfigured Jesus and spoke to him of the "exodus"that awaited him
in Jerusalem, that is, his Pasch. The Transfiguration is a prayer event:
in praying, Jesus is immersed in God, closely united to him, adhering
with his own human will to the loving will of the Father, and thus light
invades him and appears visibly as the truth of his being: he is God,
Light of Light. Even Jesus' raiment becomes dazzling white. This is
reminiscent of the white garment worn by neophytes. Those who are
reborn in Baptism are clothed in light, anticipating heavenly existence
(cf. Rev 7: 9, 13). This is the crucial point: the Transfiguration is an
anticipation of the Resurrection, but this presupposes death. Jesus
expresses his glory to the Apostles so that they may have the strength
to face the scandal of the Cross and understand that it is necessary
to pass through many tribulations in order to reach the Kingdom of
God. The Father's voice, which resounds from on high, proclaims
Jesus his beloved Son as he did at the Baptism in the Jordan, adding:
"Listen to him" (Mt 17: 5). To enter eternal life requires listening to
Jesus, following him on the way of the Cross, carrying in our heart like
him the hope of the Resurrection. "Spe sal/”, saved in hope. Today
we can say: "Transfigured in hope”.

Turning now in prayer to Mary, let us recognize in her the human
creature transfigured within by Christ's grace and entrust ourselves
to her guidance, to walk joyfully on our path through Lent.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The basis of Abraham’s test in the First Reading is the fact
that his neighbors followed a religious system that demanded
human sacrifice. In offering Isaac’s life on an altar of
sacrifice, he is following long-accustomed religious
practice. Ancient people accepted this because they thought
that life was an ever-renewing circle: what had been lost
would be restored in time. But here, God springs this trap
and gives Abraham, Isaac, and you and me, a future. From
now on, God will provide the sacrifice. From this point on,
our lives have a direction, a purpose, a goal.

The faithful following of Lent and its consoling,
challenging scriptures strengthens and prepares us to
remember the Lord’s Passion and Resurrection. Today,
many parishes welcome home the elect, men and women
chosen on the First Sunday of Lent for the Easter sacraments,
from a celebration with the Bishop. The Scriptures today are
chosen with them in mind, to steady their steps, to clear their
vision, to strengthen their resolve. “If God is for us, who can
be against us?” (Romans 8:31).

TURNING POINTS

Our Readings today describe turning points for those
whom God has chosen. In Genesis, God calls Abram to
leave his homeland, with the promise of forming a
people in a new land. In the Gospel, the disciples see
Jesus literally in a new light, the bright light of Jesus’
transfiguration. They begin to see Jesus, and
themselves, in a new way. These are times when God
presents a new way forward, providing new purpose
and energy. Our lives too have their own turning
points, where God is working (usually in less
spectacular fashion) to lead us into fuller maturity,
and into deeper unity with God and others. The road
ahead, as with Abram, Jesus, and the disciples, may be
long and difficult. Lent can be a time when we reflect
upon these turning points in our past, and consider
how God may be stirring something new in us today.
