Over 300 riders turned out in Oklahoma City and were treated to 100.1
miles of groomed, well marked trails. Deep, soft sand sections with miles of whoops were interspersed with tight
bar-banging tight woods sections that included a few bottomless mud holes fo test the riders trail reading skills
Vincent Davis (‘94 Junior Team rider at the ISDE) tangled with slower riders on the first loop and felt a little panic as
he turned up the wick thinking he was late. That little burst of speed resulted in a one minute early penalty at the next]
heck. Steve Travis matched Davis point for point, resisted the early points and started the second loop two points up
on Davis. Travis held on as Davis put on.a charge at the end of the second loop gaining a point on Travis and nearly|
wo as Travis came into the final check a minute down and 57 seconds. The three second margin was enough for the
win with Travis losing seven points to Davis’s eight. Travis commented after the event; ‘I knew I had him if 1 just
slowed down and made no mistakes.””
