The fourth may cause us pause if we are
truly honest.

Consistent with the last few years, the Stewardship Committee will concentrate on commitment
and participation rather than dollars. It is our intent that all parishioners that hold Trinity to be
their home parish and spiritual stronghold to submit a pledge card of support. The amount is
not relevant, the commitment is critical.

I am not saying that Trinity does not require funds to exist and flourish. However, I do know
that Stewardship operates cyclically and once parishioners make the commitment to
participate, they will feel more ownership and involvement. As John Westerhoff concludes in
his book Grateful and Generous Hearts, “Stewardship is not a program or campaign, it is not
about raising money for the church budget; it is a way of life that issues forth naturally from
Christian faith and spiritual life.”

In the coming weeks, there will be many opportunities to discuss our programs and answer
questions as to what is expected of us all.
