Nameoki Town Trustees

October 14, 2014
Supervisor Randy Viessman called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. Clerk Hawkins led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Viessman asked Town Clerk, Helen Hawkins, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Viessman was Trustee Abel, Trustee Luehmann, Trustee Edwards and Trustee Nemsky. A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:
Clerk Hawkins read a Notice of Application for Permit to Manage Waste, a Madison County Township Officials Quarterly Meeting Notice and a Metro East Sanitary District Request for new culvert pipe. All have been included into your folders for your review and are placed on file.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
A Township logo was presented to The Board of Trustees from our Assessor Tammy Hanfelder.
PUBLIC INPUT:

Victor Jackson of 4400 Nameoki Road and Sara Sanders of 1733 Courtney Boulevard complained about the recent road work in their area. They stated that whatever was used is causing a big problem of dust. Also Sara complained that speeders are driving well over 25mph up and down Courtney Boulevard. Highway Commissioner Donald Moore answered that he knew about the bad problem of dust and that he has talked to Madison County Highway Departments, Stan in that it was supposed to be clean rock and what can be done to take care of the problem. Town Clerk Hawkins also Clerk of the Highway asked Highway Commissioner Moore if he could get any money back from where he got the rock etc. Highway Commissioner Moore answered, I doubt that we can.  I am now looking for ways to correct the problem. Clerk Hawkins stated as to the speeders on Courtney, this is a Madison County Sherriff’s issue and what I would do if I lived there is try to get the speeders license number and turn it in to the Sherriff Office. Trustee Luehmann stated that he will turn the speeding issue onto the newly elected Sherriff after he is sworn in. Town Assessor Tammy Hanfelder informed the Board of Trustees that she is hosting a senior citizens holiday food drive.  We are looking for donations of can goods and other non-perishable food items to create food baskets for needy senior citizens in Nameoki Township. Any senior that is 65 or older will be considered for a basket by coming to the Assessor’s Office and filling out the request form she concluded. Larry Erney of Granite City Township told the Board of Trustees that he is planning a

BBQ fundraiser to be here at the Nameoki Hall. This event is to help Assessor Hanfelder raise money for her holiday food drive.
OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Viessman stated that our auditors Schlosser & Company should be here at our  next meeting to explain our audit. Pontoon Beach Mayor Mike Pagano asked if any decision was reached concerning the Nameoki Road & Bridge tax money issue. Attorney Ron Motil stated that he was working on an intergovernmental agreement. I have discussed this situation with the Township Officials of Illinois and will soon have an intergovernmental agreement that the Village of Pontoon Beach and Nameoki Township can agree with. Attorney Motil stated that he sent an email to each Nameoki Board Member informing them that the attorney for Choteau Township, Jim Sinclair stated that Choteau Township is not planning a lawsuit regarding the Morrison Road closure.
NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Viessman informed the Trustee Board that he is setting up a new Health Insurance committee and has appointed Trustee Curt Edwards and Charles Luehmann to serve on the committee.
