Conditions Agreed To:

1.
To receive a free return service if no pregnancy results, at first mating, the bitch must have a progesterone test done by a licensed vet. The bitch owner must provide a copy of the progesterone test to the stud owner dated PRIOR to first breeding. The return stud service will be of the same sire to the same bitch if no pregnancy results; at no charge unless shipping is required there will be a fee of $250. The bitch owner must notify the stud dog owner of failure to conceive in writing by a licensed vet not more than 63 days after last mating accompanied by a copy of ultrasound of x-ray showing no pregnancy. 
2.
Bitch owner must show the stud owner the bitch’s registration paperwork to confirm registration of the bitch prior to breeding if stud fee is a puppy back.

3.
Pay the stud service fee before the bitch is serviced. 
4.
Two puppies born alive constitutes a litter/pregnancy. No return service will be given. If less than 2 pups born alive, a vet statement must state this within 48 hours of birth.

Puppy-Back Deals

1.
If a puppy-back is being used for the stud fee, the bitch owner must notify the stud owner as soon as the litter is born and ready to go home. At 6 weeks old the stud owner will choose the pick puppy out of the litter. 

2.
If a puppy-back PLUS a stud fee is required, the stud fee is due before breeding. 

3.
The bitch owner must pay for the shipping of the puppy back if needed. Bitch owner must pay for semen shipping if needed.

4.   If litter is only 1 puppy, stud owner is still entitled to that puppy. A repeat will be given.

5. The litter will be registered under STUD owner’s name to ensure delivery of pup-back in exchange for paperwork. Stud owner will have paperwork in-hand upon pick-up of the puppy back. Dam owner must provide proof of ownership prior to breeding (UKC or ABKC paperwork in their name).
