PUMPIN SPICE BARS WITH CREAM CHEESE FROSTING

Cake:
4 |Lg. Eggs 1 |Tsp. |Bakingsoda
2 |Cups [|Sugar 1'% |Tsp. |Cinnamon
1 |Cup |Vegetable oil %2 | Tsp. |Ground ginger
1 |160z. |Can of pumpkin Ya | Tsp. |Ground cloves
2 |Cups |Flour %2 |Cup [|Raisins
2 |Tsp. |Baking powder 1 |Cup [|Pecans or walnuts coarsely chopped
1. Preheat oven to 350°.
2. Grease a jelly roll pan 15”7 x 10”7 x 1.
3. Beat eggs, sugar, oil, and pumpkin in mixer bowl.
4. Stir flour, baking powder, baking soda, cinnamon, ginger and cloves together; then add to liquids.
5. Add raisins and nuts.
6. Stir on mixer till combined.
7. Pour into greased pan.
8. Bake 25 — 30 minutes until light brown on top or toothpick comes out clean.
9. Cool, and then frost with Cream cheese frosting.
Frosting:
1 |8oz. |Package cream cheese, room temperature 2 | Tsp. Vanilla
% |Cup |Butter, room temperature 4 | Cups Powdered sugar

1. Beat above together in mixer bowl until smooth and of spreading consistency.
2. Spread over cooled cake.
3. Sprinkle top of cake with nuts.

SAND DOLLAR COOKIES
%2 |Cup | Butter, softened Ya |Tsp. |Baking powder
Cup |Powdered sugar Egg white
2 |Lg. Eggs, 2 yolks, 1 white Cinnamon
1 |Tsp. |Vanilla Sugar
1 |Cup |Flour Sliced almonds
¥4

1. Cream together: butter and powdered sugar until creamy.

2. Add in the whole egg and yolk, and then vanilla; beat till well combined.

3. Stir in flour and baking powder until you have a very soft dough.

4. Form dough into ball, wrap in plastic and refrigerator for 1-hour or up to 3 days.
5. Preheat oven to 350°.

6. Line baking sheet with parchment paper.

7. Roll our dough to %4 on a floured surface and cut into 2” circles.

8. Brush circles with beaten egg white.

9. Sprinkle with cinnamon and sugar mixed together till light brown.

10.Press 5 almond slivers onto each cookie.
