The Annual Holiday Concert is scheduled for Tuesday, December 12th in the GPR. All 
Daycare children will be performing and we ask everyone to stay for the duration. It will 

start promptly at 5:30 PM and will be finished in less than an hour. The Holiday Concert 
Dress Rehearsal is scheduled on Monday, December 11th so please plan to pick 
up your child after 5. (Sorry, no peeking.) 

Please note: Part-Time Nursery School children will not be performing at the Daycare 
Holiday Concert; instead they will perform their holiday song during their daytime 
holiday party on Dec. 22 in a more familiar environment.  
 

Part-Time Nursery School Spots 
Help spread the word! We have immediate openings in Nursery School for children who 
turn 3 in 2017.  It’s a 2-hour program each morning from 9:15-11:15.  The cost is 

$29/day.  It’s a wonderful way to prepare children for when they start school next year. 
Unlike our Daycare programs, you don’t have to live in Jackman’s catchment area to 
attend Nursery School; it’s open to all families. There are 2-day, 3-day and 5-day

Loose Parts 
The field of Early Childhood Education is continually evolving. Loose Parts is a new 
element of Emergent Curriculum whereby we utilize open-ended components to foster 
creativity and child-directed activities. We can always use more materials such as 

wood, fabric, scarves, nuts, bolts, gems, yarn, dress-up clothing, wooden dowels, etc. 
Drop off any loose parts in any of our daycare rooms. 
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Did You Know…? 
All program rooms have what we call “After 4 Programs.” We bring in special guests to 

work with the children on projects, activities or skills that are in addition to their normal 
daycare experience.  Children have an opportunity to participate in an After 4 program 
designed for their age group. We are pleased to be hosting After 4 Programs including: 

yoga, board games, soccer drills, music, dance and many cooking activities. Please try 
to pick up after the time noted on the room calendar.
