A little pight-year-old gir] wrote that poem - a little girl
whose ¢ycs never really saw the wanderfut wercld shout her.
When she was 3 baby of six moathe, she canght a cold. The
family physician wus away, so enother doctor was called. He
prawribed hot pouliicca for both eyes, whick eventually
destroycd the bahy’s sight. It was learned later that the man
was zo! quatified to practice medicine, e had left town and
was never hcard firom again.

Fanny Croshy was the name of that child. Fanny had no
bitterness in her beurt. She always felt it was God's plan to
alluw her to dwell in darkness that abe wmight better
understand how tu help people “see” with their heartz!

She lived to be ninety-four years of age, and her sunny
disposition never deserted her. Once, whan she was no
longer ynung, she told a friend, "I made up my mind [ wauld
never become a disagreeable old woman, and that wherever
I went, I wounld take sunshine and good cheer.”

Ti. was ut her beloved grandmather's knee that Frany
accepted that Lord Jesus Christ as her persanal Seviour.
Tagether they wnunld rrad the Haly Seripturss and pray. In
the brief space of twelve months, Fanny learned by memory
the faur gospsls of the New Testament, and most of the first
four beoks of the Old Teslament.
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In spits of her handicap, she playe] with chikicen her own
age from early morting until night. She could ¢limb trees
like a squirrsl, and ride horsehark as fast as tha heat of
horsemen. One fervent hope butrhed In her heart, and this
she put into works as she knelt beside her grandmother's
rocker: "Dicar Lord, please show me how 1 can learn like
ul.h Hr r.hi]drun ."

At fourteen, she was sent to the New York institute for
the Blind. Tn the rnd of her days, she war grateful to the
kindly doetor who visited the Instirution. “Here is a
poetess,” he toki ker instructors. “Grive her every peasibla
cacouragement. Bead ber the best books, and teach her to
appreciate the finest in peetry. Somusday you will hear from
het."

She remained at Lhe institute for lwenty-threa yaars - the
last fifreen as a beloved and inspiring teachor. Ilere ahe
published several volumes of verse, but she had nat as yet
found ker lifcwork.

Fanay Crushy’y greainess of cheructer allracted people to
her. She knew many of the presidents of the United States.
She had a wide circle of fviends. She was a great kaver of
children and they in turn delighted in the atorfes ahe had to
tell them.

She left the institute in 1858, The same year she married
Alexander Van Alslyne, 4 blind musicinn,

Throngh a minister, she met the well-known composer,
William R, Bradbury, who was looking for someone wha
could write hymn poems. In three days Fanny wrote her
first hymn. From Lhai day, shw knew she had found her
lifework.

She did not compose a singls line nf 2 hymn unti] she was
past Jorty, but she fived to write close to eight thousand
poerms and hymns, Her first hymn “Pass Me Not, O Gentle
Saviour” attracted world-wide attention. Other familiar
favarites are “Sale in the Arma of Jesus,” “Saviour More
Than Life to Me.” “Praise Him! Praise Him[" “Tell Mec the
Story of Jesus."” “Near the Croze,” “He Hideth My Soul,"
and "Saved by Grace.”

Her hymns, widely used in har day and translated into
many foreign languages. rre just RS popular with us today.
Scures of puople have houn savenl whils they wers listening
to the words of her hymns, Multitudes have found eomfort,
and countless others have had Lthair faith cekiadhed.

Eler beautifu! hymns were inspired by sueh simple things
as a little incident, & nead , and a friendly act. A friend once
wrote a simple tune and asked, “What does It say ta you,
Fanny?' Fanny thought awhile and answerad:

Blvssed aagurance, Jesugis mine!

Oh, what 2 foretaste of glory divine!
Heir of salvation, purchase of God,
Born of Hir Spirit, washad in Hia blond,

"Rescue the Periching” was a result of her work iz
missions. [x was born in her heart es she lalked with u bay
who had run away from home. As he told her his mother had
died and of the light that had eome inuo his saul when he was
converted, she thought of the words that were o bring
salvation to many others:

Reseue the perishing, ¢are far the dying,
Snatch them in pity from sin and the grave;

Weep o'er the erring one, Likt up the fallen,
Tell them of Jesun the mighty to save.

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Fanny Croshy felt that laziness had po place in the
Christiun's Jife. She waorked untiringly and was happiest
alone in the gulet of her room - mlone with God, where her
ingpiring thought grew inla versen. Patisnlly she romposed
the words and the nexi day quoted verbatitn what she had
compased the day before.

The noted English poetess, Frances Hidley Iavergal,
wrote these lines of Lribute o Fanny Crosby:

Sweat blind singer, over 1ha sas,

‘Tunetul and jubilant, kow can it be,

Thal the vongs of gladness, which float so far
Auif they fell from an evening star,

Are the nates ol one who may never see. ..
Herw can ahe sing in the dark lke this?
What is ber fountain of light and bliss?
Her heart can sea! Her haart can see!

Well may she sing 3¢ joyously!

For the King Himsslf, in His tender grace,
Hath shown her Lhe brighiness of His [ace.
