COMMUNICATIONS:

Clerk Hawkins talked about the Township Officials of Illinois Annual Educational Conference.  Supervisor Viessman asked if the board would like to go that they should let the Office Manager Tammy Davis know so they can get them registered.
BILLS:

A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Luehmann then made a motion second by Trustee Abel to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 

Trustee Edwards read the Treasurers Report dated September 26, 2016.  A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Luehmann to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Supervisor Viessman said that the bank report was off one dollar and was caught by the girls.  He was proud that it had been caught.  He took it to the bank and had it corrected since it was their error.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Trustee Luehmann read the Health Report.  A motion was made by Trustee Luehmann to approve the report as read, second by Trustee Abel.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
PUBLIC INPUT:

Linda Knogl wanted to bring it to the attention of the board that during the last couple of months she has been circulating a petition of surrounding areas that were impacted by the flooding and the sewage backup.  These letters were mailed out to Senator Haine, Governor Rauner, Congressman Bost, Rep. Beiser, and Madison County Chairman Dunstan.  I wanted our local officials to see a copy of the letter and petition so you are informed as they are of the concerns that we the citizens have.   She received a call from Madison County Chairman Dunstan and he would like to meet with her and Clerk Hawkins about their concerns.  Discussion continued on the sewage problems.  Nick Cohan said he had a couple of questions.  I heard on the Budget that you have $600,000 dollars; he wanted to know if there was $30,000 in it to get a generator and pumps for Shirlene Drive.  It was explained that there is a Budget that was done at the beginning of the year and each department had so much for them to Budget for their own department.  I want to know if there was an emergency and our pumps blew up.  Highway Commissioner Moore said that if there were an accident they had insurance that would kick in to help them get the pumps fixed.  He asked if anyone had talked to any of the Senators to help them get a Grant to help with the pumps and generator.  More discussion continued on the pumps and generator.  Trustee Luehmann said that Nick needed to talk to the Highway Department about the pumps.  That would fall in their Budget of Road and Bridge Tax.  Attorney Jumper said it would fall under their budget and they would have to budget for it, each department has limited funds.  The Highway Department makes their own budget each year and it is approved by the board.  Clerk Hawkins said we are trying to get a grant to get this done.
