April 29, 2014 special minutes were presented to all trustees. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the special meeting minutes and Trustee Surratt second.  The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Executive Minutes –

President Drake presented the financial report.  Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee French second motion. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes. The motion carried 5-0.

Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water. Richard and the crew assisted with city wide clean up, as the crew cleaned out leaves and other debris from ditches. Changed meter at 952 Gilland Road and began mowing cemetery and other locations. Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes; and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Rescue Squad Report-

CARS report was submitted by Bryce McCormick.  CARS have responded to 29 calls so far this year, with 9 coming in since last month. Both EMT and EMR classes are in the third week, there are 14 students in the EMT and 3 EMR participating.  CARS is waiting on the shipment of the batteries for the new extraction tool. Bryce is contacting ILMO for price of oxygen when needed and the budget for year 2014. Trustee Surratt made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. The fire department had a monthly meeting on May 8, 2014.  There are activities planned for May is as follows business meeting, on April 10, 2014, followed by training, April 24, 2014 table top exercises and training at firehouse on 5/22/2014, 6/12/2014, and 6/26/2014.  A meeting was held on May 8, 2014 to discuss the future trainings. Bids were opened for fire house roof.  Trustee Luttrell was going to give a couple of bidders calls to receive a more detailed list. On June 5, 2014 at fires hose there will be a special meeting with Trustees and fire departments for village and rural department discussing budget for 2014.  Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes; and Brockhouse, yes.  The motion carried 5-0.
Police Report-
Police Chief Aring reported that the squad worked a total hours of 21.5 hours for April 2014, Tyler 13.5, Ryan 8 and Alex no hours. Five traffic stops three citations, two warnings and 1 DUI arrest. Collected fees from Circuit Clerk Fines of $840.17, E-Citation $10.00 and Police vehicle $120.00. Alex finished training at MCSO and will begin working again. Tyler has a few prospective officers in mind to assist in hours for the village.   Trustee Luttrell made a motion to accept the report and Trustee French second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; and Luttrell, yes.  The motion carried 5-0.

Old Business

Water Upgrade/Utility project-

Jamie Headen of Benton and Associates presented a progress report for the water treatment plant. The past 30 days some clean up and debris removal was done. In the next 30 days will finish the punch list.  The list of action items Leander Construction #16 payment requests was presented for $97,950.89 with $15,000.00 retainage. Trustees discussed this issue and decided the retainage amount would be 4% or $81,633.00. The payment to Leander will be $26,317.69.  IEPA loan amendment and the O & M manuals, cost for additional sidewalks to replace previous and additional sidewalks and treatment plan plaque.  Trustee Luttrell made a motion to pay Leander $26,317.69 and to hold 4% or $81,633.20 and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes. The motion carried 5-0. 

Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to purchase a Bronze plaque to attach to the water treatment plant building with names of people on the Chapin Village Board and made possible in part by the hard work of the late S. John Calise, P.E. of Benton and Associates Trustee Luttrell  second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and French, yes;  The motion carried 5-0.
New Business
President Drake presented water contract for Ed. DeGroot as water superintendent. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to accept the contract for Ed. Degroot at $500.00  a month and Trustee Newell second. The motion was unanimously approved by all trustees. Trustee Newell made a motion to make a donation $200.00 to the Arenzville Fire Works and Trustee Luttrell second. . On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Village resident Gobel’s requested permission to dig up culvert to make deeper. Trustees and President Drake gave permission to Mr. Gobel. 

Water and Sewer rate increase, annually the village can increase rates at 3% or more. Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to raise rates at 3% and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes and Brockhouse yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Summer Sewer rates billed will be for June, July, August, September and October 2014. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse yes and Newell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Resident Lyndell Cooper of 612 Superior St. Chapin and Kristi Luttrell of 916 Congress asked for sewer credit due to water leaks. A credit of 

$33.28 was give to Lyndell Cooper and a credit of $ 66.59 to Kristi Luttrell. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Trustees discussed the option of listing guide lines for ball field to be used this season.  Safety committee will meet to list guide lines for participants; the meeting is scheduled for May 21, 2014 at 6:00 pm.

Adjournment-
Trustee Luttrell made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:20 pm and Trustee French second. The motion was unanimously approved by all trustees.
