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We continue to make a difference serving the community. Wendyôs Place distributes non-
food necessities to our neighbors. In Stitches has been making masks to support the health of 
our community, and sent hundreds to Honduras for the children and staff of LAMB. And at 
our inaugural contactless collection of supplies for Backpacks of Love, we had to send for a 
second SUV to accommodate the supplies we collected. That is a lot of support to our neigh-
bors near and far through the faithfulness of this community. 
 

The Preschool will be opening soon as well, following guidelines from the CDC and Geor-
giaôs Department of Early Care and Learning. We are keeping the classes smaller than usual, 
and will be employing masks, HEPA filters and stringent cleaning procedures to promote the 
health and safety of staff and students. It isnôt how things usually are, but is a remarkable and 
faithful effort to nurture our children and support and serve their families in the midst of an 
unprecedented health crisis. Hats off to Julie and the Preschool Task Force for their hard 
work. 
 

A number of people have asked with the preschool reopening, what that means for parish ac-
cess to church and the buildings. A team has been working on creating stations for an out-
door pilgrimage. Prayer stations for spaces important to our common like have been identi-
fied, and the station signage is being prepared.   
 

Your Return to ECOHS task force has also been hard at work poring over the newly released 
Diocesan Guidelines and creating policies and procedures to present to the Vestry that will 
allow us to utilize our campus in additional ways. We are interested in hearing from you 
about our options, so be looking for a survey in the next week or so. 
 

The most exciting news of all is that the Vestry has voted to resume the search process, so 
your Nominating Committee is working to amend the Parish Profile in preparation of releas-
ing the Profile and receiving names. Please pray for the members of the Nominating Com-
mittee as they resume their work in the midst of this pandemic. And please continue to pray 
for your Vestry and the staff as they provide leadership in these challenging times.
