Clemson Coach Larry Penley is the winningest coach in Clemson
history in terms of team championships (75) while producing 58
All-Americans. In the prior 34 years the Tigers have finished in the
top 20, twenty-three times with 7 top four finishes. Clemson has also
won the East Regionals in 1993, "94, ’95, 2000, 2002, 2003 & 2004,
an amazing feat considering no other NCAA team has recorded

6 regional titles! The Tigers have also heen the ACC Champions 9
times under Coach Penley. Penley has been named the NCCA region-
al coach 7 times.

The Tigers have heen just as successful in the classroom. Coach
Penley’s teams have graduated at a rate of 97%. During his 34 years
as head coach, the Tigers have had 12 academic All Americans.

As a player, Coach Penley has also excelled, He was a 1981 All-ACC
performer while playing for Clemson with a stroke average of 72.66.
He also is the 1987 and 1998 South Carolina amateur winner, setting
a scoring record in 1987 with a score of 277 (-11). He also has won
the 1990 SCGA Mid-Am and the 1992 Carolinas Golf Association Mid
Am. He has been awarded the ACC Golf Coach of the Year Award

8 times, and was the National Coach of the Year in 2003!
