Electronics: ACUA does not accept electronics. A container is provided for
electronic recycling at the Egg Harbor City Highway Garage located at
Esslair Street and Chicago Avenue, Monday-Friday from 7:00 am to 3:30
pm. Please do not contact Public Works for pick up. You can also visit
acua.com/electronics for other options.

Latex Paint: Latex paint is not hazardous waste. Dried paint can be

Rigid Plastics: Large plastic items such as toys, chairs, laundry baskets,
buckets, etc. are recyclable at no charge through ACUA’s rigid plastic

Batteries: Alkaline batteries can be disposed of in the trash, as they no
longer contain mercury.

YARD WASTE INFORMATION
Yard waste includes the following items:
leaves, grass, brush, branches, clean wood, Christmas trees

e No bamboo, cornstalks, reeds, seagrass, or hay/straw bales.

e No plastic bags.

® Place yard waste in kraft bags or in properly marked containers.

® Bags or containers should not exceed 49 Ibs.

® SMALL Brush/branches must be tied with twine & should not exceed 4’ in
length or 8” in diameter.

o LARGE Brush/branches are to be stacked neatly and left out to be chipped up
by the city, there are no limits to length or diameter.
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
