VI. Attendance 

Class attendance is critical for ensuring academic success; therefore, students are expected to attend all classes for which they are registered. In all cases of absence, the student is responsible for acquiring assignment information and making up incomplete work resulting from such an absence. If you miss a class, you are responsible for turning in class work at your next class attendance.In addition, students will be responsible for material in the class they are returning. For example, if you miss you will be responsible for assignment from the missed week plus  the assignments for the current class. Any student that misses more than 50% of the class will only receive credit for the class at the instructors discretion ( LCA policy).
