
Magnolia THEATRE Company Contract 2018-19
As a member of the company in this Magnolia High School Production Company, I agree to the following provisions and rules as set by the director.  I agree to do my best to make sure I abide by this contract.

GUIDELINES:
[1]
All school policies will be in effect at any time I am working on this production.

[2]
I will attend all rehearsals I am required to attend.  I realize that I am required to be at all performances and technical rehearsals and failure to do so is grounds for being removed from the company.

[3]
If, for some emergency, I must miss a rehearsal, I will give 24-hour notice in writing to the director.  For extreme emergencies, a phone call to the Theatre Arts Dept. (281-356-3572x7059) answering machine will suffice, so long as this is done BEFORE the actual rehearsal time (there is a time stamp on the machine). If I have a job, I will arrange my work schedule around the rehearsal/performance schedule.  NOTE:  A maximum of 2 unavoidable absences will be allowed.  Two absences are not a given. The conflict form filled out previously documents abs. A written note is still required.  It is STRONGLY urged that students in this production have ZERO absences.

I will pass ALL of my classes and attend tutorials/seek help in all classes where I have below a 75 average.  I will have only S’s and E’s in conduct.  My behavior is a reflection on this department.  I will do my best to represent, in a positive fashion, the department at all times.  I will be in all my classes everyday and I will behave in these classes and not be sent to the office.

I will be ready (clothed and seated in the specified location) for each rehearsal AT the established time.  I will be in the appropriate dress for rehearsal (correct shoes/skirts/etc.).  I will have with me at the beginning of rehearsal everything that will be needed for that rehearsal.  NOTE:  2 tardies = 1 abs.  3 tardies = 2 abs. I will also make sure that I have transportation here within 20 mins of the end of the posted rehearsal time to make sure I get home.

I will respect the rights of all members of the company and do my best to encourage group ensemble.  I will attempt to attend the activities outside of scheduled rehearsals that are designed to encourage the group’s ensemble.  I am not the director of this show and will leave all of those responsibilities to the person in charge.

I will not distract from rehearsals and I will be under personal control at all times.  I will know when to be serious and understand that horseplay is not allowed.  During rehearsal, I will focus on the show.  If not on stage, I will be working on the show in some fashion.  Rehearsal time is not social time. Unless specific permission is given, electronic devices are NOT to be used during rehearsal time.

I will be responsible for items assigned to me (props/costumes/etc.) and be sure they are put away at the end of each rehearsal.  I will be responsible for all my duties and assignments.  I will not make any changes to my physical appearance (including cutting/trimming/dying of hair, fake tanning of any kind, etc) without PRIOR consent of the director.

No foreign objects will be in my mouth during rehearsal/performance.  Water is the only drink allowed in the AUDITORIUM and I will dispose of the bottle properly.

I will do my best every moment of the production.  I will set high, realistic standards for myself and do my best to achieve them.  There is no glory in obtaining low goals/standards.  I will maintain a positive attitude with the production and my abilities.  I understand that the director will help by doing whatever is best for the company.  I realize the director is in charge of the production and I will do my best to cooperate to make this show a success.

[11] Social Media: As a member of this company, my words and actions reflect on MHS and the MHS Fine Arts Department. When using social media, all references to this production, this department, this school, and/or any persons involved will only represent those in a positive fashion.
