GARY:  If this oil only has 2 hours on it, then we think this engine may have a serious mechanical 

problem.  Universal averages show typical wear from this type of engine after about 100 hours on the 

oil.  Sodium was also extremely high and shows either anti-freeze or cooling water contamination, which 

probably caused the excess wear.  The oil had enough fuel present to think you may have a problem 

with the fuel system as well.  Suggest having a closer look at this engine. It appears to have a problem. 

Pressure testing the cooling system would be a good place to start.
