FATHER SAM’S CORNER
July 14, 2019

Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 10:25-37

Compassion/Passion of heart: Propellant of the New law of Love of Neighbor

The presentation of the Parable of the good Samaritan in today’s gospel enhances a deeper understanding of the love of
neighbor and compassion as the propellant of its practical application. The parable also highlights the element in the old
law that should be avoided in the new commandment on love of neighbor. To understand the message well let’s explore
the event that prompts this parable. It happened that as Jesus was teaching, a scholar of the law wanted to test him and
asked: “Teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?”” (Luke 10:25). Perhaps, aware that the lawyer wants to test him,
Jesus questioned him: “what is written in the law and how do you read it?”” (Luke 10:26). Providing the answer the
lawyer said: “you shall love the lord your God with all your heart, being, strength and mind, and your neighbor as
yourself” (Luke 10:27). Jesus acknowledging his answer ordered him to do that and the kingdom is his. However, the
Jewish scholar wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus: “who is my neighbor?” (Luke 10:29). While he provides
the answer to this question Jesus tries to contrast between the way some scholars preach and practice the law of love of
neighbor and his new teaching on the same law.

Let us soar through a brief contrast between the old and new ways of interpreting and practicing of the law of love of
neighbor. Although both the old law and new law hold the love of neighbor “is not a matter of sentiment but of concrete
action: hospitality, assistance to the poor, care for the helpless” (Pheme Perkins, 1981, p. 114), as the old interpretation
and preaching focused on showing this love among the community of Israel as a covenant people of God, Christians are
commanded to show it to the members of their community, strangers and enemies. Thus, the action of the Samaritan
traveler is a practical example of the new commandment on the love of neighbor. In the Parable of the good Samaritan
the victim of the robbers is probably a Jew traveling from Jerusalem to Jericho. During that time several hostile groups
and towns lived side by side with the Jews including Samarians. Therefore, a Samaritan traveler who came upon the
Jewish man beaten by robbers was supposed to be his enemy, yet he (the good Samaritan) was moved by compassion
and took care of him. Jesus’s answer for the question who is my neighbor came at the end of the parable when he asked
the lawyer who do you think is a neighbor to this victim, the priest (supposedly from the victim’s community) who saw
him and walked away, or the Samaritan man who came to his help though he was from a town hostile to the victim?
The self-righteous lawyer answered: “the one who treated him with mercy.” Then Jesus said to him: “go and do
likewise” (Luke 10:37). By this answer Christ might be telling the Lawyer to go and start applying compassion in your
practice of love. Thus, Luke reported that two other fellows saw the victim and passed on the opposite side—they were
not moved by compassion. But a Samaritan came and moved by compassion he helped the victim. Therefore,
compassion is the eyes that help us to see another’s need. As Bob Thurman says: “Until you have real compassion, you
cannot recognize love.” Compassion propels love beyond any boundary. Let us love with compassion and passion of
heart. This is the way we differentiate our love as Christians/Children of God from others’. This message challenges
our current practice of love of neighbor, asking us, do we practice our love with compassion/passion of heart or with
reservation?

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

Decimoquinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Lucas 10:25-37

Compasion / Pasion de corazon: propulsor de la nueva ley del amor al prdjimo

La presentacion de la parabola del buen samaritano en el evangelio de hoy realza una comprensiéon mas profunda del
amor al préjimo y la compasion como propulsor de su aplicacion practica. La parabola también resalta el elemento de la
antigua ley que debe evitarse en el nuevo mandamiento sobre el amor al projimo. Para entender bien el mensaje,
exploremos el evento que nos lleva a esta parabola. Sucedié que mientras Jesus ensefiaba, un erudito de la ley quiso
probarlo y le pregunto: "Maestro, /,qué debo hacer para heredar la vida eterna?" (Lucas 10:25). Quizas, consciente de
que el abogado quiere probarlo, Jests le pregunt6: ";qué esta escrito en la ley y como lo lee?" (Lucas 10:26). Al
proporcionar la respuesta, el abogado dijo: “amaras al sefior tu Dios con todo tu corazdn, ser, fuerza y mente, ya tu
préjimo como a ti mismo” (Lucas 10:27). Jesus reconociendo su respuesta le orden6 que hiciera eso y el reino es suyo.
Sin embargo, el erudito judio queria justificarse, asi que le pregunt6 a Jesus: ";quién es mi projimo?" (Lucas 10:29).
Mientras que €l proporciona la respuesta a esta pregunta, Jesus intenta contrastar entre la forma en que algunos eruditos
predican y practican la ley del amor al prdjimo y su nueva ensefianza sobre la misma ley.

Avancemos a través de un breve contraste entre las viejas y nuevas formas de interpretar y practicar la ley del amor al
préjimo. Aunque tanto la ley antigua como la ley nueva sostienen que el amor al projimo "no es una cuestion de
sentimiento sino de accion concreta: hospitalidad, asistencia a los pobres, cuidado de los desamparados" (Pheme
Perkins, 1981, p. 114), como la la vieja interpretacion y la predicacion se centraban en mostrar este amor entre la
comunidad de Israel como un pueblo de pacto de Dios, a los cristianos se les ordena que lo muestren a los miembros de
su comunidad, a los extranjeros y a los enemigos. Por lo tanto, la accion del viajero samaritano es un ejemplo practico
del nuevo mandamiento sobre el amor al projimo. En la parabola del buen samaritano, la victima de los ladrones es
probablemente un judio que viaja de Jerusalén a Jericd. Durante ese tiempo, varios grupos y ciudades hostiles
convivieron con los judios, incluidos los samarianos. Por lo tanto, un viajero samaritano que se topo con el hombre judio
golpeado por ladrones se suponia que era su enemigo, sin embargo, €l (el buen samaritano) fue movido por la
compasion y lo cuido. La respuesta de Jesus a la pregunta de quién es mi vecino llegod al final de la parabola cuando le
pregunto al abogado quién cree que es el vecino de esta victima, el sacerdote (supuestamente de la comunidad de la
victima) que lo vio y se fue, o el ;El hombre samaritano que acudio en su ayuda aunque era de un pueblo hostil a la
victima? El abogado de justicia propia respondié: "el que lo tratdé con misericordia". Entonces Jesus le dijo: "ve y haz lo
mismo" (Lucas 10:37). Con esta respuesta, Cristo podria estar diciéndole al abogado que vaya y comience a aplicar
compasion en su practica del amor. Por lo tanto, Luke informé que otros dos compaifieros vieron a la victima y pasaron
por el lado opuesto: no se conmovieron por la compasion. Pero un samaritano vino y movido por la compasion, ayudo a
la victima. Por lo tanto, la compasion son los ojos que nos ayudan a ver la necesidad de otro. Como dice Bob Thurman:
"Hasta que no tengas verdadera compasion, no puedes reconocer el amor". La compasion impulsa al amor mas alla de
cualquier limite. Amemos con compasion y pasion de corazon. Esta es la forma en que diferenciamos nuestro amor
como cristianos / hijos de Dios de los demas. Este mensaje desafia nuestra practica actual de amar al projimo,
preguntandonos, ¢ practicamos nuestro amor con compasion / pasion de corazén o con reserva?
