+SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK#

May 20-St. Bernardine of Siena-A Franciscan
missionary and Italian priest, St. Bernardine. He
became very popular for his preaching against sor-
cery, gambling, infanticide, witchcra%t and usury.
He is the patron saint of advertising, gambling, Italy
and public relations.

May 21-St. Christopher Magallanes and
Companions—A martyr and saint, St. Christopher
was killed without trial in 1927 during the Cristero
uprising in Mexico. St. Christopher was on his way
to Mass when he was seized on false charges of in-
citing a rebellion. He was martyred, along with 21
other priests and 3 laypersons between 1915 and
1937 during the Cristero revolution

May 22-St. Rita of Cascia-Married at the young
age of 12, St. Rita was a wife and mother of twin
boys. Her husband, however was killed due to his
political office. Soon after, her twin sons died from
natural causes. Now widowed and childless, she
returned her attention to the desire of her youth to
join the Augustinian nuns of St. Mary Magdalene
Monastery. When in her 60s, she was meditating
before an image of Christ crucified, a wound ap-
peared on her forehead as if a thorn from Christ’s
crown of thorns had penetrated her flesh, the pain
from which she endured for some 15 years.

May 25-St. Bede the Venerable-An English
priest, Benedictine monk and scholar, St. Bede was
also a theologian, historian and chronologist. His
best known work is the “Ecclesiastical History of
the English People.”

-St. Gregory VII-One of the greatest reforming
po%fs, St. Gregory VII is perhaps best known for his
with Holy Roman Emporer Henry VI in the Investi-
ture Controversy regarding papal authority and
elections of popes. While regarded as one of great-
est Roman pontiffs, St. Gregory VII was also des-
pised by others for his expansive use of papal pow-
ers.

-St. Mary Magdalene de’ Pazzi-An Italian Car-
melite nun and mystic, St. Mary Magdalene is
known as the ecstatic saint due to%er unusual gifts
from God.

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Frequent fliers today have many ways to accrue
air miles, so one doesn’t always have to endure long
hours in cramped seats to earn free hours in
cramped seats. In St. Paul’s day, there were no such
erks, nor would there have been any legal system
or him to protest the shipwrecks he endured. He
had other rewards in mind. The churches that he
established in the catalogue of cities from today’s
first reading must have been very different from
one another. Language, culture, customs, religious
history, obstacles to community, social challenges,
the gaces where they met, their clothing, their
bread and wine, all distinct, particular to the area.
There were social customs as well: in a Christian
household, the only place where a slave would be
able to stand legaﬁ, as an equal with the master
would be at the table of the Lord, because at that
table a new world of reconciliation was imaged.
While Paul revered local customs, he was relentless
about challenging the ways that people lived their
Christian lives and how their worship reflected
them. It is much the same today, as a global Catho-
lic Church seeks to respect local customs and cul-
ture, allowing for differences in many things, yet
always giving expression to the underlying presence
of Christ, who binds us all together into his body.
