identification, our nation still works to find, identify, and give proper burials 
from World War II to the present.

On April 20th, we were honored to partici-
pate with the U.S. Army in the interment of 
2nd Lieutenant John F. Minogue, MIA 
since 1943.  Minogue was born in Placentia 
in 1919, lettered in football at Anaheim 
High School, attended Fullerton College 
and then did what so many did in the early 
1940s - joined the military.  Enlisting in 
January 1942, he earned his Army wings of 
Gold in the first class at the Victorville 
Army flying school in December 1942.

On August 1, 1943, as part of the crew on 
the B-24D Liberator bomber, he participat-
ed in an attack on the Axis oil fields near 

Ploiesti, north of Bucharest, Romania.  His plane was shot down and his 
unidentified remains were first entombed in military cemeteries in Romania 
and then Belgium.  His remains were transferred to the U.S. and finally 
identified on August 23, 2022.  His family chose to have him interred with 
his mother at Loma Vista Memorial Park.  We were honored to participate 
with U.S. Army in his final tribute.  He will be honored every Memorial 
Day with our other veterans.

Minogue’s name is recorded on the Tablets of the Missing at the Florence 
American Cemetery, an American Battle Monuments Commission site in 
Impruneta, Italy, along with others still missing from WWII.  A rosette will 
be placed next to his name to indicate he has been accounted for.
