10, conducted by Chas. F. Farham. of
Baxter Springs, Kansas, the founder
of the world-wide movement under
that name. o

The hall was soon too small to hold
the people and a tent was procured,

Charles Parham is unique in his
methods. Ie does not court popular-
ity, but cutting loose from all tradit-
ions of shen he preaches the gospel
just as the Apostles did; believing
that the prowises were not only for
the early Christians, but as Peter de-
clarod: “To all that are afar off even
as many as the Lord our God shall
call.”

He alwo preaches that tlhe world is
not growing better as many belleve
but that Jesus’ own words as given
ua by Matt, 244h. chapter teaches os
a gerious condition of things just be-
fore Lhe coming of the Lord Josus,

As he travels from ocesn to ocban
and studies conditionn he linds that
winrehy i rifo mmong the unemploy-
wd, hulf starved, ipnorant element of
Amerien,

He nlwo tenchies thad Lhe ponsloroun
machinery of the churches and the

methods used to raise money have
belped to bring about the fulfillment
of Christ’s prophecy: :‘Because inig-
uity shall abound the love of many
shall wax cold.” :

Real truth was put before the peo-
ple and when this is done no minister
van be popular; und Charles Parham
is not popular, Nevertheless he is a
man filled with the presence and pow-
er of Ged, mighty in prayer. Men and
women whoe are sick of sin and inig-
uity gladly come to the altar for help
and if they bave any soil in them-
selves get wonderfully saved and
cleaned ap for God. Liquor, tobacco
and loose talk go before the power of
the Spirit, and they noet only testify to
what God bas dane for them, bus, be-
come men and women who ecan pray
the prayer of faith.

The uld docliine of gelling saved
to die and go to heaven and escape
hell wag ridicioled out of vxistence in
the meeting, The gospel of life and
advanement was held up to the pee-
ple who were hungry for the word.
Not only justification ax i lorgiveness
of sins but also a conception of a spir-
ibual Bfe in us, and also sanetfication
at a baesting Torth from the eiarual
nature that restricts the growth of a
chitd of Gud inbo & Tulb hie of Lo
helivesn, Alan redemption or the

changing of these mortal bodies 1o
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spiritual. Also the Penfecostal bap-
tism of the Holy Ghost which ‘‘seals
us unto the day of redemption.” Heal-
ing was held up in the abtonement.
The spilt blood for our sins, The brok-
en body for the healing of our bodies.
Some very desperate cases of physical
infirmity were healed. We no longer
look down to the grave but “look up
for our redemption is nigh.”

We believe that the end of the age
is so nigh that we have not time to
dabble in politics, but with minds not
distracted by the world we must
snatch precious lives as brands from
the burning, If this is fanaticism it
has worked well in this town. We be-

- lieve that the open saloon is an evil
but so are blind pigs. The saloon keep-
er in many cases is human, and if
everyone who believes in God would
fast and pray they could remove the
evil sooner than by voting Fighting
by eword or ballot arouses all the
carral there is in people and they will
sell and drink liquor at any cost, Wo
lived in Long Beach for years and al-
though it was a prohibition town the
drug stores were raided time aftor
time, yet they continued to furnish
plenty of bodze to their customers.

Twae of
those baptized by waler were alao hap-
Lhrod with the Haly Ghonst an o Pon
tacost, and poke 2 different language,
The meeling elosed doan 300 The bad

feature of the meeting was the conse-
cration of the children. At least a
score of wee tots were presented to
Brother Parham, who in turn present-
ed them to Christ by prayer and then
placing kis hands upon them he bless-
ed them. No water was used to
sprinkle, but we were all reminded of
that time 2000 years ago when Jesus
held the little children in his arms
and said, “Forbid them not for of
such is the Kingdom of Heaven.” .

Upon Wednesday, January 31, Bro,
Parham departed for Los Angeles
where there i3 a very large mission.
He was accompanied by Brother Ky
Clark, well known in this town. He
feels very deeply the call of God into
this work so owned by God and so
persecuted by man.

On Bunday, February 4, a Sunday-
school of sixty members was organ-
ized with Brother Clay Wagner su-
perintendent.

