Maxfield Study — Rental Terms

Market Rate

All rental projects that do not have
income restrictions, regardless of
housing affordability. Renters pay flat/
full rent amount.

Shallow Subsidy

Units targeted to moderate income
households, typically restricted to 60%
of the Area Median Income (AMI) or
below. Renters pay flat/full rent
amount.

Deep Subsidy

Units targeted to extremely low income households (30% of AMI). The
renter pays 30% of their income towards rent and the housing provider
receives a Federal subsidy.

** As a “rule of thumb”, housing is affordable if a household is
spending no more than 30% of their income on housing expenses
(mortgage, taxes & insurance).