For years after entering the min-
istry, we taught no special baplism
of water, believing the. Baptism of
the Holy Ghost the only essential one;
having been marvelously annointed
from time $o0 time and received the
annointing that abideth, we put the
question of water baptism aside.

Again, Peter procecded ol onee Lo
baplize Corneling and all his honse,
who had received the Baptism of the
Holy Spirit, with the Bible evidence
of apeaking with Longues, Thrusting
iside all arguments, he said:

Can any man forbid water, that

These and other scriptures were so
convineing that-the next day we were
baptized by single immersion,

Years afterward, through reading
many arguments and discussions on
triune immersion, were intellectually
persnaded that it was right, and per-
suaded many of God’s children to be
baptized by Lhis mode, although we
were never baptized by trigne immer-
sion,

Afterward, however, we found that
for which we searched. Knowing that
Gud’s people must come into unity,
and realizing  thal orginization, non-
organization,. creeds, or the following
of some man inlo sume eiby or desort
place cannot bring unity, we turned
longingly to God for some help on
Lhis line; for we bad received special
direction from God to preach the uni-
ty of the Ledy, the Chareh.

of any modern day prophet, whose av-
ery teaching you must believe to be
infallible.

Simply do just as you did in justifi-
cation and ranctificativn; you laid
your sins and sin at His feet; so now
lay your teachings, creeds and doc-
trines at His feet and by faith in His
cleansing blood trust that every error,
false teaching or unscriptural thought
may be cleansed. When the blood of
Jesus has thus cleansed us, we shall

" begin to see “eye to eye,”

We can well remember when we
sought God in this cleansing, how
some of the teachings we had believed
to be so scriptural and some we had
loved so dearly and been the most
}ersevering in propogating were wiped
from our minds.

‘Among them wad triune immersion:
though we had been able to discuss
this question for an hour, we could
not afterward find a single argument
in its favor. Indeed, for months noth-
ing, pro or con came upon the sub-
ject; until one day at the Bible Schaol,
we were waiting upon God that we
might know thy seriptural teaching
of water baptigm, Finally the Spirit,
of God said: “We are buried by bap-
bism into lis death.” We had kuown
that for years; again the Spirit said;
“God the Father, and Gud the Holy
Ghout never diel.” :

Thon how quickly wo recagnized the
fact that we could not be buried by
haptiam In the seme of he Father,
and in the namo of the Holy Ghost,
because it stood for nothing us they
never died or wers rerurrectul,

Flashing acrass our minds cnmo

the words of Jesus; when they asked
of Him a sign as to His divinity, he
declared, —-There shall no sign be giv-
en, but the sign of the prophet Jonas,
Matt. 12 :38.

Christ did not prove His divinity by
the miracles that He wrought, as
some vould try to persnade us; seeing
that miracles were always part of
the work of the Church. God set mir-
acles, healing and tongues in the
Church, along with apostles, pastors
and teachers; as apostles, pastors and
teachers have not ceased, why should
miracles, healing and tongues, 1 Cor,
12:28-30,

As Jonah was three days and nights
in the whale's belly, so must the Son
of man be three days and nights in
the bowels of the earth, and by ris-
ing triumphantly therefrom, proved
His divinity.

So if you desire to witness a public
confession of a clean conscience to-
ward God and man, faith in the div-
inity of Jesus Christ, you will be bap-
tized by single immersion, signifying
the death, burial and resurrection; be-
ing baptized in the name of Jesus, in-
o the niame of tho Father, Son and
Holy Ghost; they are one when in
Christ you hecomo ono with all,

REPORT OF
PERRIS, CAL., MEETING.

SisTer HeELEN FINLEY.

Perris Valley, Riverside Co, is a
stretch of fertile land at the foot of
the Sierra Madre Mts. Every morn-
ing the sun rises over rugged San Ja-
cinto, but never until New Year 19%2,
did the Son of Righteousness rise
over this valley with salvation and
healing for a people bound by sin and

sectarian prejudice. _
Here, by the providence of God,

" came Bros. W. W. West and L. L.

Hunter of Missouri. For two years
they have stood alone preaching the
full gospel. When the post-office was
removed to the new brick block they
rented the empty room, paying the
rent our of their own earnings.

Six years age the writer of this re-
port was wonderfully healed in a
meeting held by the ‘Church of God'
often spoken of as the ‘Gospel Trump-
et Reformation.” About three years
apo we removed to Perris. Being g
small town we become  aequainted
with our neighbors and soen knew
the Apostolic familica  indeed, they
wore as ‘a city set on a hill that
conld not be hid.” More than unce wo
heard Bro, Hunter spoken of as a
‘elonn fellow’, yob he wax never popu-
lar except with sinners.

1 wan honesb, and apivitaal at fived;
hut Forefused Lo be associaled  wilh
thone peopls fo publle oo nccount of
their doctring, althongh T never dogbt-
ol Lhoir indegrity, The following hy

that name in Long Beach had caused
my prejudice and [ allowed the stig-
ma to rest on Bro. Hunter and his
work. But the Lord loved my sovul, so
he let the ‘davil's dogs’ round me up.
My body began to fail till it brought
such discouragement to my soul that
I got my eyes off God and onto cli-
mate and lost my faith for healing.
Sometimes when my boy would come
from the street in the evening he
would say, “I tovk a look into the
Mission - Hunter scems to be preach-
ing to West; they must have staying
qualities.” Nevertheless, a few were
converted, among them Bro, Clay

Wagner of Mo,
Once 1 went to hear a woman Evan-

gelist, Sister Lilian Thistlethwaite,

and also a a sweet singer Ly the name
of Lucie Brower, [ never wenl back
again, until the meeting 1 now report.

December 108h. 1911, Bro. Chas,
F. Parham of Buxter Springs, Kans,
the founder of this Movemenlt came
to Perris and began revival meetings
in the mission. Some souls were saved;
among them Samuel Clark, Detter
known to us as ‘Ky', o son of Sister
West by a former marriage.

My husband was attracted to the
mission and urged e o go with him,
I consented, but T made the remark
that I was so il it would about kill
‘me, Hodid kill me, praise the Tord!

Wb it was nab the way 1 expected,

My real knowledge of the moectling
begun on New Year’s day. In the
murning we altended o meeting al
Lol of Beo, Thompnon, previous
ly of Christian Science belief. In the

afternomn wo mel ab e mission; Lhe
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altar service lasted from afternoon
till evening with an altar full of seek-
ers. Side by side knelt Mr. Thompsen
and my husband, both Scotch-Irish-
men, middle-aged, large, powerful
men, both of the same occupation, At
the other end of the altar was
our daughter Olive and son Paul. I
was by my hushand’s side —the only
silent one; 1 never heard such pray-
ing; altar workers were lost sight of
and everyone was praying thru,

Prostrate before ns was Bro. Ky
Clark, lost to all surroundings. My
husband and Mr, Thompson were ery-
ing to God for faith to believe and re-
ceive forgiviness. Just then the Pen-
tecostal baptism of the Holy Ghost
fell upen Bro. Clarl and he began to
rejoice in tongues and glorified God.

If lightning had struck in front of
us we could not have been more sar-
prised, for very few of us had ever
witnessed ‘Pentecost’ before. A quick
swath was cut thru to belief in the
mighty reality of God. ;

Friends from Los Angeles were
with us, among tbem Sister Lucie
Brower who inspired us by her sweot
singing, :

The erowds conbinued o increase
soa tent 40 x 80 was secured to
accommodate them, Opposition also
had developed and it increased as we
went into the tent. The devil certain-
ty used the sectarians to advertise
the meeting, and we were made to
realize with the New Testament saints
that everywhere this doctrine wuas
spoken aguinst.

Sometime agzo a tent meeting was
keld here by some young eollepo sto-

dents. They seemed honest but on
account their education, standing in
society, ete;, they were flattered and
petted by the women of this town
until their meeting was killed and not
a soul saved.

The Lord helped Bro. Parham to
throw just enough dynamite into that

"crowd to keep them away. Nearly al}

the women saved 1 this meeting are
mothers and wives saved with their
husbands. '

About fifty came to the altar and
repented; some who had no root in
themselves fell out and went back in-
to a miserable state of mind indeed:
our pity was excited for them: but
most of them stood firm and perseci-
tion made them strong as it drove
them to prayer.
